Will Serve No Liquors if License
Is Raised.

Paterson, N. J., Jan. 21 (Special).—The Retail
Liquor Dealers’ Association of Paterson has de-
cided to fight the proposed increase in license by
going on a strike. The license fee is $250 a year,
but there is a movement to increase it to $500
a vear, the new rate to take effect on May 1.
Within the last twenty-four hours a pledge has
been circulated among the members of the
Paterson Retail Liquor Dealers’ Association,
which reads:

If the liquor license fee is raised in this city,
each person signing this petition agrees to close
his saloon or other place of similar business
until such time as the fee will be restored to
the former amount.
