Synott left St. Louis last year und«.r a financial
cloud, but through the influence of his family
InLondon he was able to pay the most pressing
claims and get th« management of lnrpe mining
claims in this State and Nevada. He says that
the forgery charge* Is trumped uj> and that he
will Boon return to resume his mine manage-
ment.
