with a firm of silk importers* and fled In Janu-
ary when his appeal was decided ag-ainst him,

was arrested here to-day.

C. C. BROWNE CAUGHT.

The effect of said paragraph has been to prohibit
the transmission by the local Inspectors of any
testimony, opinion, or finding of said Inspectors or
of any Information beyond the fart that the charge
Is for violation of la.v In <a««es of misconduct of
licensed officers involving a. line.

The directions
of this letter Will apply to cases now pending.

It ha* appeared in several cases of recent date
Involvingviolation of th« steamboat inspection laws
that a certain letter of Instructions, issued by the

Acting Secretary of the Treasury, of October 26,
mi established a ruling which seriously interfered
with the administration of Justice in such cases.
The substance of this ruling was that local in-
spectors of steamboats should not in any way assist

Uniied States district attorneys in preparing for
the trial of oases of violation of the steamboat laws.

The circumstance* which cave rise to this par-
ticular letter are not now known, but th« evils that
attended the enforcement of this ruling have be-

come serious, and the Secretary has rescinded said
ruling by letter of instructions.

TO PROMOTE F. D. GRANT.

He Will Become Major General
Next Tuesday Other Changes.

[From The Tribune Bureau.]
"Washington, Feb. Brigadier General Frederick

D. Grant, son of the great commander, now in
charge of the Department of the Cast, with head-
quarters at Governor's Island, has been chosen by
the President for promotion to the rank of major
general next Tuesday, on the retirement of Gen-
eral 6. S. Suinner. This announcement sets at rest
much Ejaculation, and removes \u25a0 the chance of a
tight on the part of the friends of General Grant,
Who were prepared to resist any attempt to pro-
mote General Franklin Bell over him.

General Grant, being the senior brigadier, has
been regarded 0.3 entitled to advancement at the
next vacancy in the higher grade, and had he been
passed over there would havo been much comment
throughout the service.

There will have to be some Important changes
In commands shortly, and It Is possible that Gen-
eral Grant, who prefers duty in the East, willbe
made commanding general of the Atlantic Di-
vision, especially ifMajor General J. P. Wade is
made a lieutenant general. Th«j friends of that
officer have been urging his name upon the Presi-
dent, and General Wade has recently been inWashington in his own behalf. For some reason,
which has always been a mystery 10 army officers.General wade never reached the highest rank In
the military service, although he has a fine recordbaa been for several years the senior major iron-eral, and has been repeatedly "Jumped" by his
Juniors. The appointment of Genera] Wade to bea lieutenant general, for retirement at the highergrade, would permit the. advancement of GeneralBell, and give him a rank more suitable for l<isduty as chief of staff.

This situation, however, will not relieve the ap-prehension among some army people that the de-tail of the lieutenant general of the army to duty
as commanding officer of .<. military division may-mean the extinction of the office. It is generally
felt that the chief 01 staff, passing as he does onthe recommendations of senior officers should be
.•i lieutenant general, and that the lieutenant yen-
eral should be on duty in Washington as chief ofstaff. If Congress were to abolish the grade oflieutenant general ;.it.-r the appointment of Gen-eral MacArthur, to tatce effect on the retirementof that officer, the action would fall with fulleffect on General Leona1 1 Wood, who Is regarded
by the authorities as having earned the positionof chief of staff and the rank ot lieutenant generalby his performance of duty ns a general offlce

REPORT FAVORS LOCKS.

Leaders Hope to Have Vote on

Measure on Wednesday*

Washington. Feb. The fifth day of debate on
the Hepburn Railroad Rate bill In the House In-

cluded many of the most Important speeches on the
measure, and the House leaders now confidently

expect to bring the billto a vote next Wednesday.
Representative Hepburn, the autnor of the meas-
ure, Is still to be heard, and willdevote himself to

some extent to replying to the addresses delivered
In opposition, notably those of Representatives Mo-
Call, of Massachusetts, and Slbley, of Pennsyl-
vania.
Itis the Intention of the managers or the bill, on

both the Republican and Democratic Bides, to de-

feat every amendment offered, no matter how
strongly it may be pressed, on the ground that
the Hepburn bill embodies the best thought of the
ilouse on this question, and that It presents a
solution on -which all can agree. Although It is a
foregone conclusion that the bill will pass the
House, the efforts to amend it may cause some
delay and prolong the discussion. The live minute
rule on debate will go into effect Tuesday. It is
expected that a record vote will be cast, and the
present estimate is that not more than a score
of these votes will be adverse.

DEBATE ON RATE BILL.

NO TRACE OF PAYROLLS
Fear That Messenger _ with School

Salary List Was Waylaid.
There was no clew up to a late hour last night

to th« whereabouts of Thomas Whalen. the mw-

sender boy intrusted with six payrolls for as many

schools on Long Island, who has been missing since
Thursday morning. The fact that the checks for
the school teachers have not reached their destina-
tion, and that, as far as could bo learned last

\u25a0night, no attempts have been made to cash any of

them. Is taken as Indicating that the boy has

wither been seriously hurt or met with foul play.
Payment on the checks was stopped late Friday
night, but it Is feared that Home of the smaller
merchants about Brooklyn and Long Island may

have already been duped.
The payrolls represented $9,966 85. None of the

teachers can lose, es the Boyd City Dispatch, of
No. 16 Beekman-st., which has. the delivery of city

checks. Is bonded to the city. It will cause a delay
of three or four days, however, and much Incon-
venience to the numerous teachers, who should
have had their checks Friday afternoon.

City Paymaster Timmerman, In a note to Con-
troller Mats yesterday morning, pave a detailed no-
count of the delivery of the checks and of the mes-
senger boy's disappearance as far as he and the
agency were concerned. Payment had been stopped
Friday night, and Controller Met* made a public

statement In order to reach every person con-
cerned.

The missing checks were addressed to Schools
Xos. 67, 68, 71, 74. 76 and Si. all in the Borough of
Queens. Itis more than likely,If the messenger's

disappearance is due to anything but accident, that
the drygoods ftores x>f Brooklyn and Queens will
lose heavily. Most of the big stores make a prac-
tice of cashing teachers' checks, and the bureaus
established In the stores for that purpose seldom
a?k any formal identification. Any well clad man
or woman who Is willingto indorse suoh a cheok
can get one cashed without difficulty.

It is a question if the bond given by the express
company to indemnify the city could be held liable

for any loss to a private Individual through the
nrgllg-ence or dishonesty of th« company's em-
ployes.
