Although the

anthracite operators are declaring that the
threat of the mine workers to declare a general

strike Is a bluff, they have been quietly prepar-
ing for it for some time.

The anthrnctto coal operators have stored
millions of tons of coal In the numerous coal
pockets In Eastern Pennsylvania. This coal wl!!

be dealt out so that the strike can be carried
on for a year, if necessary. ItIs snid that it is
the intention of the operators in the East to
maintain prices equitably during the strike pe-
riod, so as to keep the public satisfied, as it ts
the intention to break up th" miners' union
rather than make any money out of the flght.

The bituminous coal operators started last fall
to store some coal. They were suddenl;' con-
fronted with a demand for coal and advanced
prices, which consumed the surplus thus stored
away. By April iit is doubtful if there will be
two weeks' supply of soft roal store i.

President Dolan. when seen at his hosse this
afternoon, refused to make any statement rela-
tive to the coming strike. "It looks sorlous,"

was al! he would say. 'Itried to prevent it. hut
did not sueceeed."
