The list of victims of the Imperial Trustee
Company, of Jersey City, several of whose pro-
moters were arrested in this city on Monday,
grows day by day as Information is conveyed 10
the postal inspectors who made the arrests. The
stories told by the victims show that the use
of the Hanover Bank, of Boston, in passing
worthless piper was only one of several meth-
ods employed by the swindlers.

Postoffice Inspector Jacobs said vesterday that
he had talked with several men in this city wh«t
had lost money in the swindles, put while they
degcribed the adroit methods used they dec"nec%
to have their names made public because they
feared the effect on their own financial standing
and oa the stock of Jegitimate corporations with
whirh they are connected. The refusal of such
vietims to become complaining witnesses, Mr.
Jacobs =aid, prevented him from connecting
some of the alleged Promoetors of the frauds in

this city with the imperial Trustee Company’'s

officials now under arrest. "

been deceived, exhibited to the postal authori-

ties notes he had accepted for his commission

Fernald. the lawver said,
took his client to the Imperial Trustes Company,
where Mr. White agreed 10 guarantee the issue
ef bonds of an industrial corporation of good
standing. The sum of £4.0M0 was demanded by
the Jersey City concern, the lawyer said, and
2200 was required to be paid down to bind the
bargain. Later, the lawyer said, his client be-
came suspicious and withdrew the business.

Inepector Jacobs dug up Fernald's records.
He found that Fernald. unless he has been re-
Jeased recently, is spending a term in jail in
Toronto, Canada, having been convicted a year
ago for operating a “green goods” scheme in that
eity. Major Little. one of the best known of the
local postal inspectors, once arrested Fernald for
using the mails for fraudulent purposes, and had
him indicted. Later, because none of the alleged
vietims would appear against Fernald, the in-
dletment was dismissed.

The crime with which Fernald was charged
wase operating, as the manager of the “Robert T
Simpson Estate, Limited,” under the alias of i [
¥ . Sendder.” The prospective heirs of the
Simpson estate had been organized by “Scudder”
into a stock company, and hoped, under his man-
agement, to get their share of a fabulous estate
of that name in England. It is sald the heirs
paid out jargze sums of money for alleged legal
fees. supposed searches of title and detective
work, all of which money, it was later discov-
«red went into the capacious pockets of “Mr.
Seudder.”

vear. Nobody connected with the audit company
had any suspicion that Mahn and his visitor
were connected with the bank in Boston, or
with the Imperial Trustee Company. A few
weeks ago Mahn found desk room in an office
on an upper floor of the buflding. but all the
property he carried to his new quarters was an
inkstand. Yesterday the occupant of the office
gave orders to have Mahn kept out if he went
there again, having read that Mahn was con-
nected in some way with the alleged swindling
company. It was said that Mahn had been in the
oflice as late as Tuesday morning. Jacobs had
not been seen there recently, it was said.

HOOPER ISSUED PAPER.

Says Certificates of Deposit Were
Legitimate—His Bail $5.000.

Boston, Feb. 7.—United States Postoffice In-
spector Cortelyou, of New-York, was in this city
to-day in connection with the case of Foster
Hooper, vice-president of the Hanover Bank,
who was arrested Monday on the charge of using
the mails to further a conspiracy to defraud the
Scranton, Factoryville and Tunkhannock Ralil-
road out of $4.(¥). Hooper has been held hy
United States Commissioner Hale in $£5,000 for
a hearing here February 15, when the question
of returning him to the State of New-Jersey,
where the United States District Court issued
a bench warrant for his arrest, will be decided.
Inspector Cortelyou is here for the purpose of
collecting evidence in the case so that when the
hearing is heid the government will have done
everything to obtain Hooper's transfer to New-
Jersey.

Inspector Cortelyou had a long interview with
Vice-President Hooper of the Hanover Bank.
Afterward he said that Hooper admitted that the
£1,000 certificates of deposit on the Hanover
Bank held by Willilam V. Leary, whose arrest
in New-York on the charge of grand larceny
led 1o the present crisis in the affairs of the
bank, were issued by the bank. Hooper claimaed,
it is alleged. that the proceeding was a legit-
imate one. He sald that he did not understand
how the New-York police could make out a case
against Leary.

The inspectors also say that they have learned
that Leary obtained the certificates of deposit
in December on three notes of §5,000 each. bear-
ing the indorsement of New-York men, and the
promise to pay $15,000 in cash as soon as he had
completed certain transactions which he had in
hand. The bank, it is explained, needed the
money. The inspectors deciine to give the names
of the New-York indorsers of Leary's notes.
The certificates issued by the bank, of which
there were thirty for £1.000 each, dated Decem-
ber 20, 1905, and payable May 20, 1906, with
interest at 4 per cent, bore the signatures of
P. F. McNichols, cashier, and John H. Casey,
assistant cashier of the Hanover Bank, the lat-
ter attesting the signature of his superior.

The inspectors say that McNichols and Casey
were under Hooper's orders, and that hoth men
claim to have acted by direction of Hooper in
issuing the paper.

Hooper alleges, the inspectors say, that Leary
came to him bearing a letter of introduction
from E. W. Jacobs, secretary-treasurer of the
Imperial Trustee Company. who,, according to
Hooper, was a former Massachusetts State Sen-
ator.

ADVISED TO WAIVE EXTRADITION.
Trenton, N. J.. Feb. 7.—Chauncey H. Beasley and
Frank M. McDermitt, of Newark, counsel for the
officers of the Imperial Trustee Company, came
here to-day and carefully examined the indict-
ments against thelr clients, after which they an-
nounced that they would advise their clients to
vaive extradition, give themselves up in New-
Jersey and provide bail. They remained here only
a short while. i
The first indictment 1s against John L. White,
president of the trustee company; Clyde Cole and

Walter G. Furnald. It charges conspiracy to com-

mit a erime. Indictment No. 2 Is agalnst White
and Foster Hooper. The third indictment is against
White, Hooper and Robert . Buxton, and the
fourth against Buxton, Hooper and White. In
each case the general charge of conspiring to com-
mit a erime is made, the varfations being in the
specific acts alleged in each indictment.

Uniontown, Penn., Feb. 7.—John Sector, a Rus-
sian coal miner, was blown to atoms to-day and
his wife was fatally injured by an explosion of ten
sticks of dynamite in the kitchen of their home.
