INSPECTOR GRANT LOSES $3,000.

City Need Not Give Salary Remaining Un-
paid After Restoration to Force.

The Appellate Division of the Supreme Court
yesterday set aside a Judgment which Police
Inspector Donald Grant recently obtained
against the city for over $3,000 on a decision of
Justice Greenbaum. The Judgment thus re-
versed was obtained by Grant in a *<utt against

the city for his salary which remained unpaid

after his restoration to the police force.
Grant was dismissed by Commissioner Greene.

and while he was off the force three inspectors

were appointed to fill existing: vacancies. When
Grant got back, by order of the courts, there
were more Inspectors on the force than the law
permitted, and later it was decided that the
appointment of two of the new inspectors was
Illegal, but there was no decision as to which
inspector had been drawing Grant's pay.

The decision of the Appellate Division estab-
lishes the principle that the city shall not be
compelled to pay a second time for services
when the one who actually has performed those
Fervices has received pay for them. The Con-
troller is enjoined from paying any salary to
Inspector Grant unless the payroll Is approved
by the Civil Service Commission and has been
certified properly.
