COLUMBIA'S ROWING COACH TALKS.

Columbia Crews WillUse Both the
Hudson and the Harlem.

A new system willbe Introduced In coaching the
Columbia crews this spring. Instead of doing nil
the preliminary work on th« Harlem, part of it « ill
be done on the Hudson. Shells willbe kept Inboth
the Hudson and the Harlem river boathouses. When
the water i3i3 smooth Coach Goodwin will send his
charges out on the Hudson, while on rough days the
Harlem will be used.

This plan is adopted partly for the sake of con-
venience and partly because Mr. Goodwin believesthat practice on the Hudson Is worth more to themen. On the Harlem the tide causes a current inplaces which, with a tired crew, It is almost Impos-
sible to buck against. Besides this, Mr Goodwin
believes that the nature of the water on the HudsonIn the matter of tides and swells is so much likethat at Poughkeepsle as to make the work there ofespecial value.

YALE BEATS TIGERS.

Both Yale Teams Beat Harvard in
Boston A. A. Games.

Boston, Feb. 10.—The speed and endurance
of th*> Irish-American. Yale and Worcester run-
ners was the principal feature of the seventeenth
ahnual games of the Boston Athletic Association
held in Mechanics' Hall here to-night. Except
in the Dumber of starters no records were
broken, but the crowd saw some excellent racing,
especially la the relay events.

Both Yale teams won from Harvard, the 'var-
my by twenty-five yards, the freshmen by a
close margin, Dartmouth ran away from the
University of Pennsylvania, while Brown de-
feated Amherst for the first time in many
years. Cornell also had an easy victory over
Princeton.

The Irish-American team from New-York was
wellnigh invincible In the long distance runs.
G. V. Bonhas won the two xnllc Amateur Ath-
letic Union championship and his team mates.
Harvey W. Cohn and Melvin Sheppard. tookplaces. In the mile Sheppard, running fromscratch, was by far the strongest runner in the
field, and won without difficulty.

Neither Eckersall nor Hahn, who came from
Chicago especially for the event, was a factor
In the finals of the 40-yard handicap, although
they won heats only to lose in the semi-finals.

Harvard showed some strength in the field
events, Kernun winning-

the high jump andBangs and Stephenson places in the shot.
The fields in all the sprints were so large that

the fast men had great difficulty, in pushing
their way through, and liberally handicapped
men won Inseveral instances.

Thirteen men faced the starter in the two-
mile championship, and the three Irish-Ameri-
can runners Jumped into the lead at once, Shep-
pard making the pace. At the beginning of the
second mile Bonhag took the lead, and O'Con-
ne!l. of St. Alphonsus A. A. of Cambridge,
Jumped into third place. The Cambridge man.
however, could not keep the pace and soon
dropped out. leaving all the honors to the New-
York runners, who finished strong.

One of the best exhibitions of the evening
was the running of Jones, of the Worcester A.

The diagrams enow the actual conditions for 1905.
The boats are taken in classes co far as possible,
and reduced to an average rating, and to an aver-
age elapsed time over the course. For the sake of
uniformity, this average elapsed time Is reduced to
seconds per mile.

To avoid confusion of lines, the material has been
grouped on two sheets, one devoted exclusively to
the New-York Yacht Club races and ihe other to
the races of the Lone Island Bound organization.
Vhere there were but two spots for any one day
they were not deemed worthy of much considera-
tion, and, the character of the curve being Inde-
terminate, the two epota were joined by a straight
Una . w

TTe coefficient is the difference between the ordl-
nates of any two points of its arc, divided by the
difference between the corresponding abcl&sa. The
corresponding coefficient for the standard 100 per
cent curt'i nras *.••*>obtained, and the ratio of these
coef3cient6 taken. This ratio shows the proportion-
ate amount of the standard 100 per cent allowance
that would have put boats of a different size on an
equal basis.
If the two curves were of similar character any

two points could be taken. But the Inspection
shows that the curves are only similar In a very
peneral way, so that two points at about the centre
of length or the curves were chosen to beet ap-
proximate the general character of the curve.
These ratios are shown tabulated In the diagrams.

Tie average for the New-York Yacht Club series
Is 73 per cent, wiiile that for the Long Island Sound
series is 119 per cent, and the average for all Is 93
per cent of the full time allowance. Indicating that
the allowance under the present 70 per cent tables
Is too email.

