The- Church of the Eternal Hope (Universal**)- at
Sfo. 142 West &st-st.. Is to have a new pastor on
March I—the Rev. Alan Ray Tillinghast, a young
mac trained In the West, who comes to th« me-
tropolis with some new Ideas. He believe* in in-
stitutional -work in the fullest measure, a feature
of religious activity that seems especially needful
In this shifting section. In addition to his high

•Undine in the church. Mr. Tllllngbest has estab-
lished some reputation In the West as an educator
•ad lecturer.

Mr. TllllnKhast was born In Summit. R. 1., on
July ':'. 1871. In 1883 his family moved to lows,

where he took the normal and scientific courses in

the Western College, of Shenandoah, lowa, and at

the age of twenty-one held a teacher's State cer-
tificate In three States. • He was soon after ap-
pointed Superintendent of Public Schools, which
place he held for three years. The first year he
duelled law In his spare hours, but decided to give

this up and follow the ministry as a profession,
and so spent his spare itime in the remaining two
years as Superintendent of Public Schools in theo-
logical studies, under the direction of Dr. Amos
Crum. of Webster City. lowa. Completing his
•tudy with Dr. Crum in June. 18J>T>. be was called

£» pastor of the Univerealist church at Anoka,
Minn., where he remained until June, 1897.

In this pastorate, on June 17. 1536. he was or-
dained in the denomination. The second pastorate
held by Mr. Tilllnghast was at Waterloo. lowa,

from June. U»7, to March. 1902. and the third pas-
torate, the Tuttle Memorial Church. Minneapolis.
Minn., from March. 1902. to March. 1906.

The record of Mr. TilHngh2st's ten years In the
ministry is one of hard work. showing excellent
result*. He. has taken into the church In that time
210 members. He is an enthusiastic T. P. C. U.
man, ar.<J made his union In the Waterloo church
the larKest in lowa. He organized a union in the
Tuttlt church and made it the largest west of the
Mississippi River. He built a modern parsonage

and refit the church In Waterloo, and In the
Tuttle church he has mace many extensive, per-
manent improx'ements.

He tdopted pre the apportionment plan or
church financiering with great success, and plans
have be«-n drawn to double the sire of the church.

Mr. Tilllnghast believes that from an economic
»nd humanitarian standpoint a church should be
open peven dnys a week. It is reported that he
once staf-d thnt "the church that Is closed six
days of the week and twenty hours of the. (seventh

Is doomed, and in the economy of God it should Le
marked •with death."

Following this theory of an open church. he
started in the Turtle church ever.;:.;: classes in
bookbinding and other arts, which have proved
very him set il

Mr Tillingr.ast has also been prominent in the
Unlverralist Church work of his State, having been
etcretary of the State convention and a member
«f the fellowship committee, and has lately
planned with I>r. W. H. McGlauflln a new move-
ment of evangelistic work that is intended to

awaken the whole State. Inaddition to his church
work Mr. Tsllinghast has done considerable popu-
lar lecturing throughout the Northwest before lit-
erary clubs and In lycejsnb and Chautauqua
course*.

Mr Ti'.l'.rschcft Is married and has one son.
Tli* <"hurch of Sternal Hop* will be his fourth

rastcratfe. The people are looking forward to his
coming with ftr<-at expectation and feel that they
willnot be disappointed.
