penalty for changing hopples during the prog-
ress of a race for the purpose of fraud; curtail-
ing the privileges of so-called record making:

that records made by horses will he considered
a bar unless made in a race started by a ll-
censed starter. The new rules were made to

correct evils which have served to k«»ep the
trotting turf in more or less of a ferment for
the last three years. That they will accomplish
the purpose In the main sf-enis assured. Ifnot.
however, more drastic changes can be made
another year, as the powers that be have now
shown a laudable desire to correct abuses and
to make progress.

absolutely with the nefarious practice of "lay-

in? up" heats, which was made almost neces-
sary by the three in five heat method.

The working out of the new plan, as shown
by the Readvllle announcement, is interesting.

The positions of contending horses willbe drawn
for the first race or heat of every event, but in
the second race or heat the horses willstart as
they finished in the first, and in the third as
they finished in the second. Horses not finishing

within a hundred yards of the winner In any
race or heat will be barred from further com-
petition in the event. The entrance fee in every
race will be 5 per cent of the purse, and noth-
ing will be deducted from the winners of any
part of the purse. Hobbles will not be barred.

The advantages which will accrue from the
Readville plan are manifold. As already stated,
there will be no "laying up" of heats, for to
"lay up" a heat in such a race would be of
absolutely no advantage. The "other fellow"
would simply go on and win the money. It
also means that three or four events can b«
scheduled for an afternoon's racing with the
assurance that nine or twelve heats only will
be required. Under this method there willbe no
more trotting until sundown, with the resultant
getting home late for dinner.
