or three engines. At every booth the subject of
Ignition Is made a talking point. The Ignition
is an Important feature in the operating of a
gasolene motor. In fart, the ignition system
may bo said to be the heart of the gaeolene
motor If the Ignition is not right the motor
will not run. There are three Ignition systems
used with the gasolene motor, the make and
break, the wipe spark and the jump spark.

A low tension current Is used with the make
and break and wipe spark systems and a high
tension current with the jumpspark. Ingeneral
practice the low tension current is derived from
a magneto, while a high tension current Is
usually generated by storage batteries. The
advantages of the Jump spark system are that
all the ignition parts In a cylinder head are
stationary and that the entire mechanism, coils
and commutator are located outside the cylin-
ders. It is claimed that this system Is the.
cheapest, and does away with wearing and mov-
able parts.

arranged aftar Tuesday's struggle.

The Crescents have mado a game, hard, up-hill'
fight and deserve great credit In gaining the posi-

Ition they now hold. That the club appreciates

their work was testified by the supporters who

turned out in large numbers to witness last night's

all Important game. They were an enthusiast^
lot. A band of rooters, stationed at the west end
of the rink, entertained the "big house by their

They were on to every trick of the
game, and when their forward line got going down
the ice, passing straight across, or backward, or
slamming the puck against the side of the rink, to
meet it after passing their man, nothing could stop

them. The defence was the old reliable trio, and
they were always in the right place at the fight

time to block their opponents, Every man on the
team played his best game.

The St. Nicholas team worked hard, but they
were clearly outclassed, with the exception of
Souther and Carruthers. The latter did not play
his usual brilliant game, but Souther was all over
the Ice, end dangerous whenever he had posses-
sion of the rubber. Leake took Hardy's place at
right wing, but he cannot be said to have improved
the team any. The Crescent forwards Stack to
their checks so closely that it was seldom Souther,
Gordon or Wagstaff was able to get in those tell-
ing, swift, long shots. They fought hard, however,
against a superior team.

The game was remarkably clean, only two men
being ruled off for minor offences— Heyward, the
St. Nicholas goal keeper, for holding Sherriff'B
Flick, and the latter man for too strenuous playing.

Field This Year.
The annual field meeting of the Intercollegiate

Amateur Athletic Association will be held at

Soldiers' Field. Cambridge, this year. Thle was

decided at a Joint meeting of the executive anl
advisory committees of the association^ at t^ie
Fifth Avenue Hotel last night. Both Columbia

Oval. "VVllliamsbrldge.and Franklin Field, Phila-

delphia, were mentioned, but the majority of
the members favored SoHiern 1 Field, aa the
game* rightfullybelong to Harvard this year.

It was decided to present to the annual meet-
ing to-day two amendments to the bylaws. The

first Is that the number of entries each college

is entitled to make be Increased from eight to
twelve, and that each college b« allowed to start

five men Ineach event.
The second, which is by far more Important. Is

that the executive committee be allowed to

declare dividends at its discretion to those col-
leges having ten starters divided amoni at
least three events. This dividend will bo gov-

erned by the number of miles the athletes travel
to the games and the number of starters.

The amendment further provides that the total

amount paid out in dividends shall not ex-
ceed the net receipts of the previous field meet-
ing. This amendment will probably be paased

without any opposition, as It 13 favored by

both the large and small college*.

A letter was received from Caspar Whitney,

asking the association to contribute to the fund
which is being raised to send the American

athletes to the Olympic games this year. It
was unanimously decided to contribute $500 to
the fund. This is one of the largest amount*
thus far given.

Michigan and Rutgers, It was announced,
have forfeited membership In the association,
as they have failed to comply with the bylaws,
whk:h require that a college be represented by

at least three men at the annual field meeting
In two successive years. They willbe dropped
from the association at the annual meeting to-
day.

Applications for membership were received
from Dickinson, Brown and Dartmouth. The
latter two will probably be admitted to mem-
bership to-day, while Dickinson, it was said,
would probably be held over until next year.

The committee on medals, which was ap-
pointed a year ago, reported that !t# had se-
lected a design made by Charles Hamann, a
sculptor, of this city, and that $500 had been
appropriated for the design and die. These new
medals will be awarded at the annual field
meeting this year.
