WHEN TIRE BITRSTS IN INDIA.

Temperature at Which Human Body Feeis

No Sensation.
This name is given, by certain writers on the srab-

ject. to the temperature at -which the human body

feels no sen »atlon of heat or cold. Itmightbo sup-

posed that tt would coincide Inall cases with that
of the body Itself, but, according to the recent ex-
periments cf Mr. llaurel, a French physiologist, it

Is several dogTees lower, and varies with the nature
of the surrounding medium, being lower In Rir than
in water. Mr. Maurel determined his "physiologi-
cal zero" by immorsing his body in baths of differ-

ent temperatures, but he does not eeem to hava
measured his own body surfaoo temperature di-
rectly, relylns Instead on the records ,mea^nlT
merits made by various earlier authorities. Ibiu

and the fact that he has neglected to take various
necessary precautions makes his results eomerwna:
doubtful, in the opinion of Henry Pleron, who crTO-
Blse.= them thus In the Revue Sctentinoue:

"Mr.Maurel placed himself IBbatha ol water «r a!r
at different temperatures, and noted betve«n na.t
degrees he realized the sought for state of In. r-

ence He. did the same for the variations M .1-

perature between the skin and the clothes, whu-.i

he calls the 'subvestial temperature,' and f"r tne
temperature of the body in bed. which he names
'cubiUal temperature.' And he finds that tr- cuta-
n<-ouH physiological zero lies practically between B
degrees and 33 degrees <S6 degre^a and 91 d^gre^s

P1.):P1.): he even geeks to differentiate the trunk an>l
the lower limbs, whose physiological zero r-.e finds
to be slightly lower. In general the; range of sero
is 1degree to 2 degrees (2 degrees to 4 degrees F.1.

"He also concludes that ihere is a relation be-
twen the physiological zero und tho surface tem-
perature of each or^an. which latter Is about 3 de-
grees (oi, degrees F.) higher than zero. But were
any new experiments necessary to show that the
sensation of Indifference depends on the surface
temperature of the body?

"The Same medium bhould appear Icy or broiling
to the fever patient, as his surface temporature
oscillates. And as the sensations of heat or cold
correspond to an exit or entrance of heat, the
contact that assures thermic equilibrium should
assure also a state of pensorial indifference.

"At first sight it would appear odd that cne
should experience a sensation of heat when th»
external temperature Is Identical with his own sur-
face temperature. Aad, in fact, exact experiments
in thermo-esthesiometry have shown that in cer-
tain spots on th« hand, ior Instance, a drop of
water at the same temperature is not felt. But
the surface temperature is only a cross between
the internal ana external temperature, adapting
itself to this double influence br a capricious reg-
ulating mechanism under the direct but obscure ac-
tion of the nervous system.

"Hence the phenomena of ealorlflo radiatioa
toward the exterior or interior, which provoke our
sensations of heat or cold, may respond to numer-
ous and imperfectly determined factors. influenced
by pressure, humidity, etc., from outside, and by
bodily chemical aciion«, the conductlbllity of the
tissues, etc., from innlde.

"Thus, though rather astonishing:, Maurel's con-
clusion that the physiological zero is lower than
the surface temperature cannot be attacked, ex-
cept on the basis of ne,w experiments."—
Digest.

Reports received in the week from the com-
mercial agencies presented evidences of strong

conditions in the business world, although in
certain lines a falling off in orders was noted.
This fact, however, does not foreshadow a gen-
eral setback in the country's Industrial activi-
ties, although some of the Wall Street element
may be able to twist it into a bear argument

on securities. From advices received by vari-
ous Western railroad companies the condition
of the winter wheat crop is excellent for this
time of the year, but, of course, lt is too early
in the season to make any predictions as la
the probable outcome of the harvest. Before
many weeks go by, however, the winter wheat
situation will begin To figure as an active
factor in stock market speculation. The
country has had several years of bountiful crops,
and the Wall Street people who are tn the
habit of borrowing trouble are now quite con-
fident that a season of famine Is about to de-
velop in the agricultural sections o" the United
States. And the same element also is quite

convinced that the country is to suffer from
widespread labor disturbances. There are
many possibilities which. If they should develop
Into realities, would bring about much kmm
prices for se<-urltlt\'. bur at the rnom.T-.t dMI
are few factors In the situation whUh warrant
a pessimist ie ftteltng over the future.

STOCK MA2KET OPEHATiajTS.

In the two hour* of trading in yesterday' 3
stock market transactions were light tn the
greater number of issues, while, as a rule, price
movements were confined within narrow limits.
In the early dealings strength was shown In
Union Pacific and in a few other active shares,
while with the exception of Consolidated Cias no
important weakness developed. Selling tn Con-
solidated Gas was heavy, dnd as a result of the
day's movement In this issue its final orloe
showed a net loss of nine points, tha sales being
based on tne action of the State Gas Commission
in establishing an SO-ce.nt rat© for eras Jn Man-
hattan. Moat of the business originated on the
floor of the Exchange, commission houaes bein?
unimportant factors in the day's transact
The publication of the bank statement, showing
a further falling off in cash and reserva hold-
ings, was without material effect on prices, al-
though in a number of stocks fractional reac-
tions from the best prices, which were mads in
the first hour, were recorded. Loans showed a
disappointingly small reduction, the decline as
compared with the preceding we^k amounting
to $3,075,500, which with a loss In cash of $2.-
"47,800 accounted for the decrease In deposits.
As a result of all changes the reserve above legal
requirement declined $«64.200 to 125,725.
compared with $14,646.(^75 inthe same week last
j'ear. and $34.1f>0.200 fa 1904. TThile loans cf
the associated banks are now about $72,000,00n
less than they were at this time in 1905. cash
holdings are $43,901,900 under the record at this
r.eriod a year ago, and about $24.00V>00 less
than in the same week In 1904. In this week In
1904 loans were $49,000,000 smaller than they
are at present. At the close the general market
was heavy and inactive. There was a moder-
ate amount of sell'.ngr in the local traction
shares, also in Reading. Th* sales in the trac-
tion issues were based on the feax of legislation
in Albany affecting adversely the- local transpor-
tation companies.

"While the local banks received more money
from the interior last week than they shipped
the excess was small and It was not considered
likely that the movement of currency to Xew-
York would continue heavy for any length of
time. Itmight be assumed that the high rates
at this centre would attract a laree amount of
currency from out-of-town points, but it
should be borne Inmind that there is an active
Inquiry for funds a; all the Interior cities and
that quotations for loans at those places are
on a level with the New-Tork market. In tha
next few weeks there undoubtedly will develop

an unusually heavy demand for money, and as
the N#w-York bank reserves are at a low point

it readily may be seen that an extended move-
ment of currency from here to the South and
West will serve to maintain rates at stiff
figures, which in turn may be effective Inat-
tracting erold from Europe. At the moment
Europe appears to be the only source of relief
for this market. Fortunately, supplies of money

abroad are large, but in the event of any dis-
turbance as a result of a possible failure of the
Algreclras conference the European bankers
doubtless would net be Inclined to part with
their gold for American account. The money

markets of the world are In an extremely in-
teresting position at present, and it will pay to
watch them most carefully.
