Thomas Will Write a New Play.
Oscar Hamm«>rst< >ln has made another Invention.

It Is not a cisar machine nor a grand op«ra house
this time. but a contrivance to take power from
the motion of the sea. About five hundred patents
have been taken out on devices for accomplishing
this same ttreatly to be desired end. but Oscar
thinks he has finally solved the riddle. The idea
came to him on his last trip home from Europe,
while as. was sitting in th»» saloon one stormy day
watching a rocking chair dance around the room.
smashing th* piano and otherwise illustrating the
force that lies unharnessed In the tossinn sea. It
WOdM not be fair, of course, to describe particularly
Mr.Hammerstetn's Invention, which ho says works
perfectly in model, but which may. he limits, de-
velop some hitch in actual experiment. The
device, it may be stated. Is built to be moored
just beyond the breaker line, and. if It does work
properly, will furnish power without any expense
for fuel at any point on the coast. What matter
if Oscar's opera fails, so long as he slves this great
boon to the world?

This Is not the first invention that the versatile
Mr. Hammersteln has evolved. He invented long
agi> a machine for making cigars, which he sold
for JG.C»V), and which has since netted 130.0C0.0C0. he
says, to the firm which bought it. He has also
Invented other cigar machines, and he makes all
his own cigars in the loft of the Victoria Theatre.
They are Rood cigars, too. with a cool, free draught.
And there are some who say he Invented th» style
of hat he wears: He has also composed music,
but he hardly invented his tun»9.

Oscar's latest contribution to the opera situation
was mad* last night, as he stood on the curb ln
front of his theatre.

HOME FOR HEBREW GIRLS.

The abridged version of the long instrumental
introduction to the third act. as contained in the
scores revised for the theatres, is the one Inow
wish kept to. When llrst composing this piece
Iallowed the subject of expression to betray me
into almost recitative-like phrases for the orches-
tra; at the performance, however, Ifelt that their
meaning might well be intelligible to myself, who
carried In my head the fancied picture of the in-
cidents thus shadowed, but not to others.

Nothing specially striking and nothing new was
sacrificed in the abridgment of the piece. It is
tripartite in form, and the* first and third parts

remain intact in the version with which opera-
goers are familiar. The middle section, consist-
ingof a development of a hymn-like phrase, which
German analysts now call the "Gnadenthema." is
however, much longer than In the revised version.
Altogether, the piece was shortened from ISS to 92
measures, and not only as an operatic Introduction,
but as a concert number, the prelude gains by this
cut. A certain monotony was evident last night, if
not quite a sense of grasping for the fancied
picture Wagner spoke of; the performance of the
version waj interesting as an experiment, but It
need hardly be repeated to justify 'Wagner's

powers of self-criticism.
Mr. Knotp was a potent element of the remainder

of the programme, singing the Prlae Song from
"Die Meisterslnger" and Slegmund's Love Song.
Miss FYemstad and Anton Van Rooy followed the
overture.

"The FlyingDutchman," with the duo from that
opera, and Miss Fremstad also closed the concert
with the Llebestod from "Tristan und Isolde." On
both occasions there were times when her beauty

of tone deserted her on the heights. Miss Alten,
Mme. Jacoby, Knote. Reiss and Van Rooy sang
the quintet from "Die Meisterslnger," ana Miss
Rappold and the band made other contributions.
Mr. Herts conducted, and the audience furnished
abundant applause.

A Wagnsr Programme, Including

a Xovelty.
Wa?ner triumphed over the weather last night,

for one of the larjtest Sunday night auiWnces of
the season crowded into the Opera House to bear a
Programme made up exclusively of his music and
sung by several of the leading artists of the (", r
man repertory. The programme begnn with the
prelude to Act 111 of "TaUdsftoswr as originally
written, which Is a novelty ln this country, and
was so announced on the programme. This new
bit of Wagnerlana Is not likely to have been of
special interest to anybody except close students of
Vagner's scores, and there are not many of those
In New-York. The original prelude is a longer v.r-
eton than th« familiar introduction to the third ad
of "Tannhauser." and, since its publication In score
by the Novellos. of liondon, three years ago, has
been occasionally performed at concerts across the
water under the title. "Tannhauser s Pilgrimage."
Itis a relic of the first version of the oper.i. which
was subjected by the composer to more revisions
than any of his other operas or dramas. One of
the changes maie in either the earliest or the sec-
Cr.d revision has several times been discussed in

-this Journal. It related to the funeral procession

of Elizabeth, which interrupts the frenzied cries of
Tannhauser. who. after the condemnation of the
Pope, seeks again to return to the cave of Venus.

Originally Wasrner. with a proper regard to th«
dramatic unities, indicated the death of Elizabeth
at her home in the Wartburg by the tollingo? a
bell and the presence of Venus by a red glow com-
ing up from the valley of the Hors^i. Afterward ho
seems to have felt that this was crediting the
theatre public with a 'arcer imaginative capacity
than It possessed, and he brought Elizabeth's corpse
upon the stas;e and presented a picture of the
siren, though doing so committed him to a dramatic
absurdity. A similar feeling of doubt seems to
have prompted him in his revision of the lnt-o-
duction to the third act. The revised form already
appears ln the flr3t printed edition of the opera,
and when Wagner. In ls"2, Issued h!a pamphlet on
the proper performance of "Tannhauser" for the
guidance of opera directors and performe-s he
commanded the uso of the abbreviated form in the
following words:

Mr VoorhTS was appointed a Judge of the Court
Of Krrors and Appeals by Governor Voorhees on
March I, IMA, for .1 term of six years, but his
health was so unsatisfactory that early last fall he
tendered his resignation. He was a director of
several financial institutions of this city.

When Thomas B. Reed was first elected Speaker,
Genera] Henderson wag a prominent candidate foi
that high office, alone with McKiiiley.IMncley. Bur-
rows and Cannon. When Speaker Reed retired he
bequeathed his mantle to David B. Henderson. As
Speaker. Mr. Henderson faced some difficult situa-
tions. He was the third Speaker to apply the
closure rule, bur be had been in sympathy with
the policy from Its inception by Speaker Read.

Speaker Henderson's first serious clash with
members of his own party occurred when a larsr>i
Republican faction opposed the Porto Hlcan tariff
bill which bad been advocated by President |fc-
Kinley. On that occasion he won a signal victory
for the* policy of the President Later, however,
he met defeat when the "Republican insurgent*'1

defeated the first Cuban reciprocity bill in the
House by so amending it as to render imiß'sslble
its acceptance by the Senate.

Speaker Henderson's retirement from public life
has often been attributed to the ascendency of Gov-
ernor Cummins and the tariff readjustment ld-a.
which gained considerable strength in lowa, hut
those who know the facts say this was a mere
pretext and that purely personal reasons led to

General Henderson's retirement. Had it not been

for bis foreign birth he might have been a conspic-

uous candidate for the Presidency.

After retlrlnp from public life he sought to emu-
late the example of Carlisle and Reed and amass
a fortune in the practice of his profession. He
opened law office* In New-York, hut never acqu red
a profitable practice, and some time ago retired
to his former home, Puhuque, weary and dis-

couraged There he resided for the remainder of

his days, although he usually Bpert his winters In'
r^vld1

Henderson was born at Old Deer Scot-
land inW. and was sixty-three years old when
he closed his public career by declining bis elev-
enth nomination for the House.

unable to recognize any one but his wife since
a week ago. except on Friday, when he partly
regained h!a mental faculties.

Colonel Henderson was stricken with paresis
last May, and his condition prew so grave that
he was removed to a hospital in September.
His condition remained unchanged, except for
the usual progress of such a disease, until a
•week ago last Friday, when he suffered another
etrnke. which resulted in total blindness. The
former Speaker failed rapidly physically and
mentally until Friday, when his mental powers
returned for a few hours, followed by a relapse.
Which ended in death.

The funeral will be held next Thursday, with
sen-ices in the Episcopal Church, under theauspices of the Grand Army. Ex-Congressman
George D. Perkins, of Sioux City, will delivera eulogy. The body is to lie in state on Thurs-day at the church.

Berlin. Fob. 25.—Emperor William and Em-
press Augusta Victoria received deputations
from the ReiehstaK. the Prussian Diet, the Prus-
sian House of l>,rda and other government
bodies at the Palace to-day, who tendered con-
gratulations on the silver wedding anniversary
of their majesties, which occurs next Tuesday.
Deputations from many Gorman cities also pre-
sented written addresses. The Mayor of Berlin
handed the Emperor a document bearing the
names of the Emperor and Empress, and show-
ingan expenditure of ?i2f>.nno for charitable in-
stitutions. Deputations of military officers from
Great Britain. Russia. Austria and other pow-
ers drove down Unter den IJnden to present
their congratulations.

The Emperor also received a deputation from
the United German Veteran Societies of North
America, of soldiers who fought In the wars
with Denmark. Austria and France. The vet-
erans were Introduced by Vice-Admiral Bilchgel,
chief of the Admiralty, who is an honorary mem-
ber of the societies.
