Henry Oilman, of Shelbyville. an ex-county |
auditor, had a thrillingexperience with a large
blackanake while in Brown County a few days
ago, and while in pursuit of the monster cama
near losing his lire by the accidental discharge
of a double barrelled shotgun.

Mr. Oilman travels in the interest of an Indi-
anapolis firm and visits about all of the county
seats ln the State. A few days ago he found
himself in Nashville, Brown County, and while
there he decided to visit an old friend, Charles
Agnes, who lives a few miles In the country.
Driving out to the Apnes home Mr. Oilman ac- ;
cepted an invitation to spend the night with his
friend.

When it came time to retire Oilman was given
an upstairs room. The house, which is a new ;

one. having Just been completed, is two stories
and modern Inits construction.

On retiring Mr. Oltman decided that the fumes
of fresh paint were a little too strong, so ha ;

AUTOMOBILE AND TROLLEY.

A unique Idea ln automobile transportation,
the Invention of Russell Thayer, of this city, is

routes. A company has been formed for tha j
manufacture of these new vehicles.

The principle on which the machine works Is |
j simplicity Itself, and except as to details of

mei-hanism is sufficiently outlined above. While
on the oar tracks the power comes from the
overhead wire by means of a trolley pole similar iIto that used on the regular cars. In addition, !

I there la a storage battery on the vehicle itself, i
which is charged with electricity before starting:
out. When the connection is broken with the
overhead wire by pulling down the pole, the
same operation turns on a switch which brings
Urn storage battery into play, and this happens
whenever the :.oie is pulled down, whether the
wheels are on or off the trolley tracks. Th»
wheels of the vehicle are all rubber tired, and
the connection with the live rail comes not
through them, but through a metal shoa or iI slide composed of copper wires, which rests up»n'
the track. When not on the tracks, this shoe

Iis raised sufficiently to clear the ground, and the
!vehicle is good for a run along an ordinary road-
! way. In one form of construction the storage

\u25a0 battery most be charged before starting out,
Iwhile in another form it may be supplied with
electricity from the overhead wire during therun.

Doubtless th-> reason such an Invention has
not been perfected before is the apparently lim-
ited uses to which it may be put. Any private
messenger motor car of this kind couli only be
operated after arrangement with the trolley
company whose power was to he drawn upon,
und where the owner wanted to travel outs
of the lines of that company another arrange-
ment would have to be entered into with the
adjacent company.

from the overhead wire. Such constderatton*
would sefiri. perhaps, to make It somewhat
doubtful that t'.:<» vehicle willever become wide-
ly popular amonj? private owners, and yet ifit
does there is equally no doubt that all th* ob-
jections wii b*> overcome.

Bat the vehicle is intended primarily as a
freight and passenger carrier for companies, as
a tourist car for sisrhtaeeln? purposes and such
uses as may be serv<»d by public corpora-
tions?. As such its advantages are manifest. No>
blockade of the street rar •raffle ran stop It; no
failure of the povvr in the overhead wire can
strand it. It can move around any obstruction
encountered on The t-ackr and. can go back
over the route at any point, or can leave one.
roadway or street to 50 to any other. Its inde-
pendenc* of the overhead wirf> is as complete)
as though It did not use it. Experts who have
examined It say the device solves hi a satis-
factory way tht> carrying 0* freight by the trol-
ley cornp-tr:i>-s<.

REMEDY DIDFT WORK.

Billof Sweeping Character Introduced by
Senator La Folletts.

Washington, Feb. St.—Senator La Fo'.iett*. of
Wisconsin, introduced a sweeping bill to-day re-
quiring committees of all Dolitlcai parties ln na-
tional and Congress elections to account for all
moneys expended in said elections, for filing of
statements of receipts and disbursements of po-
litical committees with the Secretary of Commerce
and Labor, and to prohibit corporations from di-
rectly or Indirectly contributing money to any
political committee or to any candidate for po-
litical office.

The bill defines a "political committee" as com-
posed of two or more persons who have been
elected, appointed or chosen by a national political
party, convention or by members of either or
both houses of Congress belonging to the same
political party, for the purpose, -wholly or in part,
of raising:, collecting or disbursing money. Treas-
urers of every such committee are compelled to
keep a correct and true report of all moneys col-
lected and disbursed and file the same with the
Secretary of Commerce and I^abor. Candidates for
Senator or Representative in Congress are also
compelled to tile with the Secretary of Commerce
and Labor within thirtydays after election a sworn

meat of moneys received and disbursed, and
the persons from whom such moneys were received.
The hill also stipulates that no political commit-
tee shall receive from any corporation or any offi-
cer, employe or agent of such corporation any
money, property or thing of value. Xo candidate
for any office under the Constitution is permitted to
do the same under a One of not less than JoOO or
more than $3,000 or punishment by imprison men
at hard labor for not more than five years.

"Citrus Fruit" Cases Decided in
Their Favor by Supreme Court.

Washington, Feb. 20.
—

The suits known as the
"citrus fruit" cases. In which all the railroads
of Southern California were Interested, were de-
cided to-day favorably to the railroads by the
Supreme Court of the United States, the opinion

betas by Justice Feckhanw The cases involved
the right Of the railroad companies to desig-

nate the route lor fruit shipped East after leav-
ing their own lines. The decision of the Circuit
Court for the Southern District of California and
the order of the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion were reversed.

The decision was bas«»d on the general ground
that the routine: agreement violated no provision
of the Interstate Commerce act and aided in
preventing rebates.

Th" proceeding wan begun by the Interstate Com-
merce Commission to test the legality of a Joint
order issued by all the railroads of Southern Call-
fornia In ISD9. fixing a through rate of SI 25 per
100 pounds on oranges from Southern California
points to the MUaouri River and further east. In
this order thi railroads reserved the right of wit-
ing the freight east of their own terminals. The
commission contended that the routing provision
was virtually \u25a0 contract for pooling, ar.d tho rail-
road companies justified the requirement by layins
that it « a: necessary x-< prevent the making of
rebates. The Circuit Court sustained the govern-
ment's contention, and also held the railroad circu-
lar to be In general violation of the spirit of the
Interstate Commere* law
