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NURSES ALARMED.

Plan Crusade Against Dowling Bill
Now in Senate.

The nurses of New-York State are up in arms
against a bili regulating the practice of nursing
which 1s now before the State Legislature, hav-
ing been introduced in the Senate last week by
Senator Edward Dowling and in the Assembly
by Assemblyman Charles Cooper. A law regu-
lating the registration of nurses and the stand-
ards of training schools has been in operation
for the last three years, and the nurses aro at @
lose to see why another system should be sub-
stituted for it.

“We think™ remarked Miss Annie Damer,
president of the State Nurses' Association, yes-
terday, “that the present bill is merely a scheme
to create high salaried positions for a few men.”

The bill, it seems, provides for a State com-
mission of nursing, with an appropriation of
$19,000 annually for the salaries of a commis-
sloner, deputy commissioner and secretary, be-
sides travelling expenses estimated at $1,000 an-
sually. An office in Albany, with “such ‘clerical
force as may be necessary,” would be provided

' gor out of the fees of the nurses. The present
\Jaw 18 administered by the Department of
| Blucation, end the nurses consider 1t fully com-
petent to continue the task.

Senator Dowling’s bill also provides for an
examining board of men, instead of

';;uuea. and to this the nurses streruously ob-
goct, as they have objected in every State where
‘B nurses’ registration law is in operation.
“Cendidates for admission to any profession
ghould be examined by members of that pro-
‘fession and not of another one, and doctors are
gpot nurses,” said Miss Damer. “This, perhaps,
' has been recognized in every other State where
' pegistration laws exist, with the exception of
North Carolina, where there is a mixed board
©of doctors and nurses. When our own law was
passed the State Medical Society declared in
favor of nurse examiners, and for this and other
Peasons we cour eir opposition to this bill,

BUGS AND TREES.

Mr. Powell Tells Growers How to
Eaterminate Injurious Insects.

“The United States loses £700,000,000 annually
through the ravages of insects,” sald George T.
Powell, president of *the Agricultural Experts’
Assoclation, at the American Institute, No. 19
West 44th-st, yesterday afternoon.

Mr. Powell was scheduled to talk about “In-
sects Injurious to Vegetation,” and his remarks
were of a most depressing nature. He took up
the tent caterplllar, the codlin moth, the plum
curcullo and the San José scale, and other scales,
and drew gloomy plctures of the devastations
they are causing and the worse devastation they
will probably continue to cause, and then closed
with the cheerful statement that the gypsy and
browntail moths, which he had not had time to
touch, were worse than any of the others. But
a few grains of comfort he did distribute, how-
ever, for some of the pests yleld to intelligent
treatment.

There are three ways of handling the tent
caterpiliar, the loathsome creature that wanders
off the apple trees in spring and gets into peo-
ple's drawing rooms and onto their gowns. One
way i8 to get emall boys to gather the eggs.

“The egg nests of the tent caterpillar may be

seen,” said Mr. Powell, “in the form of hard,
ehining balls on the smaller twigs of fruit
trees. In each of these nests there are two or

three hundred eggs, varnished over with a sub-
stance that protects them securely against heat,
cold, rain and snow. Now get some small boys
and offer them a cent aplece for these bhalls, and
see how many they will gather. I have known
& boy to make §1 a day gathering these nests.
I also give my men & bounty for gathering them
when they are pruning.”

The caterpillars that escape this method of
destruction can be attacked in their tents, which
they form in the crotches of trees. They al-
ways go into their tents at night and in stormy
weather, and they don't come out in the morning
till the sun is well up—that is, not until 8 or 9
o'clock. They are very luxurious insects, it
seems, and If the frult grower is an enterprising
man the fate of the sluggard overtakes them.

“Early in the morning,” saild Mr. Powell, “1
have my men go through the orchard with poles
having a little bulb of woollen cloth at the ends.
They insert these bulbs into the openings of the
tents, which are found at the bottom, and then
turn the pole round and round. The web sticks
to the woollen cloth and the whole tent is gath-
éred up, caterpillars and all, and not the slight-
est injury is dons to the tree.”

The cat llars that escape these two methods
of destruction are treated by spraying with
arsenate of lead, a pound and a half to forty
gallons of water.

“This Is better than paris green,” said Mr.
Powell, “because it adheres to the foliaga even
through rain. It is also better than paris green
for every purpose for which the latter is used.
Bes!des killing the caterpillars it kills the codling
moth and the bud moth.”

Mr. Powell then proceeded to the codling moth,
a beautiful creature never seen by any one but
entornologists, because it flles at night. This
lovely insect deposits her eggs on the outside of
the young apple, one on each apple, and she lays
fifty of them. In a few days the egg hatches
and the larva orawls to the calyx, where, if all
goes well, It penetrates to the interior. But here
nature comes to the rescue of the harassed fruit
grower, and the larva, if the grower is enter-
prising, meets {ts Waterloo.

“The calyx points upward te the sky,” said
Mr. Powell, “and when the larva enters it just
as the blossom falls and the frult sets It is

still open. This is the time to spray. The spray
seitles in the calyx and the first nibble finishes
the codling moth.”

To prove the efficacy of this treatment, Mr.

Powell mentioned that while 75 per cent of all
the apples in the State were ruined by the codling
moth last year the fruit on his own place was
abundant and beautiful.

The plum curcullo, a frightful and ferocious
looking beast when magnified a thousand times,
but hardly visible in its natural state, was the
next insect on the list. The curcullo 1s not only
