ADMIT TYRELL IS OUT.

Former Jesuit, in Letter, Explains
Trouble with Superiors.

’

No attempt was made in local ecclestastical
circles yesterday to deny the current rumors
that the Rev. George Tyrell, the English Jesuit
and convert, whose writings have been the talk
of the thinking minds of Europe for nearly a
quarter of a century, had quit that order. The
Tribune learned on apparently indisputable au-
thority that Father Tyrell was now a secular
priest, under the direct jurisdiction of Arch-
bishop Bourne, of London.

Father Tyrell's withdrawal from this body is
almoet simultaneous with the seceding in this
country of a briillant group of priests from the
Sulpician Order, headed by Father Gigot, the
Biblical scholar, and Dr. Driscoll, president of
the New-York Archdlocesan Seminary at Dun-
woodle. The underlying motive is essentially the
same—the desire of the clergy to get away from
certain old teachings which seem to be totter-
ing in the onward rush of a higher and more
liberal civilization.

In the former case the seceders were upheld by
Archbishop Farley and so far no secular prelate
or priest has disapproved of Father Tyrell's
move. Father Wynne, Editor of “The Messen-
ger,” sald: “They've been saying these things
for years about Father Tyrell and others.”

Some of the knowing ones among the clergy,
however, declared that Father Tyrell withdrew
on February 19, and that he had only one al-
ternative, the recanting of certain opinions ex-
pressed recently in an article written for “The
London Tablet.” This paper, by the way, Is, or
was, during the lifetime of the late Cardinal
Newman the official organ of the Catholic body
in England.

As far as can be learned here, the trouble be-
tween Father Tyrell and the Provincial of the
Jesults in England was not one of a doctrinal
nature, or such as would necessitate the Metro-
rolitan of London demanding him to make a
public act of faith, as was demanded of St.
George Mivart, the celebrated scientist, by the
late Cardinal Vaughan. It appears rather to
have been a disciplinary and scholastic differ-
ence.

The Jesuits have long had certain opinions and
teachings, which, while not in a doctrinal way
differing from the established teachings of the
Church, were nevertheless distinctly individual,
and few Jesuits have had the temerity to vent-
ure, at least publicly, as Father Tyrell appears
to have done, beyond this point.

An extract from a public letter written by
Father Tyrell recently was received here yes-
terday. It speaks for itsclf. as follows:

I learn with some regret that more attention
has been given to my ecclesiastical difficulties
than they are really worth. I wish to remark
that the confilct, such as it is. i one of opinion
and tendencies, not of persons: that on both
sides it is the result of mental and moral neces-
sities created by the antithesis, so far irrecon-
cilable, with which the Church is wrestling in
this period of transition; that. however harsh
ecclesiastical action may seem, it is the usual
harshness of tiMe general law rather than that
of personal rancor.

Let me add that while I am most grateful to
those who came forward to speak for me at a
time of misunderstanding, I had far rather be
left defenceless than that anything should be
said that might be hurtful to my Jesuit and pro-
Jesuit friends, who are verv many and very
dear, or that would seem to deny to the opinion
and tendencies of others that broad minded tol-
eration which, In the name of Catholic liberty, I
claim for my own.

JEWS FEAR MASSACRE.

Trouble Reported Brewing in Many
Russian Cities.

newal of Jewish massacres at Easter, to which
a deputation recently called Premier Witte's at-
tentlon, appear on investigation to have had
real foundation. The Black Hundred organi-
zations in the “Pale,” and also elsewhere in Eu-
ropean Russia, are conducting an agitation to
slaughter the “enemies of Russia.” -Circulars
have been prepared in St. Petersburg calling for
the extermination of the Jews. At Minsk the
Soclety of Old Believers has had the temerity to
address a request to the premier for permission
to crush the natlon’s fdes. The premier im-
mediately sent word to the Governor General
of Minsk to take measures to prevent any out-
break, but in many places reactionary officlals
and police, who regard the Jews as the insti-
gators of the recent rebellion, are doing nothing.

The
appeal which they presented to the premier sald
that a propaganda against th Jews was being
openly carried on under the cover of patriotism
znd love of the Emperor, hundreds of thousands
of pamphlets being circulated among the ig-
norant classes of the population, who are ac-
customed to regard printed words as Gospel.
The local authorities, the deputation added,
were closing their eyes, with the result that
the Jewish population was threatened with
more dreadful outrages than those of last fall

MR. ROCKEFELLER

So Says a Resident, Who Seems to Think He
Is Having an Amusing Time.

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: There seems to be so much natural curlosity
about the whereabouts of John D. Rockefeller that
your readers may be interested to know that Lake-
wood people are sure he is here, and has been
since February 3. Mrs. Rockefeller arrived here
on February 1 with her sister, Miss Lucy Spellman.
Five servants from the Rockefeller place at Po-
cantico arrived on the same train, and Mrs. Rocke-
feller personally saw to it that they were placed
in an omnibus and taken to the Rockefeller home
here. Then Mrs. Rockefeller entered the Rocke-
feller automobile, which came down from Pocantico
the day before, and drove home.

The only newspaper Mr. Rockefsller reads regu-
larly is The Tribune. On February 8 the village
newsdealer received an order from the Rockefeller
superintendent, Willlam Forrester, to send The
Tribune regularly every day. The same day Mr.
Rockefeller's valet and personal attendant, without
whom he never travels, made his first appsarance
in the village. He is a tall Swiss, who is known
in the village as John. John's principal duty is
to keep cranks and newspaper mena from approach-
ing Mr. Rockefeller, and he is a fine man for the
job. Mr. Rockefeller never goes anywhere without
this bodyguard. Consequently, where John is, there
also {s John D.

The day befora Mr. Rockefeller's automobils ar-
rived here, all the New-York newspapers told of
the machine's whisking away from Pocantico with
the curtains in the tonneau drawn. Whether Mr.
Rockefeller came down in the automobile or made
the journey from New-York over the Pennsylvania
to Point Pleasant and met the automobile there, I
can't gay. Mr. Rockefeller's home is on the Point
Pleasant road. Polnt Pleasant is a dead place at
tniz season, and it would be a cinoh for him to slip
in and out of the place without being recoguized.
A six mile ride in his automobile and he is in his
own house, safe and snug. That's how Lakewood
folks believe he got here.

Whenever Mr. Rockefeller {s here they're always
mighty particular at his place to have the tele-
phone in good working order. On February § a re-
pair man for the local telephone company was sent
for. He is well known to everyboady at Mr. Rocke-
feller’'s, but on this occasion his reception was
somewhat mysterious. He was shooed around to
the back door. After knocking, the door opened
about four inches and a negro butler peered out.
He knew the repairer, and the repairer knew him,
but the butler made him show his badge. He com-
pared the number with a slip he held in his hand,
and then beckoned the repairer into the kitchen,
He kept him there while he went ahead to see if
the coast was clear, The repairer heard him whisper
to some person, and that person went upstairs.
Then the repairer was allowed to enter the living
room and ‘“fuss” with the telephone.

On February 7 Miss Adams, who Is secretary to
both Mr. and Mrs. Rockefeller, arrived here and
arranged to stay indefinitely a® her usual boarding
place, the cottage of the Misses Burke, in 3d street.
She has been here every day since. She bought all
the papers and took them down there, and after
that the newsdealer received an order to send a
copy of “The Herald,” “The World." “The Ameri-
can,” “The Times' and “The Sun each meorning
to Mr. Rockefeller's. Last year Mr. Rockefeller
used to walt until Monday to read The Susday
Tribune, but now he reads all the papers on Sun-
day. He wants to find out where he is, probably.

About February 10 Mr. Rockefeller's grandson,
who has heen here since the middle of January,
began to make almost daily vigits to the Rocke-
feller place. He is Fowler McCormick, ten years
old. For threes or four days following February 26
the Rockefeller automobile met the last train from
New-York each night. Mrs. Rockefeller and John,
the bodyguard, were in the machine. On each oc-
casion a stranger would be picked out of the crowd
of arrivals by John, and he would hurry with him
to the automebile. The same person never showed

up twice. Mrs. Rockefeller would make room for
the stranger and his sultcase at her side. The
stranger usually returned on the early morning
train the next day.

DR. CHARLES LINDSLEY.

New-Haven, March 8.—Dr. Charles Lindsley, of
this city, secretary and head of the Connecticut
State Board of Health, died to-day of heart trouble,
from which he had suffered for many vears. He
was born in Orange, N. J., on August 19, 1826. After
being graduated from Trinity College, in 1849, he

Heir to Brooklyn Estate Said Mother Was
