The action of the executive committes on the re-
port of the special committes appointed to ingquire
into the rumors reflecting on the amateur standing
of the membhers of the crew of the Vesper Boat
Club, of Philadelphia, which rowed at the Henley
regatta in England, was also of a drastic nature.

The members of the crew and the Henley ways
and means committee, which had charge of the
funds raised to send the crew to England, were
severely condemned. They will have an oppor-
tunity to explain their action at a meeting of the
