The Ehrich Collection at the Fifth
Avenue Art Galleries.

One dealer follows another at the Fifth Avenue
Art Gaheries. Mr Edward Brand us having dis-
posed of his pictures there. Mr. Ixviis R. Ehrich
places upon the walls nearly fourscore old pictures,
which willbe sold at auction to-morrow evening: in
the Orand Ballroom of the Waldorf- The
collection does no more than its predecessor did to
obscure the solid fact that most of the old masters

of really high rank are permanently place Iin tho
public galleries of Europe, or In private collections
there which so slowly yield up their treasures that
only a few Indubitable gems get Into the market
in the course of a year. We recognize none of
these gems In the, ETirlch collection.

The catalogue, it Is true. Is full of srreat names,

t*ut catalogues, as the experienced collector well
knows, have not exactly the authority of holy writ.
For ex:imple. this one describes So. 69 as "The
Bomalllnl Family." by Gonaales Cocjues. whom it
mentions as having sometimes be. n called the
"LJUIe Van Dyck." This should have suggested to

the cataloguer that what he was really looking at
was a feeble oopy of the great "lyom^llinlFamily."
by* Van Dyck. which Is among the most conspicu-
ous possessions of the National Oailery at Edin-
burgh. Similarly, It seems a bit odd tha'., while
the compiler of the catalogue was mentioning that
Henry Bton«v the painter of No. 23. "devoted him-
self largely to copying the works of Van Dyck,"
h» did not think it worth while to point out that

No. 23. "Inlgo Jones," wns obviously copied from
Van Dyck's famous portrait of the R*naissan< <»
architect, now, we believe, one of the glories of tho
Hermitage at St. Petersburg. Then there Is thn
double portrait. "The Ducheeae <le Chateauronx
and the Comtesse de Flavacourt," which the cata-

logue gives to Nattier. There is no doubt about
Nattier's having painted the portraits of the
Duchess* de Mazarln's nieces. The curious reader
may find out all about It In Lady Dilke's useful
work He may find out there, too. how Nattier
Signed only the first example of each of his works.
"In this way," as the historian says, "we are
guarded from accepting as his the numerous repeti-
tions made by his various copyists— Prevost. Coque-
ret, de la Roche, Hellnrd and others

Looking back at the exhibition in Its broad rela-
tions, we are struck, as we were struck a*, the be-
ginning, by its generally persuasive accent To
what is this due. since, a*we have shown, so many
of the pictures are only to be applauded with reser-
vattoasf It Is due to the Improvements In tech-
nique which have been developed since th.- society
made Its first appearance. The schools have raised
their standards, and they have turned out, as the
saying goes, any number of young men and women
capable of handling the brushes with enough
aplomb to make the results momentarily accept-
able. Pfctore after picture In this exhibition in.
in the rudiments of technique, entirely creditable
to tiie painter, and in consequence any on»» stand-
ing in the middle of either of the big galleries and
touting casuallj- around him Is bound to think well
of the ensemble. But It is a mistake to let the
superficial appearance of an exhibition like this
cloud the Judgment. The society baa done good
work for American art, and, so lias the academy,
but the lesson for both to draw from the present
display is that they carry Into their new corporate

existence a heavy responsibility. The first exhibi-
tion that they hold under the new regime must be
better than this one.

WOULD PUNISH REVOLVER CARRIERS.

RADIUM TREATMENT GIVES RELIEF.

Artillery Officer Before Court Mar-
tial on Intoxication Charge.

Major David Price, Artillery Corps, was ar-
raigned before a court rr.artial in the Army

Building yesterday. He is charged with con-
duct unbecoming an officer, intoxication and
the violation of a pledco of total abstinence.

Although
he did not know with what Major Price was
charged. Wood gave $.\u25a0>• bell for him. At 0
o'clock he found the nvajor in a near-by saloon
and took him to the police station.

Charles Meehan. the bartender in the saloon
to which Wood referred, said that Major Price

had entered the Baloon complaining <.f being ill,

and that some "rye" had been given to him.

"You mean -whiskey, don't you?" asked the
Judge advocate.

"We call it whiskey, but it ain't," explained

the bartender. "We generally fix up some bot-
tles for Saturday night. We mix It up with
Jamaica ginger and ginger ale. Igave some of
It to Major Price."

Tho witness said that he had never aeon Major
Priic drlr.k anything else, nor had he ever se<?n
him intoxicated.

The first witness called, Dr. Edward L..
Uooney, of Syracuse, said that he had examined
Major Price on February 18. While at first In-
clined t<» believe that his nervous state was the
result of prolonged Intoxication, he finally do-
clded that It was due to other causes. He found
no actual evidence of the usy of Intoxicants.
The other witness, a travelling salesman, testi-
fied to the major's sobriety while he was in the
hotel.

The- trial will be continued to-day. The
rharßes against Major Price, gTew out of his

.-.ranee last February, when he waa do-
tailed to Inspect some militia organizations In
Syracuse, Albany and Troy. Major Prioe pleaded
Kulltyyesterday to not making the inspections,
but entered a plea of not guilty to the other
chars

The disappearajuvi of Major Price oaosed some
anxiety to Major General Grant, and several offi-
cers were detailed to search for him.

CHARGE AGAINST SURGI"iONS.— The death Of
Paymaster Howard P. Ash. of the navy, at the
naval station at Guantanamo on Saturday, was a
great shock to his service associates and the mem-
bers of his family who live in Washington. The
operation to which Ash was subjected was a minor

one, and ordinarily entailed no Kroat risk. \u25b2.coord-
ing to the report received from the naval authori-
ties at Guantanamo, the paymaster died under cir-
cumstances which called for an investigation of the
work of th« naval surgeons on that occasion. The
surgeon general of the navy received the complaints
to-day, and at once took steps to ascertain whether
there had been carelessness in the performance of
the operation, and whether all the usual precautions
against hemorrhage were taken. It being alleged
That the young paymaster bled to death before re-
lief could be given. The friends of Paymaster Ash
showed considerable feeling when they heard these
reports. The official dispatch was brief, and ap-
peared to su stain the fears of those who were mak-
ing some setiHatioti^U charges of professional incom-
petenoy. On the other hand, the naval surgeons
a*k that Judgment he withheld until there can be a
full Inquiry from i;npiejtidlced sources Into the cir-
cumstances surrounding I»aymaater Ash's death.

DISPLAY OF TROOPS AT POLLS.

Intimidations at Polls—The Work-
ing Clauses Excluded.

There Is more and
more evidence of the virtual exclusion of tho
radical elements of the population from tho
elections. The preliminary stages will rob the
National Assembly of much of its national char-
acter. Its authority to speak will be absolutely
denied by tho proletariat organizations which
bore the brunt of the light for liberty. Com-
plaints of Interference and duress in the country

districts are increasing. Many flagrant instances
are cite.l of local officials preventing a tree er-
propsion of the wishes of the peasants and often
practically compelling the selection of priests
and village elders. The seeming apathy of the
small landowners' assemblies, \vhi~h had an
average attendance of only 10 per oent of the
voters, ie explainable by the feeling that they
were not free to choose.

The most Feriuu* phase of the situation, how-
ever, Is the attitude of the workmen In the cities,
who constitute) political!/ the most developed
and mos: radical faction of the masses of the
population. In spite of repression, wholesale
arr«ftH and frequently tho exile of their leaders,
many workmen are Inclined to reject the advice
of the socialists to boycott the elections. Theauthorities, insroKd of taking: advantage of this
sentiment, have openly discouraged participa-
tion where the radical ehments are in the ma-jority, thus deliberately playing the grima of theboycotters nd driving the whole working clan*
Into revolt.

This was apparent at the workmen's elections
In St. Petersburg yesterday. Carefully collected
Information from the outlying industrial di»-trl< tri to-day shows that the elections were a
farce. Nominally eleven out of the thirty-nine
working group* entitled to vote elected twenty
out of fifty-sever -lel^t^tes to the convention,
which willselect eighteen representatives for thecity to the convention, which in turn will elect
for St. Petersburg plx members of the NationalAssembly. Where the election* were ostensibly
held only 569 out of 21,780 workmen voted, andthey almost invariably chose reactionary dele-
gates. At tha Nevsky works 1«»> voters out of.
8,000 elected five members of the League of the
Russian People and three men belonging to the
Party of Law and Order, two prominent reac-
tionary organization*.

RVSSIAXS FEAR TO VOTE.

Ascheme to solve the agrarian problem by the
purchase of lands from the nobles and other
large proprietors through the peasant banks, and
the resale of the lands to peasants on long term

Instalment payments, was under discussion. As

the treasury is in no condition to advance the
money to. the banks for this purpose. Count

Witte advocated a scheme under which the

banks should purchase the land with fifteen
years' credit bonds Instead of cash. A marked
division of the Cabinet developed. The Minister
of Finance, M.Shipoff. opposed the Premier. M.

Kokovsoff earnestly advocated Count Wltte's

views. When he had concluded Count Wltte

closed the debate in a few words, rather apolo-

gizing for his seeming indifference and thanking

M. Kokovsoff for hie support, adding: "Ialso
might have made a better defence had Ibeen a*

much interested in the future as Alexander
Nicholak-vitch," manning M.Kokovsoff.

On what Is apparently trustworthy author-
ity,ItIs said that the condition of Cotint Wltte'3
health Is unsatisfactory. It is imported that he

had a rather elarmingr attack of heart trouble
a few days ago. His physician advised him some
time agi> to give up work. It Is known that
Count Wltte, believing that he had weathered
the political storm, had decided to relinquish

the Premiership upon the meetlrur of the na-
tional Assembly. Recently, however, the
strength of the reactionary party Increased, and
the Premier was obliged to ke^o up the fight
against heavy odds. It may be that his en-
durance was thus exhausted, ar.d that, feeling

that his health was declining, he has reached
the decision to retire immediately.

Rumor That M.Kokovsoff WillSuc-
ceed Count as Premier.

Bt Petersburg, March 2<Y—Count Witte has
decided to retire from tho premiership, accord-
Ing to a rumor current in high circles lnte last
night. Tin report cannot be confirmed as Count
"Wltte had retired and the chancellery was closed
when a correspondent called th^re shortly after
midnight. From an absolutely authentic source,
however, it is learned that Count Wltte. at a
session of the Council of the Empire yesterday
afternoon. made an enigmatical statement, which
la Interpreted by many member*, of the council
as a virtual declaration that his career as
Premier is ended, and that be will be succeeded
by Privy Counsellor M. Kokovsoff, former Min-
ister of Finance.
