THE MISERY OF THE RUSSIAN PEASANTS.
"Le Journal," of Paris, some of whoso war cor-

respondents in the Russo-Japanes»j struggle were
woundel and taken prisoners, has studied the con-
ditions of Russian life which are at the bottom of
the general intent prevailing In the (.'gar's*

empire. A3 a result of the investigations of sev-
er.;1 technical editors and reporters sent by "Le
Jour: al" to Russia before, during and after the re-
cent revolutionary outbreaks there. It was shown
that "Russia suffers from a terrible evil, which
paralyzes all her movements and suppress) all
initiative. That evil is a deep, »mplaeabl<? misery,
which has been accentuated the lust forty years.

All those who have traversed Russia have been
6truck by the poverty of the villages and their re-
moteness from one another. Their inhabitants,
badly fed and worn out. bear on their faces the
trace of continual privation. Cattle are lean, for
they me^t the same fate as their owners— they do
not oat often—end wh<-n a year if dearth comes, it
means fan.nit . with all its horrors."

The Russian peasant has always been poor, but
it seems as if before the abolition of serfdom h«-

did not gauge his misery. Since i»e has become
free—of serfdom only— misfortune appears to
him on all sides. The peasant lives by the land
Unfortunately, the rural population having more
tliun dou v 'eU. the ijuuntity of land conceded to the
peasants nas become infufflcient Proprietors rent
th'.-r bands; but most of the time at a price which
exceed! the revenues which those iands might
bring. The peasant is aware that be will never bo
able to pay up. but he calculates that at least for
a time h* will eat and live Such is the economical
situation of the peasant, and he is, as everybody
knows, the principal el.mcnt of the whole popula-
tion of the Russian Empire. Out of 12»,Ui»>,000 in-
habitants thert lire more than 1<J0.000,000 isunta
This enormous mass of people is compelled to bor-
row out of its lean budget from 1 to 50 per cent in
order • -v face th- charges. The net revenue of
the i>eaSi at varies between 2S and &> rubles an-
nually. With that sum he hup to procure food,
clothes and pay taxes. ThoM* taxes called
"direct" absorb almost one-third of the peas-
ant's revenue. Such is the situation, and it ii-
plains why the ;»-asant question IIthe one which
most occupies tho mind of patriotic and Intelligent
Russians.

of that tax.
"One of my amendments prevents this schema

from carrying by keeping the present law in
effect until these money lenders have paid their
mortgage tax under the present bill. The other
amendment Ihave Introduced to protect the
borrower. The Real Estate Alliance people are
so much concerned that one of them promised
me last year that Ifwe would cut out the pro-
vision of the present law. which protects the
borrower from an exorbitant charge of Inter-
est, they would withdraw all opposition to the
measure. This year they have taken good care
that the borrower shall have no protection at
all. They want him to pay a bonus on the tax
as well as the limit of interest.

"My amendment simply prohibits the charg-
ing of more than the legal rate of Interest. This
bill may be passed, but In the passing the House
will go on record. For myself Ishall fight the
bill to the last ditch."

Assemblyman Dowllng, the introducer, said
the bill was the result of the best thought of
many tax experts, and simply embodied the rec-
ommendations of the Governor's message. Mr.
Patton offered an amendment exempting from
the tax all mortgages to loan and buildingasso-
ciations under $3,000 In amount. After the de-
bate had continued for an hour several Assem-
blymen demanded that it be put over, so that
they might get an understanding of the amend-
mentß. Mr. Wade consented.
