The endowment fund of the New York East
Conference was discussed at length yesterday,

the purpose being to Increase the fund of $200,-
000. A discussion arose as to the wisdom of ap-
pointing; a paid secretary to raise the needed
$50,000. The Rev Dr. Crandall J. Work was
appointed finally to the position for this confer-
ence year with provision for his support.

Dr. Randall, general secretary of the Kpworth
League, presented the report of the league work
of the denomination. Dr. E. H. Hughes, presi-
dent of I>«- Pauw University, was introduced to
the conference by the bishop. In the afternoon
session reports of the various committees were
presented. Dr. William X. Rice presented the
report of the committee on the Congo atrocities,
in which he desired the President to obtain
action in co-operation with other govern-
ments toward stopping the atrocities; also that
the bishop take such measures as to call the
attention of the churches to the gross iniquities
referred to and to co-operate with the govern-
ment in some practical manner to lead King
Leopold to effect necessary legislation for the
desired results.

The journ-jlism that "exposes error with truth"
wa.e defended from the name of "muck ruke" Jour-
nalism by Normal! Hapgood at the dinner of the
New York Association of the Alumni of the Phillips
Exeter Academy, at the Hotel Manhattan, last
night
Mr.Happroorl, who was Introduced by ex-Assistant

District Attorney William Rand, jr., toastmaster, as
the "man who not only exposed the license, but also
vindicated the liberty of the press." spoke of the
work being done by such schools as Exeter In ad-
vancing- the cause of democracy, and added:

"Journalists to-day are doing their part to intro-
duce the new point of view. Iam told the Presi-
dent is going to make an address on what has been
called 'muck-rake' journalism, but Ido not believe
the work of combating error with truth can be
stopped by the criticism ot any one, even of the
President. Neither Governor Folk nor District At-
torn* y Jerome would have occupied their present
places had It not been for the work of this sort of
Journalism, which educated the public as to the
abuses which these officials »-ere elected to rebuke.
That there Is anything wrong in this is as much
opposed to the fa?ts an can be imagined."

The speaker referred to the fact that many law-
yers were devoting their talents to trusts us op-
posed to the public welfare. Job E. Hedges, who
followed, good naturedly rapped Mr. Rand In this
connection, saying-

"He has some notions about this trust business,
especially larg*- aggregations of wealth known as
insurance companies. Me got out of the District
Attorney's office just in time. Iwonder if what he
gets in this Insurance business Is more than his

Mr Hedges lampooned the "distinguished citi-
zen." Iflie had a boy. he said, he would bring him

Beinp a^ked his opinion of Witte, the bellig-

erent author answered, "Ho is a rascal devoid of

real intellectual power and honesty."

Asked what would be his next literary work.
Gorki' said. "Probably my autobiography, but

at present Iam not concerned in literary

matters. Ishall do allIcan for the fatherland,

and in that the press must help me. Iam not

an orator, and my lectures will be from manu-
script and willdeal with th« insurrection in the

Baltic provinces and the Jewish massacres."

FEARS MORE VIOLENCE.
Gorky said he expected that it would again

be necessary for the revolutionaries to fight from
behind the barricades. He said he did not know
how long his stay would bo in thla country.

It is probable, however, as learned from other
sources, that he willmake a tour of the United
States.

His carriage, when leaving the Hoboken pier
last night, was surrounded by a cheering throng.
He was accompanied only by his wife and
adopted son. and was driven to the 14th street
ferry slip in Hoboken. crossing t<> L'-'ld str>-t-t.
Manhattan, and thence directly to the Hotel
Belleclaire. Broadway and 77th street. Plead-
ing fatigue, Gorky refused all <ards last night,
and gave the evening over to a reunion with
young Pieshkoff. in which Mme. Gorky joined
him.

Meantime, at No. 3 Fifth avenue, Mark Twain,
with members of the "A" Club, were conferring
concerning the conditions which have brought so
many political exiles from Russia. Others at
the conference were Ivan Norodny nnd Nicholas
Tchalkoffsky. Mark Twain, it Is said, lias con-
sented to act on a committee that will devise
plans for arousing American sympathy in the
Russian revolutionary movement.

Gorky will be the guest of honor at a dinner
to be given at No. 3 Fifth avenue to-night, at
which Mark Twain and others of prominence in
the literary field willbe present.
