HERITAGE LOST. SUICIDE

Governor Higghu Orders an In-
vestigation at Albany.

Albany. April IS.—Allegations have been
made that coal paid for by the state has been
taken from the boiler house, situated a block
from the State Capitol, and from which the s»tate
building is heated. Governor Higgins. after
consulting with the other trustees of public
buildings, has called on District Attorney Ad-
dington, of Albany County, to make an investi-
gation, and the matter will be submitted to the
grand jury on Tuesday next.

The extent of the alleged depredations could
not be learned to-night Some sixteen sub-
poenas were served to-day on state employes
supposed to have information concerning the
alleged thefts. The charges have been under

investigation by the Governor for several days,

but the fact did not become known until the
subpoenas had been served to-day.

The matter was brought to the attention of the
trustees of public builuitigs at a meeting held
yesterday afternoon, and they agreed with the.
Governor that there should be a thorough in-
vestigation. When asked to-night conc-rnin?
the matter, the Governor said:

Several days ago Iwas informed that coal
purchased by the state had been taken from the
Capitol boiler house. Iquestioned persons who
had information concerning the matter, and yes-
terday nlaced the information before the trus-
tees of public buildings. While no formal ac-
tion was taken, it was decided to call upon Dis-
trict Attorney Addlngton, of Albany County, to

make an investigation. ICommunicated with
the District Attorney, and he came here yester-
day. Isubmitted to him such information as
Ihad received.
It cannot be said that charges have been

made against any one in particular. Those who
talked with me. of course, were not under oath.
The District Attorney is the proper officer to
bring out all the facts which may rxlst. We
want the allegations thoroughly investigated

and such action taken as the ,-ase may warrant,

and Ibelieve that it willbe done.

Chamber of Commerce Sounding

Central Note Issuing Bank Plan.
A circular has been addressed by the special cur-

rency committee of the Chamber of Commerce to
Clearing House committees In the principal cities
of th" United States, asking the bankers composing
such committees to advise the Chamber of Com-
merce committee whether or not. In their judg-
ment, a "central note issuing bank, similar to

those In France. Germany. Austria-Hungary and
other countries in Europe, with branches in leading

cities and with the power to rediscount for na-
tional banks and state banking institution?, but
not for individuals, would be a better solution of
the present currency problem than a plan permit-
ting all banks to Issue notes \u25a0gainst their re-
scun-es?"

The following questions also are contained in
the circular:

These recurring periods of tight money land
soaring rates, unknown to European markets,
have, since the address upon the theme by

Jacob H. Schiff before the Chamber of Com-
merce a few months ago. been the subject of
much thought and discusston throughout fhe
country. A special committee of the Chamber
of Commerce is now engaged in securing the
views of bankers? as to the causes of the troubls
and the remedy for it, with the object of fram-
ing a measure of currency reform which may be
enacted into law.

The Stock Exchange members, however, who.
especially feel the pinch of high money rates,
have long been inclined to attribute the squeez-
ing to direct manipulation by the banks to
larger m«asure than to the operation of imper-
fect laws.

rt has long been the policy of the National
City Bank, after providing for the needs of Us
own dealers, to loan Its surplus funds on call
at a rate not exceeding fi per cent, regardless
of the height to which the call money rate
might have been advanced by other institutions.
Perhaps because of that record and perhaps also
because the National City Banak of New York
is the largest bank in the United States, the
proposition favored by the Stock Exchange con-
ference, and. it is understood, broached by them
to the National City Bank, was ihat from $2X.-
000.000 to .*.\u25a0>< >,1N a >,000 be subscribed by indi-
vidual members nf the Stock Exchange, to be
added to the capital of the bank, now $25,000,-
<*>o or ro be devoted to the establishment of a
new trust company to be controlled by the Na-
tional City Bank.

The idea of the conferrees. as nearly as could
be ascertained yesterday, is that by doubling or
trebling the capital of the National City Bank
that institution would be enabled to approach
tho position ?nd obtain something of the influ-
ence of a central bank, and be able to give
steadiness and stability to the money market,
and, likt th> Bank of England, to take effective
measures, in case of need, for retarding the ex-
portation or expediting the Importation of gold.

The project wai pronounced in some impor-
tant Stock Exchange quarters to be visionary
end impossible of execution, and National City
B:ink interests were not inclined to the belief
that much would come of it.
It is said th;n one of the plans discussedamong the Stock Exchange men was that they

should organize a bank among themselves, but
in view of the career of the Consolidated Na-
tional Bank, which was established primarily
in the Interest of the members of the Consoli
dated Exchange, but gradually lost their sup-
port, the scheme of a Stock Exchange bank was
soon dropped.

ASKS BANKERS OPIXIOX.

Stock Exchange Member a Hare
Scheme to Prevent Sharp Flurries.

Stirred to actton by the recent stringency in
the money market, which they believe to have
been largely artificial, certain prominent mem-
bers of the New York Stock Exchange, among

them some of the member 3of the governing
committee, have in the last day or two held
an informal conference, it was learned yester-
day, at which suggestions were discussed for
putting an end to the sharp money flurries
which, with disquieting frequency, alarm and
convulse the stock market.
