LAWN TENNIS.
The selection of the American lawn tennis

team to represent this country in the Inter-
national matches for the Dwlght F. Davis Cop
in England next June has met with general ap-
proval. It is cause for particular congratula-

tion that Holcombe Ward, who was uncertain
about going for a time, has been able to arrange

his plans and accept a place on the team. He
holds, with Beals C. Wright, the national
doubles title, and was the national champion in
singles In 1004. but lost to Wright in the chal-
lenge round at Newport last year.

Wright' is now the ranking player of the
country, and a fast, consistent and heady player,

while Kreigh Collins, the Western champion,

and Raymond D. Little, although hardly the
equal of Wright and Ward, are masters of th«
racquet, and can be depended on to do credit

to themselves and this country if their services
are required. Just which men willplay' for the
cup will not be decided until a few days before
the match, depending, of course, on the form
they show ln the preliminary practice and their
condition.

Wright and Ward would be the natural se-
lection for the doubles, as they have played to-
gether for several years and make an Ideal team.
They know each other's game thoroughly and
work together like one man. The showing that
Collins made at Newport however, Indi-
cated that he is not surpassed by any doubles
player in the country, and with a little practice
he could easily take his place beside Wright or
Ward without making any appreciable differ-
ence in the strength of the team In fact, the
general condition of the playing strength of the
men is such as to make tho positions in both
singles and doubles Interchangeable without
sacrificing the possibilities of winning.

All things considered, the outlook is bright
for a successful quest this year and a bringing
bark of the cup to this country. The experi-
ences of a year ago will be valuable, and the
men will know more fully the conditions that
they will be called on to face. Mistakes wore
made last year that need not bo repeated, and
it will be remembered that oven though the
men were staling off from many hard matches
prior to 'he main struggle, they made a fight
against the Doherty brothers, two of tho great-
est exponents of the game ever developed,

ROWING.
The stand taken by the executive commit toe

of the National Association of Amateur Oarsmen
in suspending the members of the Vesper Boat
flub eight-oared crew, who rowed at the Henley
regatta last year, should make for good.

It would have been an easy mutter to white-
wash the whole affair and save a blot on Amer-
ican rowing methods, but, for the good of the
sport be It said, the committee bad the courage
of Its convictions and meted out punishment

even at the espense. perhaps, of creating fur-
ther distrust in the minds of our English rowing

cousins and discouraging other crows to try for
the Grand Challenge Cup.

It Is fortunate, indeed, that the crow did not
win. In view of the recent disclosures, as further
humiliations would then have been necessary,
and tilings are bad enough as they are. We
have much to learn in this country in the art
of rowing, and the Englishmen are the best
teachers. but those who were enough Interested
in the development of the sport to subscribe
generously toward the expanses of the crew
may think twice before doing so again.

if the lesson Is taken to heart, however, as no
doubt it willbe. the Incident can be quickly for-
gotten, or at least dismissed, while good results
can follow in placing the sport on a higher plane
and creating confidence In those who control it

Some further changes in the rules are being
considered by a committee appointed for the
purpose, and these will hf> announced in due
time. Indications point to the race this year
being even more successful than in the past.

In the veins of Rock. Sand flows the best
Wood in the English stud book, and he was
ranked abroad as one of the greatest horses of
the time. The price paid was a big one, $125.-
000, which places him among the six highest
priced horses In the history of the turf; but Mr.
Belmont did not consider the cost in his desire
to Improve the thoroughbred Ftock here, and the
American turf owes him a debt of gratitude.

Hock Sand is a horse of heroic proportions, and
from his pictures reminds one strikingly of the
Leamington type. Bred in the purple, by Sain-
foin, himself a I^erby winner, out of Roquebrune,
a daughter of the Immortal St. Simon, he was a
phenomenal success as a racehors«. He nev«r
started except In a stake and never was un-
placed. He went to the post in his three years
of actual contest on the turf twenty times. He
won sixteen of his starts, v as second once and
third three times.
ItIs a fact worthy of note that he turned the

tables triumphantly on the few that ever had
the fortune to defeat him under any weight. In
the I»*-rl.y he disposed at leisure of Flotsam,
who beat him In the Middle Park Plate the year
before, and \u25a0 the Hardwlcke he had his revenge
on the sensational Sceptre, who In his three-
year-old career had wrested victory from htm in
the Eclip.-**".

The meeting of the Washington Jockey Club
st Bennlngs came to an end on Saturday, and
all things considered, it v.as one of the most
successful in the history of the club. Here and
there a word of complaint was heard, but onthe whole the racing was lean and entirely free
from the :*»tty scandals which bring distrust.

The chief Incident of the closing week per-
haps, was the ground and lofty tumbling act of
Peter Paul, which started in two races onWednesday, in the first of which ho was soundly

AUTOMOBILIXG.
The action of the new racing hoard of the

American Automobile Association last week at
its first meeting has met with general approval
In automobile circles. No ruling was perhaps
more acceptable than that which provides that
hereafter the first five earn to finish in th*
American elimination trials for the Vanderbllt
Cup race willrepresent this country for the blue
ribbon fixture.

Last year the cup commission had thepower to uh* its discretion and select those cars
which In its opinion mad. ( the best showing,
irrespective of whore they finished. This led to
much di-satisfnctlon and unfavorable commentas the committee used Its power to throw outsom« cars and substitute others. Under the new-rule it is a fair field and no favor
