CROWD CHEERS TVICTORY.

The First Cross-Country Race at
Agueduct a Good One.

It must have been the newness of the racing
year or the bright, summerlike weather, which
jod some rix thousand racegoers to Aqueduct
yvesterday. 1t was certainly not the card, as a
pourer one will hardly be offered through the
long racing season which is now in its infancy.
The sport was better than it gave promise of
being, however, and in the steeplechase alone
there was gquite enough to more than repay
those who made the journey to the track.

It was the first cross country race of the sea-
#on in the metropolitan district, and the first
ever Aecided at Aqueduct, and it was received
with quite as much enthusiasm as many rich
and historic features. That the jumping game
fs popular and that Ben Crockett is a favorite
there gould be mo doubt. The course, which
was buflt some two years ago under the direc-
tion of men best qualified to advise, was quite
up to the standard, and was in fine condition.
Only five horses went to the post, and Kassil
fell early in the race, but for all that a better
contest will hardly be seen even whern the year
f& well advanced.

Ben Crockett weon, and the crowd greeted his
suceess in & way to attest the porularity of
the big sorn of Ben Hollidauy. Racing folk re-
membered his game race In the Grand National
Steeplechase at Belmont Park last fall, when
he ran second to Hylas, and his clever victories
Iater on at Bennings, when he returned to the
flat and won the Maximum Handicap and the
Bennings Cup, the two long distanze fixtures of
the 12il meeting,

The players were divided between Ben Crock-
ett, Phsau~zn and Kassll, the two first named
going to the post equal favorites at ® to 5, while
Kassil was heavily backed from 6 to 1 to 2 to 1.
Ben Crockett seemet to outclass his field, but
there was apparently some doubt as Lo his fit-
mess, although his looks belied it. Gallagher
had the moun-, and he either tried to hide the
horse’s irue form, or else he had troubls in con-
trolling the big horse hetween jumps, as he was
21l over the field and ran rank. He took his
fences, however, with the easy grace of a fin-
iched jumper, and at the end won rather cleverls
from Phantom, on which Ray had ridden his
ususl well judged race.

Kaseil made the eerly running, but took off
too short at the fifth jump and rolled Rodrock
on the turf. The horse was quickly on his feet
and raced with his fleld riderless, while Rod-
rock walked dejectedly back to the gtand none
the worse for his acrobatic stunt. Those who
had backed the horse so confidently groaned in-
wardly, bhat tried to get what comfort they
could in watching the pretty struggle that en-
sued between the other four. Three of them
took the water jump directiy in front of the
stand head and head, and at one of the jumps
on the backstretch all four were so closely to-
gether that hardly a length separated them.
Ben Crockett, after taking the lead easily on
the paddeck turn, appearsd to be beaten on the
backstretch, when the others moved up to him.
He came away again, however, on the far turn,
&nd went safely over the last Jump. While Gal-
lagher seemed 10 bhe shaking him up, it was more
for the sake of safety than necessity. Phantom
fenced well and ran a good race, while Saitine,
after some hesitancy at the first hedge per-
formed well enough to insure his having a fol-
lowing on his next appearance.

The Union Stakes, the selling affair for three
year-olds at one mile, was the carded feature,
but it furnished littie in the way of a contest
as Wes, the odds-on favorite, fairly spread-

competition, ran such a dull. gpiritless race that
he was never within ten iengths of the winner.

WINS IN FIVE INNINGS.

Hoppe Snowed Under by Remark-
able Balk Line Billiards.

George B. Sutton, the Chieago-Paris billiard ex-
pert, broke all records at 18.2 balkline bpililards in
the championship tournament in the concert hall at
Madison Square Garden last night, when he made 50
points against Willle Hoppe in five innings of play,
Sutton made successive runs of 128, 14, 0. 124 and
234, and averaged 100. Hoppe scored 118 pointa and
averaged 23 3-5.
| The average of 10 is a worid's record, and noth-
| ing like it has ever before been accomplished in

tournament play. The former record was b0, made
| by Maurice Vignaux, of Paris, in a 600 point tourna-
| ment game. “he high run of 234, while a record
| for this country, is not a new world's mark, as
Louis Cure some years ago made a run of 235 in a
| tournament game with Jacob Schaefer in Parls,
The previous high run of the present tournament
was 168, which was also made by Sutton, while
the previous high average was 314-13, made by
| Schaefer,

Sutton, who has no chauee to win the present
tournament, has already challenged the winner to
play him for the 18.2 championship emblem and a
§500 side bet. Talking with Tom Gallagher right
after last night's game, Sutton, flushed with his
record performance, sald:

“What do you think of that, Mr. Gallagher.
That's what I'll do to those peopla when they play
me for the championship. I am only beglnning te
play the billiards I am capable of."

Hoppe was keenly disappointed, but was prompt
to congratulata Sutton. In fact, while the latte:
was making his sensational and rapid runs, Hoppe
sat and watched him with every show of admira-
tion.

When Sutton had counted 233 points in his final

run, and lacked only one point of the game, he
stopped for a moment and looked around at the
Spectators. The ivorics were grouped closely to-
gether and it would have been Impossible to miss
the carrom. Sutton said, after the match, that
he wuas wondering whether he ought not to essay
a hard shot and perhaps give Hoppe another
chance. McLaughlin, however, divining Sutton's
thoughts, curtly ordered him to make the count,
which he did.

“Student” Slosson, who will face Sufton to-night,
said after the game: “It was a wonderful per-
formance, [ expect to have my hardest game of
the tournament with Sutton. He is a remarkable
player. In fact, 1 consider him much superior to
either Schaefer or Hoppe."

Some idea of the rapidity with which Sutton
played may be gathered from the fact that the
| game lasted only one hour and thirty-five minutes,
| As Hoppe was plaving about twenty minutes of
| this time, Sutton made 0 carroms in about seven-
| ty-five minutes, or at the rate of six or seven bill-
| lards each minute.

{ Sutton was born in Waverley, N. Y., near Elmira,
| where he was educated. He became a champion
| pool player before he took up billiards. His first
notable performance at the latter game was when
he won the charapionship of Canada at Toronto in
1892 at 142 balkline. Sutton's first appearance In
tournament play was in Chicago, in %, when ho
compsted in a “‘shortstop” contest with Gallagher,
McLaughlin asd ethers, but finlshed nex: to Iast.

Sutton played ir the 181 championship tourna-
ment hers i1 1901, and made a good showing. fin-
| ishirg th'r@ to Schaef:r and Blossen. For the last
! three years Sutton has lived in P and played
| with grea: success in the acuféemies there. le
won the 181 championship from Schaefer by ée-.
fault in 1903, but lost it to Vignaux by a score of

50 to 387, in Paris in 194. He tied witz Cura and

THE GAME IN DETAIL.

Hoppe won the bank, and cpened with the white
ball, &coring 11 points in the first inning. Sutton
found the balls in good position, and at once started
on one of his rapld counting sessfons, in which the
balk lina nurse plaved a prominent part. Than Sut-
ton ther2 is noa better exponent of this style of
billiards, and he toyed with the spheres with sure
but delicate strokes. The caroms were reeled off
quickly, and there was great applause when he
had gathered ‘m 1M. He plaved on with renewed
confidence, and had 128 on his string when he was
forced to hal. through a poor single cushion drive

Hoppe was .oc slow in demonstrating that he
al:o knows tha intricate game of balk line, as he
ran up 50 in quick time. He nursed the spheres
Just as cleverly as Sutton had done, but they
separated provok:g'y and spolled his chance of a
much longer rur. Sutts: replied with 14, and then
Hoppe went n again for another run of 53 caroms,
most of them gained on the line or in the bottom
balk spaces A two cushion shot, in which the
cue ball barely missed the second object ball, ended
this run.

The balls lay pretty safely, with a chance for an

open table shot at an oblique angle, but Sutton
tried to gather the globes with a tw -eushion
carrom and drew a bla Hoppe also made a

started off on his re~ord breaking run.

He was simply invineible, and,
whenever It was necessary for the sake of position

‘‘one hundred” the spectators stood up and cheered.
