MR. ARMSTRONG'S COMMENTS.

After the session Mr. Armstrong said:
There are aeasMy only one or two provisions In

the Insurance bill of such crucial Importance as
rJUs it is laeoneehrmMe liow policyholders in a
mutual company 'fin participate In the control ana
management of that cotnpazty unless the names and
nddr«-sM-R of the ii..H<"vhoiderß are available. All
lf-KiFlatlon, in my opinion, that we can pass from
now until November 15. will be ineffective to pre-
vent the admlnl«trations of the companies from
ejecting their own successors if this amendment
Mano>. With their Ricantlc org.t.nlmaiion of apents

and th<* control of immense sums of pollcyhoiders*
money, th'\ are already In poasesstoa of all the
elements necessary to ••ffeotivelv upset any pollcy-
liolditr' movement. Th< UcyaoUMrs have asked
for bread, and by this amendment K^t r stone.

The only argument worthy of consideration is
that the jjubllcatlonof the names of policyholders
would i-rmit "tw'.Kting." This should not be oon-
fjid«-red srnen we remember that $7W,000.<X»0 are held
by two of those companies, dedicated to the wives
»>.ii<i children of those who are Insured, whose tnjs-

t«-e? the officers iri

boMem have knowledKe of who they are. *

Kr-iv-tofo'-e If the offl<-ers of the mutual com-
psiii'-s ha<l twenty thousand proxies they could

hundred thousand proxies, that number willbe suffi-
o'.er.t tc enable them to fißht nnv attempt on tha
jiart of th»? puticybolders to dislodge them.

The BBnetal bill had been taken up lmme-
diately .after the Senate convened. Senator
Anr.strong had fought all .-lmendments saceassV
fully, and seemingly there was no danger for
the bill until th- provision for publication of
polioyholders' lists was reached.

I*rcciaent Iloosevelt aent a telegram of regret,
read by General Manager A. Gyps. In which he
replied to Managing Director J. R. Wierdson'a In-
vitetio!) as follows:

SENATOR WHITE'S ARGUMENT.

In arguing for his amendment Senator White

declared that it would be almost physically im-

possible for the companies to carry out the bill's

requirements as to filinglists of policyholders.

Even ifit were done, he said, itwould only open

the way to greater evils than those existing now,

Fince the honest policyholders would fall into
the hands of scheming adventurers or the finan-
cial powers, \vh by the liberal use of money

and the creation at a machine could obtain the
necessary proxies to swing the election.

AMENDMENT PUT THROUGH.

Despite repeated warnings by Senator Arm-

strong, who declared this amendment would en-

danger the whole reform scheme of the commit-

tee's bOla Senator White pressed It to passage.

Hr- was supported by Senators Grady. Malby

and Cassldy. Heretofore Senator White has been

strongly in favor at all the insurance commit-

tee's blllP. and his attitude on this particular

measure roused much comment. He Is a wealthy

lawyer of Syracuse, a man of large property In-
terests and considered one of the cleanest and

\u25a0liaisliisfl men in the Legislature. His argu-

ments indicated a belief that the provision could

not be carried out successfully.

The vote was 26 to 24 for the adoption of his

amendment. Those who voted for it were
Brown, Burr. Carpenter. Cnssidy. Cobb, Cogge-

shall. Cooper. Davis. Drescher. Fancher. Fech-
ter, Gardner. Gates. Hill, Hinman, L'Horame-
dieu. Malby. White and Wilcox. Republlcanß,

nnd Frawley. Grady. Hazenflug, Hawkins,"

Krhop. Martin and McCarren. Democrats.
Immediately after passing the amendment the

Senate adjourned. Ithad considered less than

half of the bigbill." though Ithad been at tvorX
a!! day. The measure will be taken up again

to-morro-.v and Senator Armstrong will try to

have reconsidered the vote which passed the

amendment. in view of the conditions attending

its passage, however, the general opinion here

is that opposition to the insurance reforms,

which so far has proved so abortive, will de-
velop its real strength now.

LOCAL OPTION BILL CHANGED.

Charged with Conspiracy to Extort
$30,000 from R. I).Ballantyne.

Richmond, Va., April18.— The trial of John S.

Hawkins was begun In the Corporation Court
of Charlottes viHe to-day. He is charged with
conspiracy to extort *30,00n from the late Robert
D. Ballantyne, who committed suicide at the
home of his mother, in Newark, X. J., InDecem-
ber last. It Is aliegred that tho death of Ballan-
tyne waa the result of threats by Hawkins, an<t
Henry Mlchie and V. C. Duncan, confederates,
to make public certain all*-Ka.tions against Bal-
lantyne's private life, which lit* feared would
affect his social tftaniiinn.

It was shown at tho trial that the three men
wore connected in the proposition to extort the
money from Ballantyno, and that a portion was
actually paid to them. The trial of Michle will
begin Immediately upon tho conclusion <>f the
present trial. The whereabouts of Duncan, who
left Virginia upon the death of Ballantyne, is
not known.

J. S. HAWKINS OX TRIAL.

He argues that ItIs not the
business of nn Insurance company to participate in
iwlitlciilquestions. "Toenocurage the unauthorized
use of corporate funds to political purposes," h«
says, "might result in th« creatures of the state
becoming its masters."' He continues:

If Iam correct In assuming that a corporate gift
for political purposes Is wrongful and, therefore.
Illegal, then, in a case when- a trustee of a

-
por&Uon, like a life insurance company, knowingly,
consciously and deliberately appropriates the money
of tho corporation to the use of a political cam-
paign committee, there would he present all the
elements to establish the commission of the crime
of larceny, and reasonable grounds for believing
that the person charged committed It.

It seems that counsel for Mr.Perkins filed a sup-

plementary brief trying to show that the amend-
ment to the corporation law referring to political
contributions paaped last Monday should bare a
L'-.-irbiK on this case. Of this Justice Qreenbaum
says that in an analogous case at some future time
the accused might be permitted to testily that he
whs ignorant of the existence of the law" prohibit-
ing political contributions as bearing upon tho
absence of criminal intent. The crime with which
Mr. Perkins Is charged, says the Justice, must rest
or fall under the statutes In force when it is al-
leged to have been committed.

After being remanded to the cus-
tody of the court agiin yesterday. Justice Green-
baum stated that Mr. Perkins would be placed in

the custody of his counsel until the question of

the legality of his arrest has been settled. Mr.

DelafieM would nuike no comment on tha decision

last night, except to say that he would file an ap-

peal at the earliest possible moment. Justice

Greenbaum.
