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STAKE FOR INQUISITOR

SOUTHERN CROSS BEATEN

Big Croxd Enjoys Opening Day'’s
Sport at Jamaica.

The first day of the spring meeting of the Met-
ropolitan Jockey Club at Jamaica was an un-
qualified success and augured well for what can
be expected in the days to come. The racing was
wirited from beginning to end of the progranme,
the weather was of a kind which made it a
pleasure to be in the open air, and four strong
favorites were true to the trust repcesed in them
by the form players. Racing folk always wel-
come a change of scene, and the big, rcomy
stand at Jamaica was doubly welcome after the
somewhat close quarters at Aqueduct. The in-
slosure never looked nore attractive, and from
the clubhouse to the field nothing had been
spared to make for the comfort of the on-
lookers.

The track was fast, and as it is jaid out so
that the horses can be closely followed over
every step of the journey, whether it be at five
furiongs cr one mile or more, racegoers had fur-
ther cause to feel satisfied. The long straight
stretch at Aqueduct may insure truer run races,
but the rank and file much prefer the shorter
stretch at Jamaica, where more of a race can be
scen.,

A big crowd was in attendance—surprisingly
big for a Friday. It was conservatively esti-
mated at from £000 to 10,000 persoms, about
balf of whom were in the field, where the admis-
sion is only §1 50. There was a good representa-
tion in the clubhouse, and the big grandstand
was comfortably filled, although there was
plenty of elbow room for all.

Inguisit at 8 to 1, won the Paumonok Han-
dicap at six furlongs, which was the feature of
the card, in the colors of Tom Welch. The race
was a good one and proved a fair substitute for
the Excelsior Handicap, which heretofore has
been the attraction of the opening day. Nine
gond sprinters went to the post, with Southern
Cross, which was beaten only a head by Rose-
ben in the Carter Handicap, a strong favorite
&t 8 to 5i. The others ranged in price from 6101
on Diamond to 30 to 1 on Diamond Flush.

Diamond was on his bad behavior at the post
&s and delayed the start six or eight
minutes. He dragged one of the assistant start-
ers around the track during that time, and
finally broke from behind his field when the

barrier was relea . He rushed right to the
front, however, and raced head and head with
the lightly weighted Inquisitor every step of the
journey. First one and then the other would
ghow in front, but Inquisitor outgamed the
erratic son of Diamond under Miller’'s strong
hendling in the final drive and beat him a neck.

MORE OLYMPIC HONORS.

WINS THE DASH.

Other Yankee Athletes Perform
Well at the Big Games.

Athens, Greece, April 27.—The American
athletes more than held their own at the
Olympic games to-day, and two more firsts were
added to the score. In the final heat of the 100-
metre race Archie Hahn, of the Milwaukee
Athletic Club, was first, with Fay R. Moulton,
of the Kansas City Athletic Club, second, and
Barker, of Australia, third. The time was
11% seconds.

In the running broad jump Meyer Prinstein,
of the Irish-American Athletic Club, New York,
was first. He cleared 7 metres 20 centimetres;
P. O’Connor, of England, was second, jumping
7 metres .02% centimetres.

Four Yankee athletes won their heats in the
400-metre race, while J. D. Lightbedy, of Chi-
cago University, won his heat in the 1,500-
metre race. Bonhag and Cohen qualified.

The continued success of the American
athletes is causing some il feeling among the
Greeks, although on the whole an excellent tem-
per has been displayed by the competitors and
spectators. A few of the latter, however, have

not been able to conceal their feelings, and some
higses were heard to-day. James E. Sullivan,
manager of the American team, made light of
the matter in speaking of it to-night, and said
there was nothing at which to take umbrage.
He said he was quite satisfled with the cord-
fality exhibited.

The expectation that the aquatic events would
be concluded was not realized owing to a wind
springing up at noon, which made the sea
choppy, so that many of the events had to he
postponed. At the Stadium the interest was
well maintained, but the attendance, though
large, was less than on previous days.
