Monument to Franklin Unveiled at
the Trocadero.

Paris, April 27.—The Franklin celebration, pre-
ceding the unveiling to-day of the statue of Ben-
Jamin Franklin, presented to the city of Paris by
John H. Harjes, the American banker, of this city,
was held at the Palace of the Trocadero this after-
noon.

MUSIC AT CORNELL.

Gogorza Carries Off Vocal Honors
at University Festival.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune.}

Ithaca, N, Y., April 27.—All the second concert of
the third music festival given by Cornell University
and half the third was devoted to music of the
popular order; that is, music in the shorter and
more easlly comprehended forms, but of a high de-
gree of artistic merit.

Only in the first half of the evening concert, when
the chorus sang again, could the visitors from New
York have the experiences which could alone Justity
thelr attendance at the musical meeting. To such
visitors orchestral concerts are almost an everyday
occurrence during the musical season and the sing-
ing of the solo vocalists was nothing to excite spe-
clal wonder. The opposite, of course, is the case
with town as well as gown here when the element
is provided by the visitors. Yet a few words are in-
vited by the singing of the soloists to-day.

More than on Thursday evening the choir dis-
tinguished itself in the evening concert in Sage
Chapel. The music of Dubois is delightful in its
directness, in its harmonization and orchestration,
and In its frank unaffectedness of expression. It
strikes fire more often than the sacred music of
the Frenchmen of to-day—Gounod, Saint-Saéns and

Massenet, for Instance—and it is full of dignified
beauty, even when toward the close it waxes senti-
mental, as French religious music always does.
The cholr sang it all, but especlally the dramatic
portions, with thrilling effect,

This music festival one of the fruits of the
effort making by Cornell University to promote
musical culture. A department of music was cre-
ated three and a half years ago and placed in the
hands of Mr. Hallis E. Dann, who had been at the
head of musical instruction in the public schools
of the city for fifteen yvears. Mr. Dann is strongly
convineced that the proper fleld of musical activity
in a university is the creation of appreciation for
the art in the student community and the refine-
ment of its taste, rather than theoretical instruc-
tion. Students in the arts and scientific depart-
ments do not expect to leave the university and go
out into the world to practise music as a profes-
gion. It should therefore be a culture study, caleu-
lated to fit them for the higher enjoyment of the
art in after life, to make them intelligent amateurs
in the true sense of the word, rather than profes-

is

slonal practitioners. To that end he planned prac-
tical courses of study, instead of courses in har-
mony, ecounterpoint, composition, ete. The first
course includes elementary work in harmony, the-

| ory, form, but places greatest stress on vocal sight

reading. The second is an advanced voecal course.
The students in this course number about one hun-
dred, and the class composes the choir of Sage
Chapel. It is a mixed chorus, appropriately gowned,
and provides a musical service every Sunday after-
noon in the chapel, the music sung being of a hig
order, such as is representead by Mendelssohn's
“Forty-second Psalm,” Gounod's “'St. Cecilia Mass,”
Gaul's “Holy City,” for instance. This choir is
supported by an orchestra, composed of the stu-
dents of the third course, who study stringed in-
struments, and a few professional musicians from
the Ithaea band, an unusually proficient body of
instrumentalists. The orchestra numbers thirty in
the regular chapel services. The university choris-
ters compose the bulk of the festival chorus.
Thirty-five basses out of forty-two are students;
twentyv-five tenors out of thirty-two. Two-thirds of
the contraltos are young wamen from Sage College,
The sopranos are largely from the townspeople who
have learned to reaqd music and sing in the publle
schools. The admirable character of the choral
work which has been commented upon is a fine
testimony to the soundness of Mr. Dann's theories
(which are also exemplified In the musical activities
of the department of muslic in Michigan University)
and the excellence of his training.

All the high class musical entertainments, such
as concerts of chamber musie by the Kneisel Quar-
tet, song recitals, concerts of symphony orches-
tras and tha llke which the Ithacans enjoy, are
given under the management of Cornell's depart-
ment of music, with the co-operation of an advi-
sory eommittee on which the board of trustees,
the faculty and the city have representation, but
up to the present time Mr Dann has not consented
that the university shall assume any financial
responsibility for the festivals, of which two pre-
ceded the present meeting. At the first, In 1904,
Mendelssohn's “Elijah” was performed twice and
there was an orchestral concert. Last year Ros-
sini's “Stabat Mater” and Handel's "Meulah.
were performed; the oratorio twice This year's
scheme tells an eloquent story of progress, embrac-

ing as it does three choral works via: H"ayd.n's
