ROSEBEN MEETS DEFEAT.

Merry Lark Wins Excelsior Handi-
cap Before Monster Crowd.

Another turf idol was shattered at the Ja-
malica racetrack yesterday. Roseben, D. C.
Johnson’s greet weight-carrying sprinter, was
soundly and decisively beaten in the fourth re-
newal of the Excelsior Handicap. No reason-
able excuses could be made for the big horse,
which, after his victories in the Carter Handlcap
and Sterling Stakes at Aqueduct, had been
placed on such a high pedestal by the average
racegoer. e simply could not go the distance
under prossure, and, when most was required
and the strife grew hottest, gave up the battle.
His warmest admirers, including his owner, had
nothing t» say beyond the fact that he did not

run his 1a0e, or that it was the turns which

counted against the hig horse. Be that as it
may, he vwas beaten, and those who accepted
the short price which was offered in the ring

Inoked on in dumb dismay, and almost forgot to
cheer the winner in accustomed fashion.

Merry l.ark, running in the name and colors
of the Newcastle Stable, won rather cleverly
from Ormonde's Right and Eugenia Burch. It
was Merry Lark’s first appearance of the season,
and with only 1068 pounds up and trained to the
hour by Tom Welsh he followed the pace close-
iy under Mfller's clover handling, and came
away in the stretch to a well earned and decis-
ive if not a popular victory.

A monster crowd went down to see the race
decided, looking forward to another meeting be-
tween Roseben and Ram's Horn, and to get out
in the open air under conditions that were well-
nigh perfect. The clubhouse was crowded, the
grandstand and lawn were comfertably filled
and the field looked as 1f it would not hold a
hundred persons more. The attendance was es-
timated at 18000 persons, and it looked even
bigger.

GORGEOUE DAY FOR AN OUTING.

The day was like one of June's best, with none
of the characteristics of erratic April. The sun
fhone clear and bright from a cloudless sky, and
was almost too generous with its heat for this
season of the year. A cool, invigorating breeze
off Jamaica Bay tempered the rays of the sun,
bowever, and made the flags flap merrily along
the ridgepoie of the big stand. The Metropolitan
Jockey Club, under these auspicious conditions,
entertained the biggest crowd in its history, It
was a wise move to advance the big handicap
one dey, as It made it possible for many to see
the race who otherwise would have had to be
santent with reading about it. The race was

well worth seeing, even though the great Rose-
ben was defeated, -

The Excelsior Handicap, with the wvalue of
210,000, wes at one mile and a sixteenth, and
wae run as the fourth race.

E. P. Randolph's Red Knight and Master of
Craft were gcraiched. The withdrawal of Delhi
and Ram’s Horn robbed the race of much in-
ferest.

Lady Amelia, another odds-on favorite, was
beaten in the handicap (third on the card) by
Alec Shields's Halifax, a well furnished colt, by
Handsel. Lady Amelia, which is hardly larger
than an overgrown two-year-old, could not con-
cede thirty-two pounds actual weight to the
three-vear-old, and had to be content with
second money. Halifax fairly tiptoed his field
and won in a common gallop. He gives promise
of developing into a good colt, as his manner of
winning was convincing.

Three favorites won, Blue Dale, Mary Morris
and Sewell, while Escutcheon took the measure
of Aeronaut, the odds-on choice for the first
race. The racing from end to end was spirited,
and the crowd went home well content with its

day’s outing.

OWNER EXCUSES ROSEBEN

Did Not Run His Race, He Said—
Garner’s Jockey Honors.

D. C. Johnsoa made one of his big wagers on
his horse Roseben to win the Exceisior Handi-
cap vesterday. He watched the race from one
of the boxes in the grandstand, and showed
every sign of keen disappointment when the
horse failed to respord in the stretch. He took
the defeat in a quiet way, however, and all he
would say was that the horse did not run his
race, and that it did not alter his determina-
tion to point him for the Metropoiitan, Brookiyn
and Suburban handicaps, for which he is en-
tered and for which he has been heavily backed
in the future books. Lyne, who rode Roseben,
sald that he appeared to be running easily on
the far turn, but began to hang just before the
turn for home.

The illness of Ram's Horn is a hitter disap-
pointment to his owner, Captain Williams. It
will be necessary to throw him out of training
for the time being, and it may be two months
before he is ready to race again. Ram's Horn
was probably ailing on the day that Roseben
him in the Sterling Stakes, which may
have accounted for his indifferent showing on
that occasion.
