More Light Thrown on Affairs of‘
: Marrone & Mollinelli.

Joseph Marrone, of the scow trimming firm of
Mollinelli & Marrone, who appeared to know
jittie of his business affairs when on the wit-
pess stand last Monday before the aldermanie
committee investigating the Street Cleaning
Department, was called to the stand again yes- |
terday. Under the examination of Willlam M.
jvins, counsel for the committee, Marrone's
memory was refreshed and several important
points ware brought out.

He was first employed as a trimmer under ex-
Police Inspector Alexander Williams, and later
pecame a foreman of longshoremen. Though
pe made about $700 a week at one time, Mar-
gone said he kept no books. For a time he was
s fcreman at Dover, N. J., where five miles of
sailrozd were built and his salary was $400 a
month and expenses, i

Marrone testified that he got a share of “Jim”
sullivan’'s contract for the construction of the
wWiiamsbridge reservoir. He lost §15,000 on a
contract at Barnegat Park, N. J., he said,
gnd $4.000 more on another job in Connecticut.

His first work for the Street Cleaning Depart-
mert, Marrone said, was done in 1902. His
prother got the first contract, but he did the
work. The witness said that he and his brother
proke up 2 strike that year. Through his ability
to obtain laborers easily, Marrone said that he
was able to do the work when other contractors
would bhave failed.

Continuing his testimony, Marrone said that he
employed about eighty men day and night at the
Delancey street dump. The witness said that
pe wzs going to see Commissioner Woodbury
on Monday and give up his contracts.

*“Didn’t anybody talk to you above giving up
the contract?” asked Mr. Ivins.

*“No,” replied Marrone.

Merrone was then excused, and his partner,
Anthony Mollinelli, was sworn. He testifled
that for his contract for trimmings he paid the
city §2,100. Mollinelli could not remember
whether or not he furnished a bond. James K.
Reily, secretary of the Street Cleaning Depart~
ment, said he did not think a bond was put up.
His contract of partnership with Marrone was
only verbal, Mollinelli said.

The witness szid he had been racing horses
for 2 year. He said that he was willing to bid
for a new contract, but had not discussed the
matter with his partner. Asked if he was sup-
posod to get one-half the firm's profits, the wit-
ness said he was, but didn't know whether or
not he did. He refused to say whether or not
he had a bank account, and the question was
not pushed. The witness said he had been
prominent in politics in the 2d Assembly Dis-
trict and was a member of the Pocasset Club.

The witness, llke his partner, kept no books
and could not tell the profits of his business.

Mrs. Costerne Marrone, wife of Joseph Mar-
rone, testified that she did not know where her
sister, the mysterious Mary Brown, was at pres-
ent. She said she didn't know anything about
her husband's business or whether Mary Brown
was engaged in business.

(. Garrizzo was the next witness. His testi-
mony was taken through an interpreter. He
said that he had known Mary Brown for about
four years, Bad seen her about two months’ ago,
and that he hired the Brooklyn dump from her,
Continuing bis examination, Mr. Ivins asked:

TIFFANY CASE ARREST.

Manufacturing Superintendent Ac-
cused of Padding Payrolls.

John B. Brosseau, who in thirty-five years
worked his way up till he was superintendent
of the jewelry manufacturing department at
Tiffany’s, was arrested yesterday by Central Of-
fice men for padding the payrolls in the com-
pany’s shop. Brosseau, who is a married man
with a family, was found at his home, No. 413
Lenox avenue, early in the afternoon. Account-
ants working on the books have found that at
least $5,000 has been taken.

What prompted Brosseau to indulge in the
petty peculation i8 not known. He was a
man of regular habits, with no vices or extrava-
gances. His hours were such that he had prac-
tically no opportunity to visit racetracks or
poolrooms or to speculate. His evenings he
spent at home.

The padding of the workshop payrolls has
been going on for some time, the accountants
say. Brosseau, who had charge of them, was
one of the most trusted empioyes of the firm,
and when the investigation of the thefts in the
manufacturing department indicated his guilt
the officlals of the company were loath to take
action. They began to watch Brosseau’s home
and finally caused his arrest yesterday.

Ralph M. Hyde, the superintendent of the
plant, was almost as much affected as Bros-
seau when the latter was taken before Inspec~

tor McLaughlin at Police Headquarters. Before
the complaint was drawn up Brosseau was put
through a cross-examination by the inspector,
and he is said to have confessed. In this con-
fession he is alleged to have said that his sal-
ary, which was about $3,500, was insufficient
for his family' needs. The complaint on which
Brosseau was taken before the magistrate in
the Tombs court alleges the specific theft of
$60, through the raising of the amount credited
to Jacques Brizel, a repairer. The case was set
for a hearing to-morrow, bail being fixed at
$3.000. The books thus far have beén examined
for the last two years, and it is doubtful whether
the sum taken will amount to more than $10,000.

A year ago three pear shaped diamonds disap-
peared mysteriously from the Tiffany shop, and
the company offered a reward of $10,000 for the
recovery of the diamonds, valued at $30,000,
and the conviction of the thief. Mr. Hyde said
yesterday that Brosseau had entire charge of
the diamonds at that time, but another official
of the company said that it was not believed
that Brosseau had any connection with thelr
disappearance,

TRACE STAMP FORGERIES.

Arrests Led to Clews Long Sought
by Detectives.

Through the arrest yesterday afternoon, in a
house at No. 46 Broadway, Williamsburg, of three
men, and the finding in their rooms of many can-
celled and washed stock transfer stamps, the fed-
eral and state authorities belleve that they will
soon run down a gang of thieves who have been
robbing Wall Street brokers. The prisoners are
James R. Bates, walter; Willlam Krug, bartender,
and Willilam Short, clerk. Tt was alleged that
these men swindled Ralph Porter, a negro waiter,
who lives at No. 106 Lorimer street, Williamsburg,
out of $125 and a gold watch and chain, valued at
$45, In & “fake” card game, over a saloon at No. 58
Broadsway, Willlamsburg.

Porter went into the Clymer street police station

esterday morning and complained that he had
geen swindled by the three men. When detectives
went to the saloon the men were gone. The de-
tectives followed up & clew which led to the house
at No. 46 Broadway. After arresting the three
men the police searched the rooms and came across
2 large number of the stock transfer stamp. These
stamps had been removed from stocks, and many
of them had been washed. The stamps were of
60 cents, $1, $2 and $10 denominations. There was
also found a costly oplum layout and a large num-
ber of Chinese nuts. These nuts had been cleverly
filled with opium to evade the customs authorities,
There were also found many pawntickets for jew-
elry and clothing.

All the things were taken to the police station,
where the prisoners were held on Porter’'s charge of
grand larceny. Then Captain Holahan communi-
cated with the Manhattan police, and then it was
jearned that Wall Street brokers had complained
of thefts of stock transfer stamps, and both the

state and the local authorities, as well as the
g:kerton agency and the Secret Service men, had

GAS OVERCOMES 18 MEN

Tunnel - Workmen Prostrated by
Fumes Attributed to Sewer.

Eightegn workmen were overcome by gas in
the shaft of the New York & Jersey Rall-
road Company’s tunnel at 15th street and the
river, Jersey City, yesterday morning. Nine
were quickly revived and nine who failed to
respond promptly to treatment were taken to
hospitals.

Thc tunnel is under the river from the Jersey
side to Morton street, Manhattan. The shaft.
covered with a frame structure, is like a gigantic
well, by which the men enter and leave the
tunnel bore. The workmen had just gone into
the shaft to begin their labors for the day at
8 o'clock, when suddenly they were enveloped
by the poisonous gas and fled precipitately.
Strange enough, none lost consciousness until
they had passed from the building into the open,
when the contact with the pure air caused them
to fall as if they had been struck down. The
men most seriously affected were those at work
on the upper floor of the shafthouse.

The company's physician, Dr. A. J. Loomis,
his assistant, Dr. L. M. Ryan, and City Physician
Hoffman administered oxygen, and in the severe
cases hypodermic injections of strychnine were
given. The revived men say that the atmos-
phere was normal when they entered the shaft-
house, but that the air became suddenly charged
with the deadly gas, and its odor gave them
warning to flee.

Every one in the vicinity of the shaft was
affected. The police were apprised of the ac-
cident without delay, and all the available am-
bulances were summoned. The reserves of four
of the police precincts were ordered to the scene,
and their services were necessary, as a large
crowd of men, women and children gathered
and hampered the movements of the physicians
until forced back.

Some excitement was created while the
physicians were at work by the corner of the
shafthouse taking fire from an unknown cause.
There is considerable dynamite in the tunnel
storeroom, and men were speedily at work re-
moving it. One of the workmen gave the on-
lookers a scare by stumbling while carrying a
box containing fifty pounds of the explosive,
but he recovered his equilibrium and thus avert-
ed what would probably have been a serious
explosion. The fire was subdued in a few mo-
ments by the tunne! men, aided by the Lacka-
wanna Railroad Company’s fire department.
Work has been suspended at the tunnel ter-
minal until the source of the gas is located. The
odor was still noticeable yesterday afternoon.

President McAdoo of the New York &
Jersey Railroad Company issued the following
statement about the affair yesterday afternoon:

It seems that some poisonous fumes from a
sewer underneath the ground at this point had
escaped, and that alr pressure from below, per-
colating through the soil, had driven these poi-
sonous fumes to the surface. At the same time
spontaneous combustion seems to have occurred
in some of the cinders with which the ground
at that point is made, causing smoke to come
up through the surface, and this, added to the
poisonous sewer gas, almost asphyxiated the
men before they could be pulled out of the dan-
ger zone. I am glad to say that the men who
were prostrated are all doing well, and that
none of them are likely to suffer any serious ef-
fects.
