May and
June usually bring a surplus of from $8,000,000
to $12400,400; so that, in spite of the emer-
gency demands which have arisen since the San
Francisco calamity, the Treasury can count on
closing the year without trenching on Its avail
able cjrsh reserve^ achievement it failed to
accomplish either In 1903-04 or l!)O4-'O5. April
this year brought a deficit of $2,003,132— the
first monthly deficit since October. But the
Improvement In Treasury conditions so noticea-
ble this year has continued unchecked. InApril.
1905. a deficit of $9,230,818 was rei»rted. The

233.650, which is about twice the average
monthly gain for the ten month period. OnApril 30. 1903. the Treasury faced a deficit of
933.7HJM.

"AS BIG AS THE BIGGEST."
The opposition with which the Naval Appro-

priation hill is threatened this year seems to
be directed mainly U» the provision for a battle-
ship that shall equal the Dreadnought in dis-
placement and gun jwwer. For that hostility
it is Impossible to discover any sufficient ex-
< use. England is not the only nation which
has determined to have such vessels. Japan
lias just acquired two battleships, ordered early
in liHM and built in British yards, which dis-
place a little more than IG.oiki tons. The Ka-
shima anil the Katori are larger (by at least
IjBOO tons) than the Mikasa. Yet their owner
is not satisfied with them. She is credited with
having determined to build at least two 18.000-
too buttleships, and Admiral Dewey had some
reason v few weeks ago to think thnt she
meditated something even larger. Russia,
France and Germany are also practically com-
mitted to tbe same policy. Not one nationalone, then, but five nations have become <t>n-

AMERICAN VICTORY AT ATHENS.
The net result of this year's Olympian games—
though perhaps they should be called Athen-

ian, rather than Olympian, or at least an Athen-
ian revival of tbe Olympian games

—
is a great

American victory, wonby a margin so broad as
to leave no possible doubt of the actual supe-
riority of American contestants. Itwill be ob-
served that the Americans participated in only
a little more than one-half of the contests. Yet
of the total number of points Inall the contests
they won nearly twice as many as their nearest
rivals. They won 74, while the British, who
came second, secured only 39, and the Greeks
and Swedes, who were next Inorder, got only
28 each. A more sweeping victory than that
could not reasonably be desired.

Ifthere be any cause for regret In the mat-
ter, Itis that the Americans did not compete in
all, or more nearly all, of the contests, so as to
win in a greater variety of tests of athletic
prowess. Their points were chiefly won in
walking, running and leaping—exercises calling
for agility and speed rather than great \u25a0strength
or long endurance. In fact, it might almost be
thought they were lacking in endurance. They
won walking and running races up to a distance
of 1,500 metres, but in the longer races, such as
the Marathon road race of twenty-six miles, the
five-mile race, the 3,000-metre walk and the 80-
kilometre bicycling race, they did not get even
a second place. One of them made a fine show-
Ing in the Marathon race at first, but his en-
durance failed him at the end. The chief dis-
play of strength was made in winning the shot
throwing contest Itwould have been a little
more satisfactory had our men won some of the
long distance races, to show their "staying
powers," and more contests in which great
strength was required.

Upon such features of the case, however. It
would be ungracious to dwell at length. Our
men won far more victories than any others, and
they won them in a clean, sportsmanlike man-
ner. They won, therefore, much more than
points ;they won credit for American sportsman-
ship abroad and a clear title to the admiring
regard of their countrymen.

KEEP UP THE FIGHT FOR PURE AIR!

Some gratifying results have been attained in
the last few weeks In the suppression of smut-
smoke nuisances, and the air of this city Is
perceptibly cleaner than it was. These achieve-
ments are to be valued partly for their own
sake and partly for their promise of further
good work, ifonly the authorities and the pub-
lic have sufficient "staying powers." Itwould
be lamentable, however, if they were to cause
anybody to think the whole victory had been
won and therefore to relax efforts.

The fight should be kept up, popularly and
officially, all along tbe line, just as vigorously
as ever. Complete victory Is in sight, but any
slackening of effort now, or any diversion of
effort in other directions, would be disastrous.
Next week, we believe, some especially impor-
tant trials of offenders will come up In court
They should be inexorably pressed, not merely
for the sake of punishing the culprits Inhand,
but for the still more Important sake of deter-
ring others from like offences. Ifa few of the
big concerns which have been so defiantly
breaking the law are brought sharply to .book,
there willbe a general mending of manners.

The charter of the city and the sanitary code
give the officials of the Health Department
ample power to suppress smoke nuisances and
to protect the purity of the air. That power
is now being exercised In a commendable way
by the inspectors and other appropriate offi-
cers. All that is needed is that it shall con-
tinue thus to be exercised by those same offl-
•cers, without any change In spirit or in method.
Itis a good fight. Itis producing good results.
Keep Itup!

That, we think, was good politics. The at-
tempt of the minority In the Senate toblock the
bill was not so creditable as to tempt Assembly-
men to follow the example, even though they
could accomplish the purpose more regularly and
decently. Itmay be said, therefore, that the
Rules Committee did only Its duty with discre-
tion, and Is not entitled to a medal for heroism
on that account Nevertheless, we have only to
look back to former legislatures to realize that
neither discretion nor duty would have led a
Rules Committee brought up In tbe old tradi-
tion to save a bill once in its power which the
Sneaker and his associates did not like. Smoth-
ering the majority was a regular feature of old-
tln:e management. The incident, therefore, Ik
significant of a better spirit and a truer view of
the function of a legislative body and the duty

of its officers.

On striking a balance of the session's work
the majority of both bouses will be seen to
have done good service, and with the aid of
the Governor at critical moments to have great-
ly advanced the cause of good government.

LETTING.TEE MAJORITY RULE.

The prompt passage through the Assembly of
the bill repealing the Mortgage Tax law was a
performance creditable to the wisdom and char-
acter of the leaders of that body. The measure
came from the Senate at an hour when it was
absolutely in the power, of the Committee on
Rules. The Speaker, Mr. Moreland and Mr.
Hooker were conscientiously opposed toit They
had voted against the first bill, which the Gov-
ernor vetoed. They had only to refuse to report
it to prevent the passage of the new bill, which
they opposed. The time was so short that even
a little dilatory manoeuvring might have an-
swered the purpose. Instead of adopting such
tactics, the Speaker called an immediate meet-
ing of the committee, reported the bill out and
gave its supporters the chance to vote and
pass it

of corporation "grab" bills. Railroad power
and gas company lobbies have been chiefly con-
spicuous by their absence, or their Impotence
when they did appear. Tbe forest reserve
amendment to the constitution is thought to
open the door to power abuses, and certainly
it should be closely scrutinized before It is al-
lowed to pass a second legislature. But no
doubt the present provision, which has served
a good purpose for eleven years, is too drastic
to be the permanent rule. Itforbids even acien-
tlflc protection of the forest It Is not alto-
gether harmful to have the subject brought to
attention by a concrete measure which may
itself be unwise.

THE LEGISLATIVE.

Even the most captious critics of the Repub-

lican state administration are forced to confess
that the Legislature which adjourned yester-

day did an extraordinary amount of valuable
work. No legislature ever yet adjourned with-
out leaving unpassed bills proposed to accom-
plish some good purpose which were urged by
large numbers of high-minded persons. Some
such bills are impractical. Some are too radi-
cal to make their way instantly with large
bodies of men, however honest Some of them
meet prejudice or arouse special interests which
are able, though supported only by a minority,

to block them. Some are simply lost in the
scramble to get through more important meas-
ures. Nobody but a visionary will judge any
legislative body by the standard of ideal re-
forms unavailingly suggested to it. Legislation
is a practical business, to be accomplished by

the meeting in compromise of many minds with
many conflicting interests, prepossessions and
principles able, some stupid, many hon-
est and a few corrupt. The congresses under
the Inspiring trials of the Revolution were just
as halting, just as disappointing to eager friends
of progress, as most modern legislatures.

When we look at the record of the session
just concluded in this state and judge it sanely
in the light of history it willbe found, we think,
worthy of an honorable place among legislat-
ures which have done good service for the
people. Indeed., we do not recall a legislature
for many years which has actually done so
much that deserves praise and so little that de-
serves blame, and which by its discussions or
votes in a single house so advanced toward fut-
ure accomplishment reforms which it was not
yet prepared to adopt. The Assembly in par-
ticular was hospitable to progressive ideas.
There some young, able and honest men have
not only been doing good work for the pres-
ent, but growing in strength and leadership
for the future. The administration as a whole
has shown a spirit of devotion and highminded-
ness, and in the face of all obstacles has se-
cured a measure of success for good legisla-
tion which offers the people brilliant prospects
of further advance in good government if the
present predominant influence shall be contin-
ued in power.

First on the list of the Legislature's achieve-
ments must be placed the seven insurance
bills. Thanks to Governor. Higgins, these went
through in substantially the form recommended
by the Armstrong committee. Then comes the
recording tax on mortgages, which was tri-
umphantly carried in spite of the attempt of
a small minority in the Senate to block its
passage. Some critics of the session seem in-
clined to reproach the Senate for the actions
of the obstructing minority on several bills, not
seeming to realize that not they, but the ma-
jority which overcame them, are the Senate, and
that it is entitled to corresponding credit. New
York City has secured NO-cent gas. Provision
has been made for its additional water supply.
A law has been passed to cure the evil of the
"fake" hotels. The removal of the railroad
tracks from the surface of Eleventh avenue has
been decreed. The bill to save Hook Moun-
tain went through at the last minute. Senator
Elsberg this year finally consented to modify
his rapid transit bill so that progressive men
who were not prepared to see the city forced
to municipal operation could support it, and
with Its many eXcelfent features Itpassed. The
Legislature has taken steps to relieve the law's
delays in this city and in Westchester by pro-
viding for the election of more judges. Ithas
also, in addition to (be Anti-Lobbying bill re
suiting from the Insurance investigation, passed
a corrupt practice bill. The efficacy of this
measure has. we think, been impaired by the
exceptions made with respect to accountings,
but it is a step in the right direction, will do
much good and unquestionably leaves the work
ers for honest elections in a good position to
secure strengthening amendment*.

Allplans for a new ballot law came to naught
No doubt the ballot should be simplified and
the method of counting made more certain, but
the reluctance of lawmakers of both parties to
make the voters learn how to vote in a new
way 011 the eve of an important state electionwas certainly natural and perhaps wise. The
change could better /bo made in an "off year

Of course, it is only under stress of actual
need that California's Governor feels compelled
to remind a government whose generosity has
just been so munificently shown that ithas an
opportunity to do a timely act of Justice. Cali-
fornia, it is to be hoped, will never again
stand so much lv need of all Its legitimate re-
sources as it does to-day, and this reminder of
the government's obligations ought at least to
have tbe effect of quickening the slow proc-
esses of the Court of Claims and lead to an
untying or severing of the knots In the case.

California, it appears, is one of these cred-
itors of the national government, having claims
against it amounting to $1,000,000 on account
of public lands, another claim of $4.<*K>,ooo
growing out of the War of the Rebellion, and
also Indian War claims of $(560,000, making an
aggregate of $fi.tsi»o,Ooo. These are claims the
justice of which. Governor Pardee says, "has
never been seriously questioned," and he inti-
inr.tes that owing to the recent wiping out of
San Francisco property representing one-nfth
of the assessed valuation of the entire state,

a prompt settlement would be greatly appre-
ciated.

PAY CALIFORNIA'S JVST CLAMS.

The government of tho United States, for rea-
sons arising chiefly from inertia rather than
from a desire to avoid meeting its legal respon-
sibilities, is proverbiiilly Islow debtor. Itprac-
tically adopts the easy creed of "letting the
other fellow walk the floor." For instance, only

the other day Mr. Wachter introduced In the
House of Representatives a billto repay $72.<K>»
advanced by the State of Maryland to the
Tnited States through George Washington for
tbe purpose of constructing public buildings at
Washington for the use of the federal govern-
ment. Many states have claims, if not as old
as that of Maryland, at least hoary with age.

Ifthe states were exigent in their demands and
pressed for payment they could probably col-
lect with reasonable promptness, but as they In
turn are slow payers they let matters drift
along until the government gets good and
ready.

the drain on the Treasury's cash of isthmian
canal construction. Military expenditures bure
beeu reduced by $10.0uu.000— 55,000,000 being
saved on tbe army's account and $5,000,000 on
tbe navy's. The maintenance of the civil estab-
lishment has cost $8,352,000 less, and $2,500,000
has been paid out for pensions and in Indian
expenditures. But the outgo for public works
has been increased by more than $17,000,000.
the larger part of which should have been
charged to a special canal fund raised by bond
sales. There is no good reason for saddling the
expenses of toe canal enterprise on a generation
which will not profit by Its operation, or for
treating expenditure for this monumental work
as a current Treasury obligation to be met out
of current receipts. With this anomaly Inbook-
keeping corrected and with a strict adherence
to the policyof caution and economy in Congress,

the Treasury can soon regain the ground lost
since 1903 and easily satisfy all legitimate nat-
ural demands in the near future.
