The
gncrease will apply only to new policies and re-

A cut in brokerage fees amounting to one-
fhird of the present allowances was voted at
e meeting. This method of retrenchment had
peer ordered by several of the companies in ad-
sance of the action by the exchange. It may
grouse considerable opposition from the brokers.
who have had contracts with fire insurance com-

* panies for obtaining new business.

Qomapany. The president of the company said
ghat while the risks in San Francisco amounted
to only $200,000, the officers thought it was best
for the protection of all its policyholders to re-
fnsure with the New Hampshire. The capital
of the New York is $200,000, and its net surplus
gt the beginning of this year was $61,0682.

San Francisco Clearing House
Issues Cheering Report.

San Francisco, May 4—Sub-committees of the
general municipal committee are decreasing
daily, and the citizens' committee will doubtless
800N pass out of existence, the direction of af-
fairs of San Francisco being restored to the
regular civil officers, Many subordinate bodies
have reported their labors completed and have
been relieved from further duty.

The San Francisco Clearing House to-day
adopted a report from its executive committee.
A portion of the report reads:

“The committee feels that the business inter-
ests, as such, do not need charity to aid them
in rebullding the city. With $150,000,000 or
more, to be received from the insurance com-
panies, the banks in a strong, solvent condition,
bountiful harvests promised in the state and
general underlying business sound, any further
financial help should bhe looked for on'vy M
strictly business principles. In other words,
since the insursnce ingemnity o
place the destrored buildings, as well as stocks
of merchandise, and our banks are able to meet
general commerrial requirements, individuals or
institutions who may come. to find it necessary
or expedient to apply to outside sources for loans
should do so as occasion may arise, on the usual
basis of good security.

“We cannot rebuild in a day. We shall shortly
have more money than can be immediately used;
so it seems premature to assume that our re-
sources will prove inadequate, and especially
that the occasion demands the introduction of
untried methods of finance which would be found
to be illegal or otherwise impracticable.”

BENEFIT BRINGS $33,000.

Record  Programme  Entertains
Crowd—Many Stay All Day.

The San Francisco benefit at the Metropalitan
Opera House yesterday was without doubt the most
noteworthy ever given in this country in point of
size and quality, if not of receipts. Thirty-three thou-
sand dollars was the total for tickets, flowers, pro-
grammes and the like, and this sum will be turned
over to the Mayor of San Francisco with the pro-
vigion that it be used for the relief of the police,
firemen and “professional” people in the stricken
city. The benefi} began at 11 2. m. and lasted till 11
o'clock at night, and during all that time not a seat
in the house was vacant, except a few boxes, and
hundreds of the overflow (for more tickets were
sold than there was room for inside) were taken
One hunured and fifty
policemen were on hand, inside and out, to handie
the crowd, and everything went smoothly.

A souvenir programme, signed with the names of
all the performers, was offered at auction in the
evening. The bids ran from §0 to $250. Then a lit-
tle woman in a box bid $1,000 and got it. The name
of the successful bidder was announced as “Lotta”
Miss Charlotte Crabtree, the actress, who retired
from the stage after making her acting in child
parts known throughout the country.

The crowd began to assemble at 9:30 a. m., at
which time the “picnic” crowd, which evidently
intended to stay all day and was equipped with
luncheon, showed up. The house was filled at the
hour of opening, and this pienle element, which
had secured seats down in front. stayed all the
afternoon, and when 6:30 came showed no signs of
leaving. Of course, there was no way of com-
pelling them to leave, though every sort of annoy-
ance was inflicted on them. The lights were turned
out and a threat was made to send the sweepers
around, but eight hundred of them stayed on.
Meanwhile, the evening crowd was waiting out-
side, in a line stretching around to Seventh avcn‘ue,
and the police were having a hard time handling
the crush at the door.

LAWYER UNDER ARREST.

Henry W. Leonard Charged with
Perjury.

Henry W. Leonard, a lawyer, of No. 231 Broad-
way, was arrested yesterday in the Tombs police
court on the charge of perjury growing >ut of the
alleged bogus divorce case of Coppinger against
Coppinger. He was arraigned before Magistraie
Breen and held in $3,000 bail for examination this
morning,

According to Assistant District Attornay Vandi-
ver, an indictment charging grand larceny is still
pending against L.eonard. Mr. Vandiver savs that
Leonard was indicted in 1890 on the charge of hav-
ing received unlawfully $200 from Alice Frickel.

The charge of perjury is based on certain state-
ments made by Leonard on March 27 iast, before
Justice Davis, in the Supreme Court, vhen he was
examined as to his relation in the Coppinger divorce
case, in which he was charged with making out
alleged court decrees of divorce. Mr. Leonard said

that he thought they were made out by William J.
Bchooley, a former clerk in his office, who is now
in Sing Sing for grand larceny. The martter was
turned over to the District Attorney, and Leonard’'s
arrest foliowed.

MONEY VOTED FOR PARK NEEDS.

Board of Estimate Appropriates a Million
and a Half for Greater City.

On motion of Controller Metz the Board of Esti-
mate vesterday appropriated nearly $.,500,000 for
the maintenance of the parks, parkways and boule-
vards of the greater city. Manhattan and Rich-
mond got $%,000, with $59,000 *““leeway’’; Brooklyn
and Queens got $834,000, with $60,000, and The Bronx
$360,000, with $37.000. The “‘leeway’ so called is to
provide for differences in the actual cost of the re-
pairs, etc., and the estimated cost.

The Controller presented to the hoard a long re-
port from his investigating department, explaining
the reasons for the appropriations. All the Park
Commissioners had asked for more than was al-
lowed to them, the total of their domungs ex-
ceeding $3,000,000.

The city intends to spend between $3,000,000 and
$4,000,000 during 196 for small parks and play-
grounds. The Controller was instructed to confer
with the borough presidents and report as to tha
apportionment of the money. The cost of the River-
side Drive extension, estimated at $,000,000, will be
provided for by a special appropriation.

A public Improvement calendar of seventy-six
items was disposed of in lra than an hour. Im-
provements, to be covered by assessments, to the
amount of $431,000 were approved.
