EASTER ANd EASTER EGGS.
J. B. S.. Beaufort. S. C: (1) Please tell me

(1) Easter is one of the movable feasts, that
Is. it is not fixed to one particular day, like

'

Christmas Day, a. g.. wliich^is always kept on
December 25—but moves backward and for-
ward according as the fullmoon next after the
vernal equinox falls nearer or further from the
equinox. Easter, according to the regulation of
the Council at .Niece, must be determined from
the following conditions: First, Easter must be
celebrated \u25a0\u25a0it a Sunday. Second

—
Sunday

must follow the fourteenth day of the paschalmoon, so that If the fourteenth of the paschal
moon falls on a Sunday, then taster must be
ceeifcrated on the following Sunday. Third

—
paschal moon is that of which the fourteenth
day fulls on or next follows the day of the vernal
equinox. Fourth

equinox la fixed jnvaxi-

ably in the calendar on March 21. From these
conditions it follows that the paschal fullmoon,
cr ihe fourteenth day of the paschal moon,
cannot happen before the twenty-second day
cf March.

St. (2) The custom of presenting and eating
egps on Easter is of pagan origin. In China it
probably originated seven hundred years before
the Christian era. The same custom also ob-
tained in ancient Persia at a very early date.
In accordance with the tradition of the Magi,
the world was hatched from an egg in the be-
ginning of the season of the year which corre-
fponds with the vernal equinox, for which rea-
eon egss are popularly presented as New Year's
gifts by the modern Persians at this time of the
y^ar. Christianity, which blended pagan cus-
toms with Jo-wish observances, invested the
Paschal tg^ of the Jews, eaten in commemora-
tion of the exodus from Egypt, with a new sig-
nificance, namely, that of the resurrection of
Chrißt. raid it was colored red in allusion to the
blood shed for Einr.ers on the cross. In the
fourth century It was prohibited by the Church
to eat egffs during the forty days preceding
Easter, but, as the heretic hens could not be
prevented by this prohibition from laying eggs,
there was always a great abundance of eggs
tfter the fast. They were given to the children,

PORT WARDEN OF NEW YORK.
J. N. J. (Pattersonville. N. V.): a) What are

the duties required of a port warden of the Port
of New York? (2) How many wardens are there
and (3) what salary Is attached to the office?
(1) The port wardens have exclusive cognizance
of all matters relating to the surveys of vessels
and their cargoes arriving at the Port of New

York to distress, or damaged in that port, and
Are the Judges of the fitness of the cargo to be
reshipped to its port of destination. They spec-
ify the amount of damage which has occurred,

and are the Judges of the repairs necessary to
render such vessel again seaworthy, or of the
safety of the vessel and cargo on the Intended
voyage. The Board of Port Wardens transmits
a full and accurate account of their receipts and
expenditures to the state controller each year.
(2) The Governor (by and with the advice and
consent of the Senate) appoints nine port war-
dens, who hold office for the term of three years,

also one special port warden, who holds office
for two years. (3) The compensation of the
warden* is provided by fees collected from ship-
owners.

Although the ancients knew the. decimal nu-

meration, they could not use decimal mathe-
matics because they had no knowledge of the
cipher, which is a rather recent invention. In
the sixthcentury after Christ wofind among the
Hindoos and Chinese the first mention of a
round sign to classify the figures to decimal
order. Through the Intervention of the Arabs
the cipher came to us not before th* eleventh or
twelfth century. Before that epoch Itwas there-fore impossible to Imagine a decimal system.ana itrequired several centuries to realize theadvantages to be derived from the decimal
division of measures. In1670 a celebrated as-
trononaer of Lyon, named Mouton, was the firstto call attention to the advantage of such dlvi-sion, and all scientists who, after him. occupied
themselves with the reform of weights and

Tributes to His Increasing Im-
portance. !

. London. April25.
Mr. Winston Churchill remains the most In-

teresting personality in polities. His enemies
are mainly responsible for his Increased Im-
portance. They ridicule and revile him; and
that Is helpful for a rising man. Was not Mr.
Disraeli in his time laughed and Jeered Into
prominence when he persisted m rsaklns him-
self talked about toy his eccentricities of drees,
his theatrical style, his political romances and
his swaggering Independence as a free lance?
Mr. Churchill has changed sides In politics
early Inhis career, as Ms.Disraeli did, but he
has acted more soberly and with less frivolity
inabandoning Toryism on the Free Trade Issue
than the romance writer, whose affectation of
advanced Radicalism had failed to carry him
Into Parliament. His literary work has also
been sounder and more dignified, for his biog-
raphy of Lord Randolph Churchill has not been
marred by breaches of taste and whimsical
freaks of cleverness such as characterised the
early Disraeli novels. Ifhe has compelled peo-
ple to talk about him and to forecast a brill-
iant future for him. ithas been by sheer force
of intelligence, by genuine talent for debate, by
an Instinctive faculty for discerning the trend
of publicopinion and by phenomenal displays of
versatility and audacity. As his father had
mercilessly assailed Mr. Gladstone and as Mr.
Disraeli had violently attacked Sir Robert Peel,
so Mr. Churchill has defied so masterly a tacti-
cian as Mr. Balfour and so resourceful a de-
bater as Mr. Chamberlain: and he has come to
the front with an Irresistible rush as a man of
aggressive force, apparently destined for leader-
ship, ifhis precocious genius for politics can be
controlled by sobriety of Judgment.

The animosity and abuse which Mr. Churchill
has inspired are tributes to his Increasing im-
portance in public affairs. No other Minister
on the front government bench Is disliked and
feared in the same degree. The Prime Minister
Is personally popular with every section of the
Commons for his uniform courtesy In debate, his
genial optimism and the good natnred. pawky
humor with which he answers embarrassing

Questions. Mr. Asqulth. Mr. Morley, Mr.Bryce,

Sir Edward Grey, Mr. Haldane and other min-
isters are honored on both sides of the House
as loyal party men and efficient servants of the
Crown. Mr. Churchill Is singled out for con-
temptuous ridicule and acrid and Intemperate
criticism, to which his colleagues are not ex-
posed; and it Is not merely on account of his
change of party, but mainly because he Is a
hard hitter of amazing energy and resource,
with courage, coolness and dexterity requisite
for every emergency. Whether he is smiling
complacently when Incisive questions about
Colonial policy are to be answered, or with
flushed face and .vibrating tones Is menacing

Mr. Chamberlain with scornful gesture, he Is
the fighting man on the Liberal side, and his
opponents dread his impetuous attacks, and de-
scribe him as an Insolent swashbuckler and
reckless soldier of fortune. Naturally the Lib-
erals cheer lustilywhen he faces his most for-

midable opponent without flinching, and returns
blow for blow; and the trade-unionists are
drawn to him as a leader with democratic Im-
pulses In spite of his high lineage. With the
Prime Minister smiling approvingly when the
Under Secretary for the Colonies Is flinging sar-
casms across the table at Mr. Chamberlain, and

with the Jubilant shouts of the fighting Rad-
icals ringingInhis ears, Mr. Churchill needs to
be on his guard against the rashness and Im-
petuosity of youth. So far he has not lost his
self-possession and sanity of judgment.

Remembering the career of the father, hostile

critics are predicting a similar meteoric course
and final catastrophe for the son. Analogies

are frequently misleading, however, In the study
of temperaments. Mr. Churchill has inherited

his father's brilliant talents and Independence

of character; but he also has superior physical
resources and better health, works more syste-
matically and strenuously and has greater

steadiness of purpose and sounder judgment. A
most defective speaker at the outset, ha has cor-
rected his faults of breathing and delivery and
has become a brilliant debater, witha true sense
of literary form and the power of thinking
clearly while on his feet. When he prepares his
speeches he is apt to overstock them with#

epi-
grams and finished phrasing; and he Is heard to

the greatest advantage in the ordinary course
of debate when his cocksure manner is toned
down to firmness and confidence, and he Is
fluent and clear without being labored and

theatrical. He has been savagely attacked by

the Opposition press for his speeches on South
African affairs and Lord Milner's administra-
tion; but when the difficultyof mastering in a
few weeks the details of business In a depart-

ment like the Colonial Office is considered, it
must be admitted that he has shown great ap-

titude for work and remarkable coolness of Judg-

ment Subjected to the supreme test of replying

twice in a single day to Mr. Chamberlain, the
most formidable antagonist In the Commons,

Mr. Churchill has held his ground and vindi-
cated his right to be regarded as on© of the
coming leaders InEnglish publlolife. Brilliant
and almost startling as has been the rise of

this Commoner of thirty-two, there are sober
Qualities and reserves of character which indi-
cate that he willremain a permanent force In
English Liberalism.
