Professor Petrie Makes Important
Discoveries North of Cairo.

Baatoo, May 11.-Several detail* of recent impor-
tant discoveries made near Cairo by Professor Flin-
ders Petrie. the wan known Egyptologist, have been
received from htm by the Rev. Dr.William Copley
Wlnalow, the archajologist of this city. Dr. Wlutow
announce* thai Profesor Petrie has discovered the
remaina of the Temple of Onlaa. at Tel-El-Tahu-
dich. eighteen miles north ofCairo, and that he has
brought to light evidences of the presence of the
Hykßoa. or shepherd kings. In the Delta, thereby
solving an interesting puxsle on this point and that
in all probability the professor haa identified the
treasure city of Raamses. built by the Israelites in
bondage thousands of years before the time of
Christ The construction of the city Is referred to
in the first chapter of the Book of Exodus.

The mounds at Tel-El-Yahudich were visited and
described in ISS by Unant. the French engineer
and explorer. Subsequently Oreville Cheater. Hay
ter Lewis. Brugsca Bey and others examined or
excavated the site. InUsT. for tha Egypt Explora-
tion Fund. Professor Navllle made determined ef-
foi-ts to disclose the secrets of the mounds, but in
vain.

Professor Petrie tn his communication to Dr.
Wlnslow says:

Our discovery of the actual toirn and temple siteor Onias is beyond a doubt. Itis a very clear case

Besides the temple site and city, we have a re-

Yale and Columbia Perfect Flans to Prepare
for Consular and Other Work.

The detailed announcement of the plans for co-
opeiation between Tale and Columbia in educating
men for the consular service and other work abroad
was made yesterday. The system inaugurated is
designed to prepare students for any sort of work.
in foreign countries. Including business enterprises,
missionary work and scientific investigation.

The courses offered vary largely and are intended
to familiarize the student with the general subjects
required for successful work abroad and to enable
him to gain quick mastery of special problems that
may present themselves. Special courses are also
offered givingspecial knowledge of particular coun-
tries in which students may intend to work.

The language courses include elementary and ad-
vanced work in Spanish. Italian. Portuguese.
Dutch. Armenian, modern Persian. Arabic, Syriae.
Turkish and Chinese. Part of the work in each
course is to be done at Columbia and part at Yale.
The same division is made in the other courses,
which include work in physical and commercial
geography, trnsportatlon systems, markets, mate-
rials of commerce, forestry, tropical hygiene,
geology, anthropology, history of Spanish America,

Asia. Russia. India. Persia, China, th" United
States and the history of diplomacy, treaties and
colonization, a course in religions, economics and
principles of public finance, statistics, moi>ey and
banking, as well as French. Spanish, German, com-
rr«rcial and international law.

The successful completion of the courses offered
Is expected to take three years in the case of can-
didates for the consular service and two years in
other case?. On the completion of the work the
student willbe entitled to an appropriate certificate
signed by the presidents of Yale and Columbia.
Students who take the courses must have completed
at least two years of undergaduate work in some

A New Drama in Verse Produced
in Parit.

Paris, May 1.
"La VielUesee de Don Juan," the drama, tn

three acts and In verae by MM. Mounet-Bully

and Pierre Barbler. produced on Friday at the
Odton, is an amusing- study of a sort of Indian
summer outburst of love In the heart of an old
man. Don Juan, wounded Ina recent duel, ac-
cept* the hospitality of his cousin. Don Jose, a
quiet country nobleman, who, with his^pur*
minded, devoted wife and romantic daughter,
Ines, resides on the family estates In Anda-
lusia. Don Juan, now inhis sixtieth year, proves
his gratitude by narrating in verse endless
lectures upon love, and analyses in a somewhat
Hamlet-like manner the peculiar state of his
soul. Don Jose and his wife, Donna Isabelle.
Itsten with patience and learn that Don Juan.
In spite of all his adventures, has never yet
known what real love Is. Don Jose pleads for
conjugal love, based upon mutual esteem, which
survives the attacks of old age. Don Juan elo-
quently commends sensual love, free from legal
trammels. The beautiful Ines Is about to wed a
brilliant young- hidalgo, Don Fablen. Don
Juan charms all about him by his wit and
graceful conversation. He paints portraits of
the ladles, he recites poetry, and. although in
the twilight of his career, unconsciously wins
the heart of the fair Ines. who is only seven-
teen years old. Ines confesses her love to Don
Juan.

The old gallant sets forth in beautiful Alex-
andrine verse his appreciation of the purity of
the young girl,and for the first time feels genu-
ine repentance for his past crimes. He depicts
In violent colors the Infamy of his career. Ines,

Instead of being repelled by the grewsome pict-
ure, feels drawn closer than ever to Don Juan,
who, with well bred loftiness of sentiment that
the veteran rou* never before evinced, repels
the infatuated young girl's Impulsive instincts.
Don Fabien, arriving unexpectedly, puts a
wrong interpretation on the situation, and er-
roneously supposes that Don Juan haa so far
forgotten himself as to show want of respect
to the girl whom he is about to wed. Don
Fabien attacks Don Juan. A duel ensues. Don
Juan, being much the better swordsman of the
two, soon disarms Don Fabien, and spares his
life. Don Juan is disgusted at his own bravado,

and is unable to marry Ines because his
wife. Donna Elvira, from whom he has long

been separated, is still living. Don Juan, at
last repentant, unites the hands of Ines and
Fabien. and. realizing that this Is the only in-
stance of pure, genuine love that he has ever
experienced, commits suicide by taking poison.

Upon this slight theme are woven three acts
t>f sonorous verse. The literary qualities of the
play far exceed its dramatic merits. The part
of Don Juan is played by the author. M. Mou-
net-Sully, dean of the Comedie Franchise, who
by special permission of the Minister of Pub-
lic Instruction was authorized to appear on the
stage of the Odeon Theatre. The acting is cer-
tainly superb. It is a succession of Velasquez-
like pictures, and is enthusiastically received
hy the public, although Itespecially appeals to
the literary amateur. In spite of the false ring
Inseparable from changing the nature of popular
idealized characters. "Don Juan in his Dotage,"
as this new play might well be termed, is a suc-
cess. The hero's motives and impulses are al-
together inconsistent with those of the Don Juan
of Lope de Verga, of Tlrso de Molina, of Mollere,

of Byron, of Dumas, of Alfred de Musset, of
Gluck or of Mozart. After all, a repentant Don
Juan is as great an Incongruity as a tender
hearted Torquemada, a white haired cherubim,

a truthful Tartuffe or a decrepit Venus.
