The fight by the Atlantic Telephone Company to
get its automatic telephones into this city was be-
gun vesterday bhefore the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment. It looks like the beginning of a
hard and long campaign.

Martin W. Littleton presented the argument of
the Atlantic Telephone Company, while the inter-
ests of the New York Telephone Company were
represented by ex-Controller Grout and John G.
Milburn.

1t was learned last night that the financial back-
ers of the Atlantic Telephone Compapy are J. B.
Russell & Co., brokers, and principal owners of the
Chicago freight subway svstem, and George W.
¥airchild, of the Guardian Trust Company. In
Wall Street 1t is =aid that J. B. Russell & Co. and
Mr. Fairchild have made arrangements to continue
the campaign indefinitely.

Mr. Littleton said vesterday that If the Board of
Pstimate and Apportionment would give his com-
pany for twenty-five years what the city has given
the New York Telephone Company for the last
twenty-five yvears in the way of a monopoly of the
énets of the Emplre City Subway Company, and
ahout $£300,00 a year (the equivalent of the city's
telephone bhill), his company would give the city
the use of 1.0 telephones without cost and would
guarantee a rate of only two cents a message.

This offer, made informally, greatly intervsted
Controller Metz, who told his colleagues that if the
company svould bind itself to furnish telephones at
$i2 u vear he would vote that the company get its
franchise for nothing, with unrestricted use of the
ducts now monopolized by the New York Telephone
Company.

The Council Chamber was packed with spectators
when the hearing began, with Patrick ¥. McGowan,
President of the Board of Aldermen, in the chair,
Mavor McClellan heard part of the arguments.
Air. Cromwell, of Richmond, was the only absentee.

The Mayor, the Controller, President Coler of
Brooklyn, and Mr. McGowan presented for the
minutes several hundred letters and telegrams com-
g and opposing the application of the At-
Telephone Company.

Atlantic Telephone Company has amended its
proposition since it first submitted it, in December
last, and as amended it is, in brief, as follows:

Pay, in advance, $100,000 as an evidence of good
faith. Pay an increasing percentage of gross re-
ceipts for its franchise. Furnish the city free of
charge as many telephones as it shall require.

("harge five cents a message for messages wholly
one borough, and not to exceed 15 cents to
wo points in the ecity. The rates to
subscrit from 30 to 50 per cent lower than
the old company's rates in effect the first of this
ysa;rl nder the franchise and plant to the city at
the end of twenty-five yvears, the city to thereafter
own it absolutely.

Opening for the opposition, Mr. Grout sald the
question was whether it was to the interest of the
people to have a duplication or triplication of the
sgervice, He said the interest of the city was co-
incident with the interest of the company now in
the field. If competition was a goof thing, he said,
more competition was a better thing. There were
now, he said, the applications of two other com-
panies besides the Atlantic Telephone Company,
three other companies contesting the right to fran-
chises and six new companies seeking to get into
the city.

He declared that the condltions were similar to
those which existed when the several gas com-
panies In Brooklyn and New York were seeking
franchises several years ago, only eventually to be
gathered together in one big monopoly. He re-
ferred to the street railway traffic merger as an-
other economic certainty. While competition be-
1ween railways was natural, the telephone service,
he said, was not.

“The telephone is no good to you,” he sald, “un-
les= you can reach all the other people who have
telephones. With more than one telephone com-
pany you have a division that lessens the utility of

the telephone to those who use it. Eventually there
" must be consolidation, and if you have a useless
competition you have a useless duplication of cap-
ftal.”

Even if the new telephone rates are cheaper than
the old, he said, the cost to the public would be
greater, for it would have to have two telephone
services. The whole economic thought on the sub-
ject, he contended, was that the telephone was a
natural monopoly and could be controlled only by
public regulation or public control.

Mr. Grout said that careful research had failed
to disclose one writer on economic problems who is
in favor of a dual telephone system. He referred
to the fact that in all large European cities and
countries there is a unified system of telephone
service.

Concluding, he said that the admission of a2 new
company would involve the tearing up of the
sireets again, as all the wires must by law be under
ground. Surely, he said, New York did not want
it streets torn up again.

Tohn G. Milburn, general counsel for the New
York Telephone Company, who followed, said there
was no logical or practical reason for the admis-
#ion of a new telephone company in New York.

‘“I'nless the existing system Is bad,” said Mr.
Milburn, “and unless its service is bad and an
exorbitant price is charged for that bad service,
&nd unless there is no cure for the evilis but the
admission of another company, the present utility
should not be malmed and mutilated.”

He sald that these propositions could not be up-
beid, The telephone system in New York, he said,
was the best and most efficlent in the world, and
had been so described by competent authorities who
had investigated systems throughout the world. He
declared that the present company had adopted
every improvement to increase the cfficiency of the
eervice, and had during its existence no less than
tr times torn up its entire plant and thrown it
into the scrap hea;;‘l to replace it by newer and

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CONTROL OF FRANCHISES SETTLED.

Board of Estimate Adopts Metz’s “Committee
of the Whole” Plan.

At the meeting of the Board of Estimate vester-
day Borough President Ahearn of Manhattan of-
fered a resolution by which all applications for
franchises shall be referred to the Controller,
President of the Board of Aldermen and President
of the Borough affected. Controller Metz at once
offered a substitute, that ail applications for fran-
chises he finally referred to the committee of the
whole, which should report to the Board of Esti-
mate.

President Ahearn sald he was satisfied with this
arrangement, so long as it offered a free discussion

of franchise applications before the full board.
The board voted unanimously for Controller Metz's
substitute. The plan provides that the franchise
bureau shall now make *“suggestions” to the com-
mittee of the whole inste of “reports” to the
Board of Estimate.

Followlnf the adoption of this plan several mat-
ters affecting franchises were referred to the com-
mittee of the whole.

FAVOR LOOP BETWEEN BRIDGES.

Ridgewood Board of Trade Members Will
Hold Meeting to Push Project.

At the regular meeting of the Ridgewood Board
of Trade, Friday evening, a date is to be decided
upon for a mass meeting to consider means for
pushing forward the campaign for a connecting
elevated loop in Manhattan between the bridges
crossing the East River. President Schinzel of the
board said yesterday:

Our board is for this proposition, to a man. It is
the only practicable solution of our transit problem
at present. I greatly fear that we will not have
subways out this way in less than twenty-five
vears. This prospect has been made more certain
by the blow given to subways by the recent action
of the Rapid qh'unsh; Board in shelving most of the
routes in Brooklyn. Even the rest of Brooklyn,
outside of this section, will not be able to depend
on subway transit in less than twenty years, in all
probability. £

The present state of things is disgusting. The
Willlamsburg Bridge, which is the natural and.
jogical route from this section to New York, is now
practically useless, and will be so unless this loop

lan is carried through. That would utilize this

yridge as it should be utllized and do away with the
delay to which we are now subjected In using the
Brooklyn Bridge, with the necessity of changing at
this end and an overcrowded terminal at Park Row.

BELMONT PEOPLE RIP UP STREET.

Get Permit at Last—Residents Denounce
Company—Police Take a Hand.

Contract.ors for the Belmont tunnel began yester-
day to tear open the north half of the roadbed of
4th street, Long Island City, from West to East
avenues, a distance of three blocks. Property own-

ers assembled and denounced the tunnel company
and the authorities. A squad of police, under Cap-
tain Tracy, appeared on the scene. Captain Tracy
demanded to know if the workmen had a permit,
and one was produced, signed by Borough President
Bermel.

The permit gives the contractors permission to
open up the street. without regard to restrictions.
The application for the permit was made ten days
ago, and in expectation of its being issued ma-
chinery was dellvered along the street. The per-
mit, however, was then refused, and the police were
instructed to prevent the streets from being torn up.
It is expected that some of the property owners
will appeal to the courts to stop the work.

MAYER UPHOLDS LAW IN LABOR CASE.

Says Public’s Interests Demand Restricting
Women’s Hours of Work.

Attorney General Mayer filed yesterday with the
justices of the Court of Special Sesstons a brief up-
bolding that section of the Labor law which forbids
the employment of women in factories after 9 p. m.
or before & a. m. It has been contended in some
quarters that the law could be construed so as to
affect all women in all large offices and business
establishments—notably stenographers and type-
writers.

Several months ago David L. Williams, president
of the Williams Printing Company, No. 437 Eleventh
avenue, was arrested, charged with violating Sec-
tion 77 of the Labor law in permitting several
women typesetters to work overtime at night. The
case went to Special Sessions, where the facts wers
admitted by Mr. Williams, but his counsel put in
a demurrer, alleging the unconstitutionality of the
law.

Among other things, Attorney General Mayer says:

It is academic that the right to labor and to con-
tract for labor is subject to limltations growing
out of the duties which the individual owes to
sociaty. It §s a matter of universal knowledge that
continuous standing on the feet by women for a
great man{ consecutive hours is deleterious to their
lealth. It must logically follow that that which
would deleteriously affect any great number of
women must necessarily affect the public welfare.

No date has been fixed yet for a decision of the
case by the Court.

COMPANY PAID AGENT FOR LOBBYING.

So Northwestern Official Testifies Before
Legislative Investigating Committee.

Milwaukee, May 11.—Vice-President George
C. Markham of the Northwestern Mutual Life
Insurance Company continued his testimony at
to-day’s session of the special legislative insur-
ance investigating committee.

Mr. Markham could not tell what work was
performed by two Illinois attorneys who re-
ceived $1,500 for services before the Iilinois
Legislature in 1901. It developed that J. B. Mc-
Guire, the general agent for the company in
Southern Illinois, received approximately $1,500
for looking after legislative matters in Illinois
in one year and $1.000 in another. Mr. Mark-
ham testified that the company had at one time
paid a fine and costs of $1,040 for an agent
charged with rebating in Illinois. The witness
sald an investigation showed that the agent was
innocent.

Mr. Markham defended the proxy system of
electing trustees.

NO EYE-BAR PATENT—LINDENTHAL.

Ex-Bridge Commissioner Declares His Arch
Stiffening Plan Was Followed.

Gustav Lindenthal, who was Bridge Commis-
sloner in Mayor Strong's administration and made
plans for the Manhattan Bridge which involved
the use of eye-bar cables, sald yesterday that it
was not true that he had any patent for eyve-bar
construction. There were no patents for eye-bars,
he said, and engineers were as free to use eye-bar
cables as wire cables in the construction of
bridges.

His patent, Mr. Lindenthal said, related to meth-
ods of stiffening arches In bridge construction. He
applied for the patent to protect his “‘mental prop-
erty” while he was Bridge Commissioner, but the
patent was not granted until long after his term
of office expired. His plan of stiffening arches
was followed in the plans for the Manhattan

Bridge, he said, but {t was preposterous to suppose
that he would have made the city pay him any-
thing for the use of his patented method, since he
had been a salaried official of the city in preparing
the plans for the bridge. He was ready at any
time, he said, to declare that he had no claim for
compensation if the plans he drew should be car-
ried out in the construction of the bridge.

EVANS OUT OF INSURANCE EXCHANGE.

Has Not Rescinded His Resignation—In-
creased Rates Discussed.

Although he has rescinded his thirty-day notice
of the withdrawal of the Continental Insurance
Company, of which he is president, from the New
York Fire Insurance Exchange, Henry Evans did
not withdraw his resignation as vice-president of
that body. He made that plain in a letter he wrote
to the exchange yesterday.

The vice-president is an ex-officio member of all
committees and receives notice of all meetings.
Yesterday Mr. Evans received such a notice, ad-
dressed to him as “vice-president.” He wrote back
that he wanted it distinetly understood that he had
resigned that office, the resignation to take effect
at once.

There was a meeting of several companies in favor
of the increase yesterday, when the trouble over
the action taken a week ago was informally dis-

cussed. It is posslble that another meeting of the
exchange may be held soon to see whether some-
thing cannot be done to satisfy the Willlamsburg
City, which objects 1o the way in which the rates
were raised, rather than to the increase itself. Al]
desire to have this company remain in the ex-
change, but are satisfied to have the Continental go
its own way.
