DOG KEEPS DEPUTY FROM AUTO.

Tandem Crashes Down Hill and Single
Wheelman Follows Suit.

Two bicyclists were seriously hurt yesterday
while coasting down the Highland avenue hill.
East New York, and one of them. George Dunkel,
fifteen years old, of No. 163 Jackson street, nar-
rowly escaped being dashed in front of a trolley
car.

Edward Bride, seventeen years old. of No. 329
South 4th street, and John Berber, of No. 319 South
4th street. Brooklyn, coasting on a tandem bicycle,

were half way down the hill when thp machine
jot beyond their control. To save themselves they
took a sharp turn into the side of the road. Bride's
face was badly lacerated, but Berger escaped prac-
tically unhurt.
A policeman of the Liberty avenue station tele-

phoned to the Bradford Street Hospital for an
ambulance. Before it had arrived George Dunkol
came speeding down the hill, and, finding a col-
lision with a trolley car of the Jamaica line in-
evitable, he made a flying leap from the machine.
When Dr. Holtiiaußen arrived he had another pa-
tient. Dunkel'B scalp was badly cut. Boih bicycles
were wrecked.

the congregation. Not a few members of thecongregation do not know exactly what they
voted upon."

Mr. Hoke began to read the charges amid an
everincreaslng din. He had finished only a
few paragraphs when he could no longer beheard. Cries of "Sit down!" and "You're out of
order!" Interrupted him. For a few moments
Mr. Hoke paid no attention to them, and then,
when he could no longer be heard, he ceased read-ing,and announced, when comparative calm hadensued, that If the congregation did not desire
to hear the charges, perhaps the members might
care to read them personally, and that at the
end of the meeting he would distribute copies.
Many members availed themselves of the privi-
lege.

"The -whole thing has been a star chamber
proceeding," said Mr. Hoke yesterday afternoon
IIntend to stick to the First Church, and I

think that Mrs. Grannis does, likewise."

BICYCLISTS HURT WHILE COASTING.

Many Leave Church When Charges
Are Being Read.

Amid great confusion, accompanied by cries
of "You're out of order!" and a general exodus
on the part of the congregation, the final steps in
the outstlng of Mrs. Elizabeth B. Grannis from
membership in the First Disciples Church of
New Tork were taken at the close of the morn-
Ins; service yesterday.

Mrs. Grannis stepped out Into the aisle and
demanded, in the name of fair play, that she
have a chance to hpld membership In the church
of her choice and to which she had given the
labor of many of the best years of her life.

She had hardly begun her speech when there
was a shifting movement in the congregation.

Heads were turned and many left the church.
Mrs. Grannis stood unmoved through Itall. and
when she had finished sat down. Others, how-
ever, without leaving their pews, stood up In
them.

SUPPORT SHORTER SPELLING.

Arraigned for Failure to Take His Passen-
gers Away from Battleships.

Jacob Ehrenlch. of No. 952 Washington avenue.
The Bronx, was arraigned before Magistrate Cor-
nell yesterday morning, in the West Side court, by

Detective Hart, on the charge of operating a ferry
without a license.

Ehrenich owns a launch about forty feet long.
Ever since the squadron of battleships has been
anchored In the Hudson River he has been carrying
people back and forth from them, charging SO cents
for a round trip.

Yesterday morning Hart bought a ticket from
Ehrenich for the trip. He was taken to one of the
battleships.

The de-
tective explained to the magistrate that he had
received numerous complaints about the boatmen
and asked him to make an example In this case.

Magistrate Cornell said it would be impossible to
do anything to the boatman on the complaint as
drawn up, but if In future people arrested were
charged with disorderly conduct he would see what
he could do. .Ehrenich was then discharged with a
warning.

CHINESE OPPOSE CUSTOMS EDICT.

London. May 14 —The "Ttmes's" Peking corre-

spondent says that many high Chinese officials
express disapproval of the recent cusoma edict,

which they attribute to the Influence of Yuan
Shi Kai.

The Turkish officials who boarded the Odysseus
took the vessel to Kayak. where she was anchored
under the guns of the fortress.

The reply expresses
regret and promises to punish the officials respon-
sible for it. but it proposes a reduction of the In-
demnity of $3.50) which Germany demanded. The
German protest described the seizure of the Odys-
seus as an act of piracy.

PROBING WOMAN'S STORY.

Porte's Reply Unsatisfactory— Full
Compliance Demanded.

Constantinople, May IS.—Tabah has been
evacuated by Turkish troops by order of the
Sultan.

The Porte's reply on Friday to the British
note agreed to the evacuation of Tabah and to
the appointment of a commission for the de-
limitation of the boundary, but It was couched
in mich terms as to make It not acceptable to
Sir Nicholas R. O'Conor. the British Ambassa-
dor, and he has insisted on complete satisfaction
being given before the expiration of the limit
set by the British note. ItIs fully expected that
this will be accorded.

London. May 14.—According to special dis-
patches from Constantinople printed in this
morning's newspapers, the Porte's reply to the
British note promised to restore former condi-
tions on the Binai Peninsula and the delimita-
tion of the frontier by Turkish and Egyptian
officials now on the spot. Sir Nicholas R.
O'Conor. the British Ambassador to Turkey, ln-
rlsts on the delimitation by an Anglo-Turkish

commission. This is the demand the Sultan
is trying to evade, as it would acknowledge
Great Britain's protectorate over Egypt and
the severance of Egypt from the Ottoman Em-
pire, while the Sultan wishes to maintain before
the world that Egypt still Is a portion of his
empire.

"The Morning Post's" Constantinople corre-
spondent says that Tewflk Pacha, the Turkish
Foreign Minister, subsequently furnished to
Ambassador O'Conor explanations which he
considered satisfactory, thus ending the crisis.

"The Chronicle's" Alexandria correspondent
gives an official dispatch which Ghazl Ahmet
Moukhtar Pacha* the Turkish Commissioner
at Cairo, received from Constantinople. It
says:

As the occupation of Tabah was Intended only
to preserve the status quo of the Sinai Peninsula
by preventing the erection of military fortifica-
tions, and as necessary guarantees have now
been received, the Porte has issued orders for Its
troops to withdraw from Tabah to their original
place. They will be conveyed by the British
cruiser Diana. Negotiations are now proceed-
ing to secure a final settlement of the Sinai
question.

PORTE REPLIES TO GERMAN PROTEST.

Father Driven by Flames from
Room Where TwoBabies Slept.

Pittsburg. May 13—In a fire that destroyed
the home of Marcus A. Woodward, at Clifton,
this county, last night, two children, Margaret,

twenty-one months, and Marcus, eight months
old. were burned to death. Their bodies were
found in the ruins when the lire had burned
Itself out.

Mr. Woodward was reading in the library
and on smelling smoke he opened a door that
led to the upper story where the children slept.
The flames and heavy clouds of smoke Imme-
diately enveloped him and drove him from the
house. Repeated efforts to reach the childrenwere baffled by the flames. A number of valu-
able works of art. the property of Mr. Wood-ward, were also destroyed by the fire.

FIGHT IN ZION CITY.

Dowie Forced to Quit Platform by
Voliva Faction.

Chicago. May 13.—A meeting at Zlon City this
afternoon, over which John Alexander Dowie pre-
sided, was broken up by a number of followers
of Voliva. assisted by outsiders, and before the
crowd dispersed a general fight ensued.

Dowie was addressing an audience of 800 persons
and made the statement that the overseers of the
Voliva faction were thieves and robbers. At once
a number of those in the audience were on their
feet, shouting. "No. no, you are the robber! Why
don't you pay your debts?" The disturbance be-
came so violent that a Zion guard was sent to
restore order. The guard took hold of an old
man who was loudest in his demands for Dowie
to pay his obligations, and tnis was a signal for
a fight.

A dozen men seized the guard and were about to
drag him down the aisle, when Gladstone Dowie
and Deacon Arlington mounted the platform and'
called on the audience to take their seats. Afterquiet had been restored Dowie again attempted to
proceed with the meeting, but he was Jeered andcalled traitor and robber until he finally decided to
dismiss the audience.

MISSIONS IN FAR EAST.

Speakers Tellof Conditions There at

Methodist Celebration.
The fiftieth anniversary of the establishment of

the Fbrelgn Missionary Society of the Methodist
Episcopal Church was celebrated with a Wg meet-
Ing at Carnegie Hall yesterday afternoon. The
Rev. Dr. William F. Oldham. missionary bishop of
India, presided Mrs. J. Ellen Foster, who went
with the Taft party to the Far East, and who later
Investigated conditions among the missionaries in
India, delivered an address on foreign missionary
work and the modes of lifeof the Orientals. Bishop
Oldham inttrrupted Mrs. Foster, as her address
was prolonged, and announced that "Bishop Tho-
burn would tell stories."

Bishop Thoburn said that he witnessed the lay-
Ing of the cornerstone of the only women's college
on the continent of Asia, and had been almost the
first European to be admitted to audience with
three hundred women and girls who "lived behind
the screen." which Is the expression for the women
In the seclusion of the harem. He said he was
just as much troubled as they. Now he was in-
formed, he said, that twenty-five applications had
been received for the admission of daughters of thewomen 10 the women's college.

Mrs. Butler told how frightened she and all the
other women on the ship were when they saw the
first of the natives on their arrival at Calcutta.

OAGERES HARD PRESSED
Poverty and Revolution Menace

Santo Domingo.
San Juan. P. R.. May 8 (Special).— lnformation

Just received from Santo Domingo confirms previ-
ous assertions to the effect that the present state
of the country is distressing in the extreme. The
resources of the republic, strained to their utmost
under President Moralcs's rule.' in order to cover
the most urgent needs of the administration, are
no longer sufficient to run the government and at
the 'same time satisfy the many demands of Presi-
dent Caeeres's followers, whose only object In fight-
ing for him was» the promise of.speedy and abun-
dant reward. This reword. !a the majority of
.cases, has not been forthcom and Caceres and
his Cabinet are at their wits' end to satisfy these
pressing demands. Already many of the dissatis-
fied generals are loud In their complaints, and the
greatest caution Is needed In dealing with these
refractory citizens.

The artisans are also troublesome, for since the
beginning of the Caceres administration all the
public works begun by the Morales government
have been discontinued, and there are hundreds of
idle workmen. Many peaceably Inclined peasants
who are tired of being forced to fight have aban-
doned their plantations and sought refuge In the
woods; others have not yet laid down their arms
since the last revolution, and their fields are run-
ning to ruin. ItIs feared that the crops this year
willbe small. The customs duties, at all times dis-
tressing, are now unbearable to the middle and
lower orders. The price of sugar has fallen. Th«
expenses of the administration are dally Increased,
by the .necessity of rushing troops from one ex-
tremity of the country to the other to put down
petty uprisings. The gunboat President© is de-
tained in the River Osama owing to the recent
drouth.
It is asserted that the palace at Santo Domingo

resembles a lunatic asylum. The Cabinet Is unable
to take any measures to relieve the situation. The
jails, noisome in the extreme and exhaling pesti-

lential vapors, are crowded with starving pris-

oners. These unfortunate creatures are guarded
by detachments of no less squalid and scarcely

better fed soldiers.
The engrossing topic is the possibility of ex-

President Morales' return to power. In many of
the towns it is believed that he is encamped on
the Hayttan border directing the movements of tl«e
lnsiigents there, but he is at present settled to a
pleasant cottage In Santurce. a suburb of this
city.,quietly watching developments. Among the
enemies of the present administration In Santo
Domingo sentiment Is divided between ex-Presi-

dents Jimenez and Morales. Had Jimenes united
with Morales after his arrival here they would
perhaps have been >masters of the republic, but
Jimenez refuses to have anything to do with

Morales.

Ifonly wohad In our hands a satisfactory history
of English orthography we should find an easy
answer to on«» protest frequently made against any
proponed simplification of our spelling. This is to
the effect that it is our duty to preserve for our
children the orthography which was used by Ad?l-
son and by 'Swift, by Milton and by Shakespeare.
since the spelling that was good enough for these
great masters of English literature ought purely to
be pood enough for us. But tills protest is never
voiced by any one who Is familiar with the original
editions of Milton ami of Shakespeare; It Is possible
to those who are familiar only with the ordinary
llbjary editions set up in "modern spelling"—that
I*to «ay. in the spelling arbitrarily agreed on in the
printing offices of the eighteenth century, and
ignorantly accepted by Dr. Johnson. This "modern
spelling" misrepresents the text of the masters of
English literature. Altho It was accepted In most
of the editions issued In the nineteenth century, it
Is now rejected by the severer scholarship of our
own time, which insists on reproducing the original
orthography.

The multiplication of these more scholarly edi-
tions of the English clam „•» will soon convinceeven the careless reader that English spelling has
always been shifting, and that It was often simpler
in the past than it is to-day. It will convince him
that the so-called "modern spelling" has no sanctityfrom use by the masters. Itis not the spelling of
Addlson and Swift, of Milton and of Shakespeare-
it Is only the spelling of Samuel Johnson, author of
the "Vanity of Human wishes." It is the spelling
of yesterday, but It Is not the spelling of the day
before yesterday; and It willnot be the spelling of
to-morrow. Many of the more cumbersome forms of
the Johnsonian
