At the beginning of each renewal period a reap-

praisement was to be made under th© terms of the
lease, and it is estimated by the exchange man-
agement that by 1912 the land would be appraised

at not much less than $2,800,000. which would mean

that the ground rent would be about $50,000 a year
larger than at present.

Tonnage Booked for 1907 Greater than Pro-
duction in 1905, the Estimate.

Pittsburg. May 17.—Since the order books were
opened two weeks ago. the United States Steel
Corporation, the Colorado Fuel and Iron Company,

the Joneii & Laughlin Steel Company, the Pennsyl-

vania Steel Company, the Maryland Steel Com-
pany and the Tennessee Coal and Iron Company

have booked an aggregate of 1.000.01k) tons of steel
rails for delivery In1907.

This is an unprecedented amount of business for
th's time of year in the history of the steel trade.
It ls estimated that the tonnage booked by the
various companies is more than 700.000 tons above
the actual production of the United States in 1905.
For present indications the year 1907 will be more
active in the production of steel rails than any
previous year.

Massachusetts Upholds Constitutionality of
Law Against Trade Discrimination.

May 17.—A decision against the Conti-
nental Tobacco Company, upholding the constitu-
tionality of the state law for the protection of
tradrrs, was announced to-day by the Supreme
Court of MassaehusettD.

Th»- statute involved prohibits contracts which
would amount to unfair competition against weak
deal* rs. Its constitutionality was questioned by
A tinStrauss, ar>. agent of the tobacco company, who
ha<l been found guilty in the lower court of selling
to RridgewatT and Brockton tobacco jobbers on
more- favorable terms than to other dealers, withtl'< proviso that they deal exclusively with the
Continental company.

The court holds the statute constitutional, its de-
sign being to prevf-nt a monopoly of the market inany line.
