MAGAZINE FOB BAILWAT MEH.

Full Process of Manufacture m
Formosa Described.

American experiments in the manufacture «C
oolong tea have up to this time been scarcely suo>
cessful. A general description of the process c-
curing such teas in Formosa may furnish torn*
hints which willbe of value to those who are try-
Ing to produce the article In this country. Th«
facts are furnished by former United States Consul
Anderson at Amor.

Formosan plants used for oolong teas are, as %
rule, more rank in their growth than the Hang*
chow teas used in the United States tor the pro-
duction of olng. This is due t th* climate off
Formosa being much more damp and much warmer
than that of the American fields. The leaf is
handled less expeditiously in Formosa than it
seems to be in this country. Itla picked generally
by women and children, and as picked iiIs placed
In closely woven baskets. which are sometimes
lined with Jute cloth.

When delivered to th« curing house the leaves
are spread out In the open air. In the sunshine, Itpossible, on a bamboo mat or in low bamboo trays,
and are stirred every five or seven minutes, until
they are somewhat wilted, th* edges are pliable
and signs of fermentation are visible. The t**a Is
then placed In bamboo trays, about four poun«l3 to
the tray, which are placed In racks, one above th*other, with space enough between to allow th*
free circulation of air and enable the workmen to
manipulate the leaves. They are stirred up in
these trays at intervals of from seven M twelve
minutes, the fermentation being regulated and
kept as even as possible by this means Fermenta-
tion ordinarily Is allowed to proceed for about two
hours, after which a rack of tea. about forty
pounds of th* leaf, as a rule, is turned into a
large circular bamboo tray, and again stirred and
manipulated for two hours more. At the end of
the process the edges of the leaf ara somewhatdry. reddish brown in color, and have considerable
of the odor of prepared tea.

The leaf is then, in lots of four or fhre pounds,
placed In metal firing pans over charcoal fires hotenough to wilt and curl the leaf, giving it the soft,
spongelike quality of damp tea leaves, and enabling
it to be rolled, this firing and wiltingbeing accom-
panied by a rapid stirring and tossing of th* leaf
In each pan. The lot of tea is then turned Into a
round bottomed pan fixed In the end of a benchupon which a workman sits, and the tea Is rolled
by hand to give It something of th* form of ordi-
nary country cured Chines* or Japanese teas. ThisrollingIs followed by a drying sufficient to gat th*
leaf In such shape that it can be transported to tn*
export firer. Itis packed injute bags holding about
sixty-six pounds. Itis dry. but It lacks the brtttl*
condition of the tea as Itis received abroad, and la
much lighter In color than th* oolong known to **"\u25a0\u25a0
foreign trade.

The final firing for export is done In bamboo
baskets, which give th* name of "basket flred**
to the product. The firing which produces charac-
teristic oolongr is generally don* in a medium
sized room in some of the large brick buildings of
the great tea establishments. A brick platform,

about twenty inches high,is constructed. In which
are round holes, about two feet deep and two fee;
!n diameter, usually about a. foot apart, and num-bering from fifty to three hundred, or even four
hundred. Ineach of these holes a charcoal fire Isbuilt, and the charcoal is burned until all flamiidisappears, the room becoming a great furnace.
Into which the coolies rush with mouths and nos-
trils covered, to stir the fires and preptv* th*
little furnaces. When the charcoal in each hula, or
furnace, becomes a bed of live coals without flam*
It Is covered with charcoal ashes to temper th*
heat and preserve the fir». The entire room !«
still hot, and is maintained in that condition CMdays at a time.

The bamboo baskets containing tha tea lea—-•
are about two feet in diameter and three feet high.
They are open at both ends, and have a slew* .
placed a little below the centre as a bottom. f_cr*
basket is plac«<l over one of the little holes, wltH
about seven pounds of the green leaf In IS. Th*
leaf Is then practically untouched for about thrt*
hours, until it has become evenly heated. Siren
then pass from basket to basket, stirring the leaf,
bo as to kt>?-i> the drying process even and regular,
a stirring about once an hour being th* rule. Itgenerally requires from seven to twelve hours *fsuch firing to evaporate thoroughly all moisture
in the leaf, when it is ready for the export market,

Machine curing of tea has been tried In Formosa, •
and the Japanese government Is now supportrac
an experimental machine plant at Anping. Teamen are generally agreed, however, that th* re-
sults so far have not been successful or satis-
factory from any standpoint. There is no present
likelihood of the machine method succeeding that
of hand firing.

Archbishop Farley, accompanied by his (secretary,
the Rpv.

There are many
rumors about regarding the Archbishop's trip, and
some would have It that there is more in it than
appears on the surface. Itla said that he has been
invited to Rome by the Pope, but this was denied
at the Cathedral rectory yesterday.

Several days ago the Archbishop told the city
priests at a meeting that he was going to Rome
for the purpose of arranging for the construction
of new altars and Interior fixings for the new
Lady Chapel, which ls practically the unfinished
portion of St. Patrick's Cathedral.

At the same time be hinted that a wealthy fam-
ily had given nearly 126,000 for the erection -of one
of the altars in the chapeel and that he expected

other gifts to complete the fixings In the remaining
smaller chapels. All told, th* Lady Chapel will
cost more than &M.OOO when it is completed. The
structure itself was the gift of the late Mrs.
Eugene Kelly,widow of the banker. She left about
$350,000 for this purpose, and her executors have
added another 050,000 to it since her death. The
exterior of the chapel Is completed, but it will be
some months yet before the interior painting and
decorating and erection of altars are completed.
It i; not expected that It willbe consecrated before
next spring.

Two Hundred Cocopahs at Yuma, Ariz.,In-
censed at Killingof Tribesman.

Yuma. Ariz.. May 17 (Special).— There ls uneasi-
ness in Yuma owing to the attitude of some two

hundred Cocopah Indians who, encamped in the
river bottom below the town, seem to be making

war medicine.
The Indian* are excited over the killingof one of

their number, a sub-chief, about a week ago by
Deputy Sheriff Tgnaclo Molina. The officer had
been trying to hreak up a debauch in an Indian
camp and arrest those responsible. In chasing one
of the warriors Molina's foot slipped. That is how

he explains the fact that a bullet from his pisitol
accomplished fatal work. Instead of serving merely
as an Invitation to stop. The same bullet smashed
a bottle of whiskey the Indian was hugging to his
breast.

Berlin Association Takes Action—Better

Berlin. May 18.—The Association of Berlin
Metal Working Establishments voted to-day to
lock out 60 per cent of their workmen on June
25. Conditions In the iron and steel trade have
undergone marked Improvement since May 1,
and prices of nearly all unfinished goods have
advanced. Ithi reported that the German steel
trust has received heavy orders from San Fran-cisco, but the export of steel has been declining,
owing to increased, home demands.

AMNESTY TO CUBANB ASBURED.

The amendment excepts from the benefit of the
act those who took part in the Clenfuegos dis-
turbance of September 22, 1905. and the Guana-
bacoa outrage of February 24. 1906.

GERMAN DEFAULTER SENTENCED.
Berlin. May 18.—Hugo Spiegel, the defaulting

cashier, who robbed the Upper Silesian Coke
and Chemical Company of $200,000, was to-day
sentenced to four years' imprisonment.

THE KAISER PROMISES PEACE.
Dledenhofen. Lorraine, May 18.—Emperor

William, replying to the Mayor's greeting on his
arrival here to-day, said :
It ls certain that the Industry of the town can

only develop if peace is maintained, but. as it
pleased God to give us peace during the last
year, Iam convinced that Ishall be able to
maintain peace for Germany through her de-
fensive power, and Iguarantee that the Inhabi-
tants of Lorraine may attend to their business
without being disturbed.

Seven Members of Crew Mming inAccident
off Port Said.

London, May 18.—The British torpedo boat
66 capsized and sank last night In a storm
off Port Said, while In tow of the protected
cruiser Arrogant. She carried a crew of thirty
officers and men, seven of whom are missing.

Evans Museum and Institute Society May
Amend Answer in Case.

The Appellate Division of the Supreme Court
handed down a decision yesterday reversing an or-
der hy the lower court in the case of Charles F.
Mitllpret al. as executors and trustees of the Dr.
Thomas W. Bvans Museum and Institute Society
By this decision the society la permitted to amend
Its answer so as to deny the validity of a certain
compromise agreement entered into in 1900 betweenthe executors of the will, the heirs at law. the
next of kin and the city of Philadelphia. Dr. Drang
was the famous American dentist, friend of theEmpress Eugenic, who died in Paris and left an
•state valued at ROOO.OOO. of which about GGO.OOOwas bequeathed in specific legacies and between
JIuO.OOO and $200,000 for a monument, the residue to
go to the founding of a museum and institute.

The will was contested and. as Inthe Tllden case,
a compromise was made by which the helrs-at-
lj^j^were to be paid $800,000 In instalments and
were to withdraw opposition to the probate of the
will. Only one instalment was paid and a suit fol-
lowed. The society now denies the validity of the
agreement, and by the decision handed down yes-
terday may amend its answer to the suit so as to
make this denial.

Mr. Rice's Work Already Producing Some
Effect—To Cost $300,000.

Work has been started on the installation of
the devices for ventilating or renewing the air
In the subway according to the plans of George
B. Rice, chief engineer of the Rapid Transit
Commission, which were printed InThe Tribune
some time ago. The work willcost $300,000, but
Mr. Rice said yesterday that he was unable to
estimate Just how long It would take.

"The few openings we have made into the
subway already has made an appreciable change
for the better in the air," said Mr. Rice yester-
day. "We have been delayed somewhat in start-
Ing the work on account of the settlement of
some details with the Interborough company.
vie have the $300,000 in hand, the work is now
under way. and the conditions should improve
steadily.

"We are also about to start several experi-
ments with methods for cooling the air. They
will be continued through the summer, and the
most successful devices will be put In general
operation next summer.**

The plan of Mr. Rice for renewing the air in
the subway is to exhaust the bad air between
the stations through louvres or valves, to beoperated automatically by the passage of the
trains. These are to be supplemented by fans,
to be operated during a part of the day.

SUES ALLEGED STANDARD DECOYS.

Taking the watchword, "Australia
for Australians," he cited America. Germany
and Japan as examples to follow, whoa* advance
was due to the adoption of a national policy
and a national tariff. He lamented the exist-
ence of large numbers of willing farmers who
were unable to get tend, and said the system of
allowing vast tracts of good land to be locked
up by squatters was a national danger. Mr.
Deakin solemnly warned Australians that unless
they use their tend they would have to step
aside for somebody else. At present; he de-clared, it was only the British Hag that saved
Australia from foreign occupation.

Among the numerous measures proposed by
Mr. Deakin. in a whollyprotectionist speech, heIndicated bills dealing with the tend question
and monopolies.

Chinese Object to Terms of Proclamation—
The Indemnities.

IVkingr. May 18—The settlement of the Xan-
Chang riot dispute of February last has been
further delayed, owinp to the refusal of the Chi-
nese to agree to terms of the proclamation set-
ting forth the circumstances under which th?
magistrate committed suicide and fixing the
blame for the rJots on the officials. Germany
and <Jreat Britain support the French position.
The indemnity demanded by Great Britain
amounts to $20,000 and the French demand about
$250,000, which will be devoted to educationalpurposes, the rebuilding of the French mission
and compensating the relatives of the victims.
The responsible officials will be degraded and
the murderers executed.

DELAY IN NAN-CHANG AFFAIR.

The committee of the Council of the Empire
to-day concluded its draft of the reply to the
speech from the throne. It says that while
carrying out the suggestions of the Emperor,
the upper house will aim to assure the welfare
of the people and the prosperity of the country,

and expresses the hope that the union of its
efforts with those of the lower house will prove
successful in enlightening the people through

the medium of general education with regard to
safeguarding the rights and freedom accorded to
them. Hopo is also expressed for success in
developing the resources of the country and for
the prosperity of all classes.

The reply adds that the council ls profoundly
convinced that the diffusion of the principles of
local autonomy in districts where they hereto-
fore have been lacking will, if due regard is
paid to the idiosyncracies of the various na-
tionalities, succeed In creating a solid, enlight-
ened state, to the glory of the Emperor and the
happiness of the free Russian citizens.

The paragraph dealing with amnesty says
that all great Russian historical events have
been graven on the people's memory by imperial
acts of clemency toward prisoners and crimi-nals, and consequently the upper house, al-
though feeling profound indignation at the con-
tinual crimes committed In the heat of the po-
litical struggle, has decided to submit for the
gracious consideration of the Emperor the lot
of those who, while giving- way to their irresisti-
ble desire for a speedy consummation of theiraspirations, have not committed outrages on
life or property or otherwise transgressed the
established laws.

The police, according to the "Nasha Shlsn,"
have discovered that the revolutionists haveimported over a score of automobiles into St.Petersburg for mess-nger service in case of anuprising-.

In St. Petersburg those awaiting transporta-

tion at the deporting prison hung out red flags

from the windows and sang the "Marseillaise"
all night, while crowds outside Joined in the
revolutionary song.

That the reactionists headed by General Tre-
poff are seeking in every way possible to influ-
ence his majesty to fight is apparent by the dis-
covery made by the "Rech" of a secret circu-

lar sent to the governors, instructing them to
have the Black Hundred organizations imme-
diately send to the Emperor protests against
amnesty and the abolition of the death penalty.
These have been flowing in to Peterhof from all
directions, over fifty being printed in "The Offi-
cial Messenger" this morning.

Dlspatcheß from the interior report demonstra-
tions in front of the prisons in all parts of
Russia in favor of the release of the political

prisoners. At Simferopol troops surrounded the
prison where the politicalprisoners were making
a demonstration, and fired on them through the
windows.

Relative to the eagerly expected amnesty.

The Associated Press learns that the Cabinet,
though it has discussed the question several
times, has not adopted any recommendation,
deciding that it is entirely a matter of the
Emperor's personal prerogative. Some of the
leaders of the court party and even members of-
the ministry are seeking to prove that amnesty
ls unnecessary on account of the general house-
cleaning of the prisons last November and the
recent release of hundreds of those who had
been detained. This was the view of the reac-
tionary faction of the Council of the Empire,

which presented the first draft of the Council's
response to the speech from the throne. Prince
Kazatkin, M. Rostoffsky and M.Samarin fought

aaralnst this draft, the adoption of which, M.
Shipoff declared, meant a declaration of wax
with the lower house. The first draft was de-

feated by a vote of 144 to 92. M. Shipoff is the
real author of the accepted address, though th#
committee has altered it slightly.

The Constitutional Democratic leaders, whose
programme would be upset by the dissolution of
parliament, are quite as anxious as the Em-
peror to avoid a hasty conflict. They would re-
gard the failure of the government to declare
war as a big preliminary victory, of which they

would take advantage by forcing through their
agrarian scheme, upon which they count to
strengthen themselves in the country before the
final test comes.

Only Partial Satisfaction of Popular
Demands Expected.

St. Petersburg. May I&—The issue of the flrrt
encounter between the monarch and the repre-
sentatives of the people hangs for the moment
In the balance. Though the houses of parlia-
ment adopted addresses in reply to the speech
from the throne, no answer has been given to
either, and none is expected before Monday.
President Mouromtseff, who expected to obtain
an audience of Emperor Nicholas to-day for the
presentation of the address of the lower house,
received instead an invitation to a birthday

luncheon at Peterhof to-morrow.
It is reported to-night that the imperial reply,

which willbe delivered by Premier Goremykln,
probably at the first session of the house after
President Mouromtseff has been received at
Peterhof, will seek to avoid occasion of rupture,

but on the other hand willnot conceal the Em-
peror's view that parliament in many respects

has attempted to infringe upon the imperial
prerogative. On these points the response will
be a calm refusal. Other suggestions will be
accepted wholly or in part, while other parts

the Emperor will regard simply as declarations
of policy of parliament, which do not require
imperial consideration until presented in the reg-
ular course of legislation.
