APTAIN SHOWS TEMPER.

Street  Cleaning Investigation at
T'imes Like “Rough House.”

Captain Gibson, deputy street cleaning com-
missioner, went on the stand before the investi-
gating committee yesterday with a blazing eye.
§e met the cold insinuations against his in-
tegrity made the day before by Messrs. Cowles
snd Spier, of the new snow machine, with flery
gepinls. He banged the table with his hand
go frequently that Mr. Ivins begged for order.
¥r. Ivins early in the hearing gave the com-
mittee an insight into Cowles’s statements on
gnd off the witness stand. He declared that
Cowles had told him in his office that he would
not do business with Gibson because he believed
him to be a thief.

“I asked Mr. Cowles to repeat his statement
under oath,” Mr. Ivins declared, “but he re-
fused.”

Captain Gibson jumped up again and again
banged the table, emphatically denying the in-
sinuations.

William P. Maloney, his counsel, also jumped
to the floor, and for mnearly half an hour the
hearing threatened to be a “rough house.”

Mr. Maloney wanted to speak in behalf of
his client. but was ordered to sit down. After
Captain Gibson had nailed as a “‘malicious lie™”

_ the insinuations on his integrity, and said that
it was unprofessional to ask such questions, Mr,
Ivins asked him:

“Well, do you wish me to ask you if you are a
thief?"

“Do you put that as a question?” demanded
Captain Gibson angrily. and rising in his seat.

“Do you wish me to ask the question?” asked
Mr. Ivins. y
“Y would be impressed if you did,” was the
reply.

“I think such a question is unprofessional,”
said Mr. Maloney.

“You have no standing here,” said Chairman
Grifenhagen.

“I want to know if it is the unanimous con-
sent of the committee?” asked Mr. Maloney,

“No. it is not,” said Alderman Dowling.

“Well, the majority rules in this country,” sald
Chairman Grifenhagen,

“But you can’t muzzle me,” said Alderman
Dowling.

“I want to say that I shall make the question
a matter for tne Bar Association,” said Mr.
Maloney.

“You may do as you please,” said Mr. Ivins.

Captain Gibson then said: “When people have
business with the department they are told to
‘see Captain Gibson,” but that does not mean
that I am receiving anything from being seen.”

“There is no such insinuation here,” said Mr,
Ivins.

Touching on snow removal, Captain Gibson
£aid that an unscrupulous commissioner could
ruin a contractor.

Commissioner Woodbury was recalled, and,
being asked to explain why he had changed the

resent system of snow removal, replied:

“The old system led to the employment of
many employes of the department away from
their regular duties. Then if there was to be
any stealing done, as there was under the old
system, such stealing under the new system
would fall upon the contractor.”

In exploring the system of snow removal Com-
missioner Woodbury said that the first streets
cleared are the fire streets, the next the hos-
pital streets, and then the food supply streets,
the last being the streets through which the
traffic of food supply passes.

“It cost the city nearly $2,000,000 to remove
* the snow this year. Did you remove snow from
one-tenth of the street area?’ asked Mr. Ivins.
b"l\m more,” answered Commissioner Wood-

ury.

“So that to clean all the streets would cost
the city about $20,000,000 a year?”

“Yes; and if you had a string of carts reach-
ing from here to Syracuse yvou could not re-
move the snow from New York."

Figures which Mr. Ivins submitted ‘to Com-
missioner Woodbury on the cost of snow re-
moval the Commissioner said were not the
figures of his department, but “pipe dreams.”

“They are your own figures,” said Mr. Ivins,
“and they condemn your whole system.”
i“Ym.-r ipse dixit, - Mr. Ivins, does not make
t so0.”

Bradley went on the stand again and defied
the committee to make him produce his books.

REPLIES TO GARFIELD.

Vice-President of Pennsylvania ‘De-
nies Statements in Letter.

Philadelphia, May 18.—Vice-Presldent Thayer of
the Pennsylvania Railroad to-day issued a state-
ment in reply to the letter of Commissloner Gar-
field made public yesterday. Mr. Thayer denies
vigorously the statements of fact made by Mr.
Garfield respecting the granting of rebates to the
Standard Oil Company, and reiterates his interview
of May 5, in which the Pennsyvivania Railroad's
relation with Standard Oll and other corporations
was defended.

The statement follows:

Mr. Garfield questions, first, the accuracy of m
siatement 28 to the relative volume of refined oil
moving from Olean to Rochester at the rate of nine
cents a barvel, which rate has been in existence for
eighteen years, and in proof of his contention says
that in one year, 1904, there were over one thousand
cars of finished ofl products shipped from Olean to
Rochester and Buffalo. I did not refer to Buffalo.
That §s another proposition. Our records do not
show the different kinds of oil, but they do show
that, in 1904, 2,787 cars were shipped from Olean to
Rochesgter, of which cver 6 per cent stopped at
Rochester, and only 193 cars were reshipp to the
Vermont points mentioned. The question of rela-
tive volume of refined cil, however, is unimportant
in this discussion. The rate was necessary to retain
the traffic to the railroad. Had it not been made
all the products would have moved by pipe line, the
refineries thus securing all the advantages which
they were said to possess, to the loss only of the
railroad. Confirming the judgment of the railroad
@as 1o this, there was a pipe line constructed be-
tween two refineries of the Standard Oil Company
21 other points, some sixty miles apart, notwith-
standing that the reilroad offered an eight cents a
barrel rate,

TUBE DEFECTS SMALL

NO TWO YEARS' DELAY.

Mr. Jacobs Denies Statement Al-
beged by Mayor McClellan.

Charles M. Jacobs, in charge of the Pennsyl-
vania and the McAdoo tunnels under the Hud-
son River, yesterday disclaimed responsibility
for the statement that the defects in the Brook-
lyn tunnel will cause a delay of two or thres
years in the completion of the structure.

Mayor McClellan, at the meeting of the Rapid
Transit Commission Thursday, said he had been
informed that Mr. Jacobs had estimated the de-
lay at two or three years, but did not name his
informant.

Mr. Jacobs said yesterday that there were no
defects that could not be remedied in a compara-
tively short time. He seemed to think, however,

that there would be a delay of more than six
months.

Second in interest to the disclaimer of Mr.
Jacobs was the development that certain pow-
erful financial interests seem to be unduly elated
at the alleged serious defects in the Brooklyn
tunnel. Mayor McClelan is investigating this
latest phase of the situation. At the City Hall
yesterday it was said that the discovery of the
sagging in the tunnel might play an important
part in future subway building, and would be
used as an argument against municipal con-
Struction of tunnels under the East River; and,
in fact, as a sort of wet blanket on tunnel build-
!ng. in general for years to come.

In response to a question as to whether there
was any truth in the rumor that similar condi-
tions existed in the McAdoo tunnels, the follow-
ing statement was issued jointly by W. G.
McAdoo, president of the tunnel companies; Mr.
W. G. Oakman, president of the Construction
Companies, and Mr. Jaccbs, chief engineer:

So far as the North River tunnels are con-
cerned, they have been built of exceedlngrl‘y
massive material and are structurally perfect.
They have been bullt true to line and diameter
throughout. There is absolutely no foundation
for any rumor to the contrary.

Charles Sooysmith, one of the experts called
in by the contractor when it was discovered
that the tube was flattening, said yesterday that
the conditions in the tunnel were not so bad as
at first reported. He would not go into detafls,
hut said that his opinion on the tunnel would be
forthcoming shortly,

Chief Engineer George S. Rice, although much
chagrined that the Mayor brought the tunnel
matter before the commission in the way he did,
stands by his guns, asserting that the defects
are not so serious as reported, and that the sag-
ging occurred nearly two years ago. He said:

It 18 not an easy matter to make clear to the
mind of the layman just what happened to the
tubes. The section of the tunnel in which the
principal defects are to be found is being con-
structed by the New York Tunnel Company,
which took up the work after Andrew Onder-
donk, the contractor, dled. The depression is
near the waterfront on the Brooklyn side, be-
tween Henry and Furman streets, and running
out under the river a short distance. The shield
mechanism weighs about thirty tons, and nat-
urally, when it is at the extreme end of an jron
tubing, it pulls down, the tendency being the
same in principle as putting a heavy pressure
on the open end of a tin waterspout, thereby
causing a flattening of the tube from the top
and bottom. As soon as the contractor began
to deviate from the true engineering course, we
discovered it, and informed him that he was off
the course. Of course he knew this as well as
we did. From day to day, as he went ahead and
veered from the course, he was officlally informed
of his departures by this office. That is why we
have held back enough of the money which oth-
erwise would have been due him to cover the
cost of correcting the defects,

President Orr a long time ago suggested that
we insist upon a change in the method of driv-
ing the tunnel so as to avoid a flattening of
the tube. I told him that the minute we
insisted upon a change in the method we would
make the city responsible for all the damacsge.
Controller Grout' agreed with this view of the
case, and we let the contractor go ahead with
his work until he got far beyond the point
where he left his “thank-y’-ma’ams,” for that
is what they are on a small scale.

About a month ago the contractor began the
work of remedying the defective work, and sat-
isfactory progress is being made. I notice the
references to the judgment of Mr. Jacobs. When
Mr. Jacobs looked over the depressions he sug-
gested a plan for the corrections. It would have
involved a delay of perhaps a year and a half
and a cost of perhaps $1.000,000. We are making
the corrections satisfactorily at a cost that will
bring them within the $200,000 withheld from
the responsible contractor.

Mayor McClellan, in referring to the matter
vesterday, said:

My information about the defects in the tun-
nel came from a gity official. The admissions by
Mr. Rice seemed to confirm the information.
1 certainly regard it as a very serious matter,
but as Mayor I am powerless to do anything.
The work is under the control of the Rapid
Transit Commission. Chief Engineer Rice has
been directed to make a complete report to the
board.

I assume that the board will take the proper
action as soon as his report is received. I un-
derstand that the contractors are disposed to
blame all the trouble on the engineers of the
Rapid Transit Commission. But that is a mat-
ter to be settled after a full investigation.

LEASES CINCINNATI GAS COMPANY.

Consolidated Gas and Electric Company
Guarantees Dividends on Rising Scale.

The recently organized Consolidated Gas and
Electric Company, which is controlled by local in-
terests, has leased the Cincinnati Gas and Electric
Company, it was announced yesterday by A. 8.
White, of No, 38 Wall street, who has conducted
the negotiations leading up to the lease.

The Coneolidated company guarantees to pay the
Cincinnati Gas and Electric Company 4% per cent
a year on its stock for the first two years, 4% per
cent for the following two years, and 5 per cent
thereafter. The Cincinnati company has $31,000,000
capital stock, upon which annual dividends of 434
per cent have been pald,

The Consolidated company has $20,000,000 stock,
half common and half preferred. A large part of
the preferred stock has been underwritten, among

the principal underwriters being the Guaranty Trust
Company, the Windsor Trust Company and George
W. Young & Co.

down its decision yesterday on the application
of the city of New York for approval of its
plans to take an additional water supply from
the Catskill Mountains at a cost to the city, as
estimated, of $160,000,000. The decision of the
State Commission reviews the water supply sit-
uation in this city and dwells on the vast im-
portance of the project.

The State Commission admits that if a series
of dry vears should be experienced, New York
would be in danger of a.disastrous water famine,
and it urges the city authorities to pay imme-
diate attention to the stoppage of preventable
waste and the removal of legislative restric-
tions which interfere with the taking of water
Srom Dutchess and Suffolk counties, and Ten
Mile River in the Croton section. The com-
mission says that “all available sources of water
within easy reach of the city of New York are
nearly exhausted, and each borough is in imme-
dlate need of an additional supply.”

The decision emphasizes the fact that under
the statute it (the State Water Supply Commis-
sion) has but three questions to pass upon:
First, as to the public necessity of adding to New
York’s water supply; second, whether the plans
proposed by the city are just and equitable to
other municipalities of the state, and. third,
whether they make fair provision for the pay-
ment of damages, direct and indirect.

It answers the first question in the affirma-
tive, because of the rapid increase in the city's
population, which, under existing conditions.
means an annual increase in the consumption of
water of 15,000,000 gallons a day, while the pres-
ent supply scarcely meets the existing needs.
The commission concedes that an available sup-
ply might be obtained from the Hudson River,
but regards this as objectionable, whether
flitered or not.

The petition of the New York City authorities
for the four sources of supply from the Catskiil
watershed is discussed at great length, and con-
sent is given to the use of all but the Schoharie
watershed.

The Catskill watershed is estimated to yleld
an additional supply of water to the city of
about 500,000,000 gallons daily, and the Ashokan
reservoir, to be built in the Catskills, will im-
pound 70,000,000,000 gallons of water.

The second question is also answepgd in the
afirmative, but the commission says that the
plans were not just and equitable as originally
presented, and that this city agreed with the
commission to unite in securing the necessary
remedial legislation, at the recent session in
Albany, by amending the act creating the Board
of Water Supply of New York City and defin-
ing its duties. These amendments provide in-
demnities to any municipality for expenses in-
curred for pauper or indigent employes brought
into it by contractors for the city’'s waterworks
extension. They also provide police protection
and enable municipal corporations within the
watersheds of the Esopus, Rondout and Cats-
kill creeks to take water from the city's aque-
duct on paying a fair water tax.

These amendments, with certain modifications
of the plans, make them acceptable to the state
board, and, the latter declares, justify their ap-
proval.

In reference to the third requirement, the com-
mission recites the widespread devastation which
the building of the great Ashokan dam by the
city must inevitably occasion, ‘‘destroying or
causing the removal of all houses, business
places, schools, churches, cemeterles and rall-
way stations within a submerged area of over
ten thousand acres.”

In giving its consent to the application of the
city for a new and additional supply of water
the state board recites the modifications em-
braced in the legislation referred to, discusses
them at length, and then unanimously approves
the application as so modified.

NEW BOSTOCK ACTS.

Fifteen Royal Bengal Tigers in
Perfect Subjection.

That Frank C. Bostock has torn open the jungle
in his effort to give the public a show this sum-
mer at Coney Island was demonstrated in the
arena before a specially invited audience of friends,
newspaper men and professionals last night. He
has discarded all the conventional animal acts,
such as a herd of trick elephants, dogs, monkeys
and cats, and has brought with him from Paris one
of the most extraordinary exhibitions ever seen
here. Even the famous llon act has undergone a
change, and the animals are now kept under better
control, by a Frenchman named Galliard, than
they ever were before. Baltimore, the lion who
tore the right arm of Captain Jack Bonavita, can
be recognized only by the peculiar battle he puts
up before taking his position on the pedestal.

The greatest act offered by the Bostock show
in the arena this season Is with fifteen royal Ben-
gal and Malayan tigers by Hendrickson, the Ger-
man tralner. It is the only tiger act in existence
and Jlast night it was impossible to take more than
eight of the jungle breds into the arena, as the
others had not vet recovered from the recent trip
across the ocean. Hendrickson also displayed un-
usual nerve last night by folng alone into the
arena with the big Ben Tammany. Several
trainers have failed in thelr efforts to handle this
tiger, but now Hendrickson is its master.

A mixed group of polar, Siberian and Himalayan
sloth bears and Russian wolves were exhibited by
Jeonescu. The centreplece of attraction last night
in the menagerie was the ‘‘gorimphanzee,” or
hybrid gorllln-chimpanzoe, which §s the only one

own to be in existence.

Muck Rake, the baby elephant, and first of its
kind ever brought to America, was also exhibited
last night. The baby elephant is not a year old
la!.ndb;-tahs captured in an Indian jungle soon after

PLEADS TO ELKINS LAW INDICTMENT.

Detroit Sugar Man Answers Not Guilty to
Charge of Rebating.

The last of the defendants indicted by the April
federal grand jury for alleged viclatlons of the El-
kins Anti-Rebating law appeared yesterday in the
person of Edwin Earle, of Detroit, Mich., who
pleaded not guiity and was released by Judge
Thomas, of the United States Circuit Court, on
$10,000 bail, pending a hearing next Thursday. Mr.
Earle, accompanied by United States Marshal Hen-
kel, then appeared before Federal Commissioner
Shields and gave the required security, which was
furnished by the Illinois Surety Company.

Mr. Earle was indicted with his partner, C. Good-
loe Edgar, the firm being one of the largest sugar
concerns in the West, on two separate charges.
The first and most serious charge accuses Mr.
Earle and Mr. Edgar, with Vice-President Guil-
ford and General Trafic Manager Pomeroy, of the
New York Central Railrcad, with having conspired
to violate provisions of the Elkins Anti-Rebating
law. The crime of conspiring to violate a federal
statute carries with it, upon conviction, a much
more serious punishment than a conviction for
the commission of the actual crime itself.
corporation cannot be impriscned, and, in the
opinion of many lawyers, even the legality of the
indictment of a corporation is yet to be finally

ssed upon, the punishment fixed by the Elkins
aw for actual viclations is a substantial fine. For
a conspiracy of individauls to violate the law a
term of imprisonment may be lmvaod.

The other defendants, the New York Central &
Hudson River Railroad, the American Sugar Re-
fining Company, and Messrs. Guilford, Pomeroy and
Earle have appeared, either by attorney or in per-
son and entered formal pleas of not guilty, reserv-
ing the irght to withdraw them at the hearing on
the 24th, and substitute any demurrer or motions
to dismiss or quash, as they see fit.
