NEW ACTTXG SECRETARY OP WAR.-Som«
one has attempted to make a sensation out of the

routine announcement th»t Major General F. C

Ainsworth will act as §erretary of War In the
absence of both the Secretary and the Acting Sec-
r«-tary- It was said that this was a direct sUp at
Brigadier General J. F. Bell, the chief of staff.

The detail is by no means unusual or out of the
ordinary in any way. On the contrary, had Gen-
eral Bell been designated to art as Secretary or
War. Instead of General Ainsworth. the Incident
would have possessed an element of widespread In-
terest. General Ainsworth Is the highest ranking
army officer on the active list on duty in Wash-
ington. General Bell is th*» senior brigadier gen-
eral, and comes next in the relative list of army

oflicers on duty in the War Department. Should
General Ainsworth be absent from the city at the
same time ac Mr. Taft and Mr. Oliver. General Be!l
would become Acting Secretary of War by virtue
of his position. Th» fact that General Bell is

chief of staff has nothing to do with the case, and
-1,,» is no trouble among high ranking army ottl-
ceis over the incident, published reports to the con-
trary notwithstar ding. It is recalled that General
Ai'isworth was until 1832 a surgeon in the regular
army. an«l now ranks just below Major General
I^onard Wood, who was a regular surgeon until
JSSv General Ainsworth still has ten years or
active service before reaching the retiring age.

HAILSTONES KILL LIVESTOCK.
Franklin. Neb.. May 21.—1t hailed to-day for

ALLAN LINE TO ABANDON MOVILLE.
London, May

—
The announcement that the

Allan Steamship Line, in connection with th*
Canadian Pacific Railroad, has decided to abandon

Moville as a port of dispatch and reception of
mails, causes great disappointment in Ireland and
Scotland, because it means a day's delay for Irish
and Scotch mails. The local boards of Londonderry

are trying to get the decision altered. The Post-
master General has intimated his disapproval of
the Allan Line's decision.

Strange Stirrings Beneath Surface of China-
town Threaten More War.

Chinatown Is on the eve of another battle be-
tween the rival On Leong Tons and the Hip Sing
Tong. so the latter say. What gives credence to
the rumor Is the flapping of a white flag, with a
blood red border, and three terrifying hieroglyphic*
in the centre, over the entrance of the headquarters
of the On Leong Tong. at No. 14 Mott street. ItIs
a matter of history that the On Lcong outnumbers
the Hip Sing three to one. Following the signing
of the peace treaty, several months ago, Chinatown
went along in its dark and mysterious way. but
lately there have been evidences of some strange
power working below the quiet surface of apparent
harmony between the tongs.

Representatives of th© rival factions appeared
yesterday at the office of the Chinese Consul to
discuss the gambling situation. Six of the Hip
Sing men were there, but Ho Pooh was the only-
man on hand to look after the Interests of the, On
Leong. When it was suggested that the tongs unite
in a petition to District Attorney Jerome and Po-
lice Commissioner Bingham that the gambling
establishments be wiped out of Chinatown Ho
balked at once. The proposition did not appeal to
Ho. and he departed- at once.

When seen later, the representatives of the Hip
Sing were perfectly willingto talk of the confer-
ence, and predicted that a bloodies? war was im-
minent. The On Leong men said nothing, but
smiled.
