German Firm Willing to Pay High for

Queensland Fibre
—

Big Possibilities.
A new fibre plant is reported from Queensland.

Australasia, which is particularly rich in fibre
plants. One of them, called by the aborigines
"boorßay," is so tenacious that if the leaf is simply
twisted into a rope, it willbear the strain of several
hundredweights. Growing around Brisbane is now
found a fibre plant called by botanists "murva."
that will yield fibre of great commercial value.
Major Boyd. of the Queensland Agricultural De-
partment, retted some murva leaves recently, and
sent a sample of the fibre to a ropemaklnc firm of
Germany for test. The manufacturers who made
the test are now offering to purchase the new
fibre at SITS to $2<W> a ton. Its discovery niay result
in the establishment of a new industry in Queens-
land.

The murva plant, with its tall, mottled leaves,
now growing wild, or in the gardens of Brisbane,
as an ornamental pot plant, can dp cultivated
easily. It can be propagated by cuttings of the
leaves and grows quickly. Tt can be mown down
like lucerne, and will spring up again vigorously,
ready for the next crop. The average yield is at
least five tons to the acre, ami if the cost of plant-
ing, mowing, retting and machining reaches 50 per
cent of the market value of the fibre obtained,
nearly $500 an acre may be netted by the enter-
prising grower. To start such a new industry may
require considerable courage, but the risk of loss
•would be trifling and the profits worthy to be
reaped.

Could Be Used to Advantage in Japanese
Oil and Fertilizer Industry.

A new opening for export trade in American ma-
chinery is offered in the fishing Industry of Japan,
to which the American consular agent. Mr. Kins;,

of Hakodate, calls the attention of American manu-
facturers. During th'- fishing season, which lasts
from the end of March to th* end of November, a
lookout is kept at all hours of the day and night

from stations on shore and from boats at sea for

the shoals of herring and other fish which form the
raw material from which oil and mnnure are ob-
tained, a

These fish are thrown into inclosures alongside a
number of iron try pots, which are about 4'2 f*et
in diameter and 2H feet deep, erected on brick#fire-
places. In these the fish are hoiled. and then put
into wooden presses, the sides and hottoms of which
are composed of slats, having a small opening be-
tween them. The cover is put on. and then pressure

is exerted on top by means of levers or stones.

The oil and water pressed from the fish run into a
tank, where the water, which goes to the bottom,
is first drawn off. and the oil later. The oil is

plaoe.i in old kerosene cans, soldered up. and is
then ready for shipment.

The fish, after being pressed, is in the shape of a
Ihard, sodden mass. This is removed from the press,

broken Into small pieces and spread on mats to
dry in the sun. When dry. it is packed in straw
mats and shipped. It is estimated that not more
than fift per cent of tho oil Is extracted by these
primitive methods, while in the drying of the ma-
nure more than half of the phosphates, the most
valuable part, is lost by evaporation and by es-
caping into the jjronnd. The oil is nearly all ex-
ported to Holland and England, but the manure Is
all used In Japan, and the amount annually pro-
duced is not sufficient to supply the demand.

Mr. King suggests the introduction of American
hydraulic presses of the kind used by the fish ma-
nure manufacturers of the Atlantic Coast of the
United States, and the erection of tishing stations
In Southeastern Alaska, to export fish manure to
Japan. Itsells at from $40 to $75 a ton and is not
subject to an import tax.
