It wu reported in the Criminal Courts Building

that Thummel had been called to tell what he

knew about the payment of a political contribution
Of $2,500 t>y the authority of Mr. Granniss. It was

recalled that before the Armstrong committee

Tfcummel testified that he know of only one contri-
bution of Mutual ca«h to a campaign fund, ana
that w«a the $2,&» paid to Chairman Babeock of

the Republican National Congressional Committee.

He testified that ho was present at a conversation

in which Mr. Babrock spoke of the danger of de-

jority ta the House of Representatives, and that

Mr. Oraunlwi authorized the payment of the

amount in cash to Mr.Babeock as a campaign con-

tribution by the Mutual.

George H. Crosby, former traffic manager of
the Burlington Railway, is accused of conspir-

ing with George L. Thomas, freight broker of
New York City, and 1... B. Taggart, his chief
clerk, to j>ay rebates to shippers or receivers of
freight In Kansas City on shipments from New
York. New Jersey and other Eastern points in
li«4and li«i.">. The oases against these three
men have in-i-iicombined for convenience.

and Dr. Van Dyke spoke. Dr. Van Dyke agreed

heartily to the suggestion made by Dr. Moffat. of

his committee, to cut from the report and from

the book Itself every reference to "authority." and
said, with a smile: "We have done it as carefully

and as successfully as a skilled surgeon could re-
move an appendix." He said that the committee
had never insisted that the book should be au-
thorized, but he did insist, in behalf of the com-
mittee, that the truth should be told concerning the
preparation and publication of the book.

ure to obey Instructions.

mortgage offered on June :;o would be 90 cents,

and if filed on the following day $2SO.

London to-day for Paris.

P. R. R. TAKES UP INQUIRY.

Minority Stockholder* May Seek
Legisla five Investigat ion.

Philadelphia, May 23—The board of directors
of the Pennsylvania Railroad Company to-day
decided to investigate the admissions made be-
fore the Interstate Commerce Commission, now
Kittingher«. thai certain officers and employes

of the company hold stock in several coal com-
panies along the lines of tlus Pennsylvania Rail-
road which was given them gratuitously.

First Vice-Preaident John P. Green presided

at to-day's meeitng. He laid before the board
the notice issued by him on May IS, in which it
was-; stated that "no ownership or practice cal-
culated in any manner to affect the fullnnd Im-
partial discharge of the duty owed by the com-
pany. Its officers and employes to the public
would be tolerated."

The board unanimously approved the notice
issued by Vice-President Green and adopted it
a* their action. The board also passed ihe fol-
lowing resolution:

EXPLAINS HIS STOCK HOLDINGS.
Samuel Rea. third vice-president, followed

Captain Green. He read a statement to the
commission concerning his stock holdings. It
Wits, in part, as follows:

My name having- been mentioned in the proceed-
ings before th* Interstate Commerce Commission
In connection with the stock of the Greenwich Coal
and Coke Company, calls for an explanation.

In 1902 Colonel George F. Huff and associates
option.' lboom fifteen thousand acres of coal lands
near Cherry Tree, Perm., in which syndicate Icom-
mitted myself to a 130.000 Interest, agreeing thaiupon maturity of the options the syndicate would
either pay for the lands and hold the same as an
investment or part with them, as In the Judgment
of Colonel Huff was deemed best for the syndicate.

Of my commitment of 180,060, only $2,500 was called
up, and was paid by me In June. IMC. The Green-
wich Coal and Coke Company was at that time
controlled by Plttsburg parties, and owned aboutthirty-eight hundred acres of coal lands, and Colo-
nel Huff sold to it about thirteen thousand acres
of said optioned lands, payment therefor being
made in stock and bonds, the remainder of said
lands being still held by the syndicate, and Ire-
ceived on account of my participation in said syn-
dicate one thousand shares of Greenwich Coal and
Coke Company stock, par value $.7) a share, and
Still have an equity in the unsold lands.

Mr.Rea explained«further that he owned seven
hundred shares in other coal companies, for -all
Of which he either paid his syndicate subscrip-
tion down or committed himself for a participa-
tion subject to call. These holdings, he said, he
had transferred to his son as a wedding present.
"Ihave always understood," he declared, "that

as an individual, director or officer. Iwas not
debarred from ownership In such properties;."

Mr. Rea said also that he had stock in the
Sewickly Coal Gas Company, which he ex-
changed for stock in the Keystone Coal and Coke
Company. Those shares he sold to R. K. Cas-
satt.

C. A. Buch, manager of the Columbia Coal
Company, a selling company for the Henrietta,
Lutrobe-Connellsville, Alton and formerly the
Alexanderia coal companies, testified to discrim-
ination in car distribution. He said that owing
to lack of cars the Columbia company was com-
pelled to pell the Alexanderia company, and that
It was almost driven out of business. He said
It was the general belief in the region that the
Berwlnd-White Company and the Keystone Coal
and Coke Company were favored by the railroad
in the distribution of cars. When his company
was rated at thirty or forty cars, he declared. It
was supplied with four. Mr. Glasgow read a
telegram from General Superintendent Crelghtnn,
to Division Superintendent Long, ordering a
special assignment of cars to the Berwlnd-White
Company and a further order of 225 cars to be
kept In readiness for that company. The tele-
gram was dated June 14, 1903.

"While those cars were being; held for that
company," said Mr. Buch, "we were begging
for cars."

"Do you think it prood policy for a public car-
rier like the Pennsylvania Railroad to permit its
officials to own stock in these coal companies?"
asked Mr. Glasgow.

"'lt is not our policy," replied Captain Green.
"Imight say here that our board of directors to-
day referred the matter to a competent com-
mittee for investigation. Conditions have
changed in recent years, and the practice of

officials acquiring stock in coal companies might
be regarded differently now than was the case,

twenty or thirty years ago."
•'Twenty or thirty years ago," interpolated

Commissioner Clen*ents. "when there were n<>
private cars the railroad was able to furnish all
the cars that the comparatively few operations
required, Isuppose."

"That was probably so." responded Captain

Green.

Mr. Glasgow developed the fact that Mr.

Pun-lance held 7TO shares valued at $38,500. for

which he paid no cash. The witness said that

through Mr. Patton and Colonel Huff he ac-

quired stock when tho companies were organ-

ized by helping to promote them.

DEFENDS PROMOTING COMPANIES.

First Vlce-President John P. Green dis-

claimed any Interest In coal lands, coal com-

panies or oil companies. He entered into a dis-

cussion with Mr. Glasgow as to tho propriety

of a railroad official promoting a coal company.

Mr. Green held that there could be no im-

propriety In a railroad official connecting him-
self with a coal company t»n exactly the same

basis as other stockholders. The railroad man.

he said, committed himself to the same obli-

gations as the others who acquired stock in a

new company, ami the whole transaction must

be regarded as purely a business venture Io
which all of those interested took the same risk.

Mr. Green explained further that when tlie

soft coal field was in process of early develop-

ment, J. Edgar Thompson, then president of the

railroad, advised the officials to take slock in
the coal mining companies that were in fence**
of formation. When it was pointed out that this
policy might lead to abuses, the witness said Mr.

Thompson asserted that the Pennsylvania Rail-
road would protect itself.
