DRESSER STILL HELD.
i

U.S. Circuit Court Refuses to Grant

Discharge inBankruptcy.
The finding of the United States District Court

refusing a discharge in bankruptcy to Daniel

I^roy Dresser, involuntary bankrupt was af-
firmed in a long opinion handed down yesterday

by the irnited States Circuit Court of Appeals. The

lower court had in turn affirmed the report of the

referee In bankruptcy. Stanley W. Dexter, who
recommended that a dischaise in bankruptcy be

denied to Mr Dresser, although a discharge without
question was allowed to Charles E. Reisa. Dresser's

partner, in the firm of Dresser & Co.. com-

mission and silk merchants, at No. 15 Greene street.

The ground upon which the discharge was denied

was that Dresser had made a written statement of

his firm's liabilities and assets, to be used in the

sale of the firm's paper, that was false. The state-

ment credited the firsr. with possessing stock in

trade to a large amount and cash on hand in a sum

reaching into the thousands. No proof was offered
to show that Reiss had any knowledge of this

statement's existence.
The Circuit Court of Appeals yesterday stated

the appeal \u25a0«\u25a0 from a finding of the lower court,

which denied th<; discharge, and held that the speci-

cations of certain creditors who had purchased

drafts drawn by the American Tubing and Webbing

Company, a corporation controlled by Dresser, and
accepted by Dresser & Co.. objecting to the grant-

inK of a discharge to Dresser, had been established
by proof.

The Circuit Court of Appeals stated the question

before it wa* whether Dresser had obtained prop-

erty or credit on a materia". false statement in

writing, made for the purpose of obtaining such
credit, and. second, whether in the course of the

proceedings in bankruptcy Dresser h»d
v

refused to

answer any material question* approved by the

The court states that the facts Proved were that
Dresser sought, to obtain money through the we
of notes made by the Tubbing company and ac-
cepted by Dresser & Co.. the sale of the paper to
to* ne^.»;Utea through a broker.

The note* found a ready sale on the strength or
the statement, a large, portion of the proceeds going

to th* firm of Dresser & Co. Dresser's contentlor
that the statement, for him to be liable, must have

been delivered by the bankrupt personally to the

purchasers was held to b*> groundless. The provi-

£«on«< of the Bankruptcy act, the court holds Is to

deprive any person of a discharge who had oo-
tained property through or by means of a false
statement of a material, fa.

As to his refusal to answer certain questions ap-

proved by the court, the court states the refusal
waf mads by Dresser on the ground that the an-
fw*t mignt incriminate him. This constitutional
obligation, says the Court of Appeals, extends to
•witnesses in criminal prosecutions only.

Mr Dresser has now before him two ways to oh-

tain

cafler according to attorneys, lg to pay off hi"
creditors in full. The other is to get an appeal to
the United States Supreme Court through the rais-
ing of somo constitutional question.

TJNEECORDED MORTGAGE A LIEN.
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Crippled Ship Arrives After Cross-

ing Two Oceans.
Vnder jury rig from Kobe, Japan, the noted clip-

per ship. A. G. Ropes, arrived in port yesterday,

completing successfully what was undoubtedly tl\e
first attempt in the history of the American mer-
chant marine to take the dismantled hull of a great

full rigged ship across two seas. The ship ran
into n typhoon last fall off Hong Kong which
swept away ei'erythlnij above her decks. The

course of the vessel from that day until she ar-
rived In port under the control of a new owner
was filled with adventures, in which Captain Rivers
and his wife showed remarkable pluck.

Prior to the accident last summer the A. G.
Ropes was posted in all the big cities of the world

for speed records in races half way around the
globe.

"Never in all my lifeof seafaring did Iexperience

such a crisis as that off Hong Kong last summer,"

Captain Rivers said. "Itwas well, it was more
than that."

For four days after the ship was dismantled the
captain never saw below decks. Toward the close

of the third day a German steamer came alongside

and offered to tow the ship into port for $3,000. The
captain was stung to the quick by such an offer
at such a crisis.

"It was a perilous moment, but Icould not bend
to such traffic." he said. "I held out against such
exorbitant Bums. With a sail rigged on the iron
stump of the foremast we sailed about for five
days. A steamer came along then and offered to
tow us in for $500. which Iaccepted."

At Hong Kong the ship was sold at auction to
I.- w!s Luckenbach. of this city, and in December
last the flxmonths' voyage across two seas began
with a makeshift rigging. The skipper's wife, who
was with him off Hong Kong, was not unnerved by
the long voyage under such difficulties.
"It was an awful experience." she said, "but

nothing in comparison to that off Hong Kong."
Itis not known yet what will be done with the

ship, but she willbe put into commission soon. She
was bul!t at Bath, Me., in ISS4, is 250 feet long and
has 2.460 tons gross register.

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U. S. Circuit Court of Appeals So Decides in
International Mahogany Co. Case.

That an unrecorded mortgage upon realty, ex-

ecuted prior to a bankruptcy, is a lien was de-
cided yesterday by the United States Circuit
Court of Appeals. The point came up on the

appeal taken In the case of the International
Mahogany Company against Edward R. Finch,

trustee, from a finding of the United States
District Court, denying a motion for an order to

enjoin the directors of the International Ma-
hogany Company, an involuntary bankrupt,

from passing a resolution authorizing the reg-

ister of the Province of Puerto Principe, in
Cuba, to receive a mortgage executed by the

bankrupt corporation before its adjudication as
a bankrupt. .

The bankrupt company, before the filingof a

petition in bankruptcy against it on September

M. 1904, executed a mortgage on property in

Cuba to the Knickerbocker Trust Company, as

trustee, to secure an issue of bonds to the
amount of $1,000,000. A portion of the bonds
were sold to purchasers, and th» remainder left
with the Knickerbocker Trust Company to Be-
cure Iloan of $250,000. made by the trust com-
pany to the mahogany company. The mortgage

did not specify certain values and that the unit
of measurement used was not that common in
Cuba.

Woman and Neglect of Various Duties.
Charges of mrompetenoy and misconduct have

been preferred against Joseph B. Pearce by Robert
W. Hebberd. Commissioner of Charities and Cor-
rection, and the latter has suspended him from

the position of superintendent of the New York

City Farm Colony at New Dorp. Stnten Island.
Henry Jetier. of Manhattan, who was on the Civil

Service eligible list, has been appointed acting

superintendent. Commissioner Hebberd said yes-

terday that Pearca had been ordered to appear be-

fore him at 11 o'clock this morning for examina-
tion, when he willbe afforded an opportunity for
an explanation, as provided by law.
It is charged that Penrce kept, in a cottage

established for the better class of aged and Infirm,

one Agnes Cole, who was Insane, and thai when
questioned by the general inspector of the depart-

ment, Pr. Louis W. Bchult*. he neglected to specify

the case of this woman, although he is said to have

since stated that she was Insane from the time of
her reception. in December, 1905. It is also charged
that Pearce has not seen to it that the cottages
wore properly protected from fire, and that he has
caused tainted meat to bo furnished to the Inmates.

The Farm Colony, which was formerly the Rich-
mond County Almshouse, has been enlarged from
lime to time, until now it houses some four hun-
dred Inmates. It is a misdemeanor to keep any
Insane persons at such an Institution. The farm
occupied, in 1004. 130 acres of land. The esti-
mated value of the labor of the inmates that year
was $3,600 and of the. farm products $3,000. Prod-
uce to th» amount of $2.(500 was supplied to Black-
well's Island. Pearce was appointed superintendent
In May. l.Vis, at .isalary of $1,200 a year and his
maintenance. His wife, who is an employe, draws
a salary of $300 a year.
