While expressions of approval have come from
practically every guarter, some fears have been ex-
pressed by leaders in the movement for the loop
that a few dissenters will endeavor to make a
showing of disapproval.

“With hardly any exception,” he sald, ‘“‘all the
boards of trade and taxpayers assoclations that I
know anything about, and I am in close touch with
all of them, are in favor of the Stevenson loop. I
have heard something of Mr. Coler's intending to
submit another proposition—that perhaps of a tun-
nel from Harlem to run down Fourth avenue.

WOMAN'S B&)Y FASTENED TO WHARF.

Finder Thought to Have Put It There —
Canalboat Captain Sought.

The body of a woman, later identified as that of
Bessie Marks, who had lived with a ecanalboat
captain, was found nailed by the skirt to a lumber
wharf in the Harlem River yesterday. It is as-
sumed that some one found the body floating in
the river and fastened it to the pler, not caring to
be mixed up in the case. There was a cord tied
around the neck, and the condition of the body
indicated that it had been in the water for a con-
siderable time,

Patrolman Leahy, of the Alexander avenue sta-
tion, found the body at the wharf. Charles Moore,
a watchman on the wharf, sald he knew the
woman and that she was the companion of the
captaln of the canalboat Cherry Hill, which tied
up at a coal wharf at 138%th street, and that he
drank with her about March 19. Coroner Schwan-
necke decided to hold him as a witness, whereupon
he tried to strike the coroner. He was taken to
the Alexander avenue station, but later released.

Dr. Riegelmarn, a coroner's physician, performed
an autopsy, and said the body had been in the
water too long to determine what caused the death,
although the fact that the iungs were free from
water Indicated murder, The police are looking
for the canalboat captain.

AGAINST CHURCH GUILDS.

Dr. Dunnell in Anniversary Sermon
Denounces Institutional Effort.

Old All Saints’ Episcopal Church celebrated yes-
terday the elghty-second anniversary of its estab-
lishment, and incidentally the rector, the Rev. Dr.
W. N. Dunnell, took a fling at institutional effort
in the Church in general. He had never counte-
nanced such a movement in the partsh in his thir-
ty-five years of administration, he sald, and he
deprecated the establishment of guilds, cadet corps
and the like as distinctly enervating to the shir-
itual life of a parish Other parishes in neighbor-
hoods much more favorable to Church existence
had died, despite all fustitutional and other efforts
to keep them alive, and yet, entirely without such
effort, All Saints’ “atill breathes.”

There came, despite the storm, a number of old-
time members back to All Saints to help in the
anniversary commemoration. In the congregation
was a daughter of the first woman who took com-
munion at the altar of All Saints’,

As a text Dr. Dunnell chose the eleventh verse of
the third chapter of the first epistle of St. Paul to
the Corinthians: “For other foundation ean no
man lay than that is lald which is Jeaus Christ.*
He said, in part:

st. Paul doubtless foresaw the time when many
earnest men would he weeping over the prevalence
of the various Kinds of effort that is termed insti-
tutional work. In the work of countless parishes
are scores and scores of side issues, all tending to
hide the main point at issue. They are ethical at
best and not spiritual, these associations, guilds,
cadet corps, bands and clubs.

Doubtless the writer when he penned the text
saw that matters would come to such a pass that
the right reverend fathers in God would be obliged
to warn thelr clergy against these things. It is
not an edifying or a pl»uslni thing to say that in-
variably youth is found to be far more Interested
in the dance that is to take place In the parish
house to-morrow night than he is in the spiritugl
service in the church (u:duyi

The good Bishop of Western New York, who has
had a wide experience with all phases of Institu-
tional work, has at length, with the full autharity
of his episcopal volce, warned his clergy on this
score. Your own rector has steadily abhstained,
though he has with some of you shed many a bit.
ter tear to see some of the youth of the churen
neglecting spiritual matters for some “tuppenny
poclety.”

Dr. Dunnell told his hearers that, even though