The large difference between the New-York Yacht
Club series and the bong Island Sound series Is
very noticeable. In explanation of this, attention
is called to the Indian Harbor curve (September 21).
The coefficient of this curve, as tabulated, is 112 per
cent, while the coefficient for Its upper part is 131
per cent, and for its lower part 97 per cent.

that the large boats had to give a great deal too
much allowance for thes< conditions. Of the
others, June 15 was a triangular course, when the
order of finish on corrected time was direotlv as
the rating measurement, with the large boats firs').
and the other. August 14, was a dead beat to
\u25a0windward, with the boats well mixed in the fin-
ishes, on corrected time, and, while there was a
difference In the finishes of over an hour, there
was almost fifty minutes' difference among the
thirty-footers alone. As these two conditions are
more nearly those that the time allowance table
Trap designed to cover. It will be well to consider
them.

The aggrepri'p corrected tim« for the first four
boats for these twt» ra/»*>s was: Th'> Yankee,
7:17:00; the Mlnf-la. 7:17:30; the Cara Mia.
7:18:12. and the Ibis, 7:20:40. This shows a re-
markably close finish for a total distance of 39U
miles. Noting and allowing for the fact that there
was a favorable tide in the straight course race,
which would unduly aid the Email boat, we arrive
at the conclusion that the tim» allowance, aa
piven in the 70 per cent table. Is Insufficient, which
also agrees with the average ratios derived from
th* curves.

The seventies and the thirties were raced per-
elptently throughout the season, and although
they are boats of dissimilar form and Borne of the
races were sailed over similar, but not the same,
course. *tlll the tab)* below, showing their per-
formances on all days, when both classes were
represented, Is of Interest.

Horseshoe Harbor and Korthport Yacht clubs, It
is to be regretted that we were unable to get the
results "i races held by the (Hubs forming the
Yacht Racii Association of Gravesend Ray, the
Eastern Yacht Club and the clubs on Massachusetts
Bay. In nil. the results 01 some thirty-four race
day.", Including upward of 730 finishes, were «x-
atuined Some material was discarded at the outset
as being worthless, either on account of the extreme
slowness of the sailing or because there was a lack
of sufficient data; but such discarded material Is
Doted on the diagrams. In the preparation of this
report 12: finishes were actually used.

After considerable deliberation it was deemed ad-
visable to use a graphic method of presenting the
results, as it weuld show all the factors in the
problem at a glaaee and would be readily under-
stood. Exactness is. from the nature of the prob-
lem, an absolute Impossibility. The best that can
be hoped for is an approximation of the average
conditions which prevailed and this is most readily
arrived at by graphic methods. The method pur-
sued consisted of. Brat, the drawing of a curve of
time allowance, on the "0 per cent basis, as given
in the standard tables, and also a curve of the full
K«J per cent of the allowance; second, the plotting
of the data and drawing curves; third, comparison
of the curve.* so drawn with one another, and
finallythe deduction of conclusions.

The standard time allowance tables are based on
the sumption that speed if a well formed vessel
in knot? Is equal to the square root of the water
line length in feet, or What has been commonly ac-
cepted iis tho same thing, the square root of the
rating measurement. The?e speeds in knots an hour
converted 'nto peeonrls a knot give a curve whoso
equation is V-- t3.600-5-vxv, in which V is the num-
ber of seconds that i* takes a vessel of X
rating to go one mile. Such curves are
eliowii !;• heavy black lines. It is obvious
that th« difference in length between the two
ord'nates of the curve is the difference in sec-
onda that the two corresponding vessels take to go
one nautical mile, and ia therefore the number of
seconds for euch distance that the larger vessel
should allow the smaller in order that she fehould
have no advantage due solely to her size. In prac-
tice this allowance would seldom be correct, be-
cause there are several modifying factors Yachts
seldom get the opportunity to 'chow their full speed
In a race, and the- actual distance Bailed Is a quan-
tity which is Independent of the stated length of
the course. To cover these uncertainties the pres-
ent time allowance tables have been calculated at
various percentages at different times, the present
tables being calculated at 70 per cent of the full
theoretical allowance.
In constructing the time allowance tables a vessel

of V'< rating was taken as the standard. Tho timea mile corresponding to this rating is 233.9 seconds.If,now, we take a line through 293.9 seconds as abase, the ordinate* measured from it to the broken
heavy black lines willrepresent the full100 per cent
allowance that vessels of a corresponding: rating
should receive from.a easel of ISO seconds rating
measurement, and 70 per cent of those rdlnates win
represent the allowance as set forth in the standard
tables. The full heavy black line in the diagrams
represents this 70 per cent curve. Taking V as the
ordlnate of this curve to the 293.9 base, we have for
the equation of the curve:
