Danny Maher Rides the Winner in
England's Turf Classic.

Epsom. England, May 30.—The Derby, the
blue ribbon race of the English turf, was run
over the historic course on Epsom Downs to-
day and was won by Sir Tatton Sykes's bay
colt. Spearmint, by Carbine— of the Mint,
which was ridden by the American Jockey,
Da"hny Maher.

J. J. Dugdale's chestnut colt, Plcton, was sec-
end, and the Duke of Westminster's brown colt,
Troutbeck. third. Twenty-two horses ran.

The betting was 0 to 1 against Spearmint,
IS to 1 against PJcton and 33 to 1 against
Trout The distance was one mile and a
half and the time 2 minutes 364-5 seconds, a
record for the race. The value of the Derby
was about $32,000.

The great race presented a perplexing problem
and the experts found themselves at a loss to
select the probable winner, with twenty-two
runner*, the largest field since Volodyovskl won
the great prize for the late William C. Whitney,
five years ago. Until yesterday Mr. Purefoy*s
Lallyheld the Jlrst place in the betting, but yes-
terday evening Lally was dethroned In favor
of Spearmint. This "morning Lally'e stock went
up again, and h« start. -d favorite at 4to 1.

It took some time to get the horses aligned, but
finally they were sent off to a fair start. Trout-
beck Jumped to the front and led to the mile
post, when Picton assumed command but gave
way again to Troutbeck coming down the hill.

A quarter of a mile from home Picton came on
with a rush, and again assumed the kadi, but
shortly afterward Danny Maher. the American
jockey, riding a splendid race on Spearmint,
challenged the leader, gradually drew up level,
forged ahead, and won a great race by a length.
Picton was second, Troutbeck third and Radium
fourth. Two lengths separated the second and
third horses. "Bkeets" Margin, the American
Jockey, rode Troutbeck.
It was Mailer's third Derby. Ills previous

wins were on Rock Sand and Cicero. The Jockey,
who is a great favorite in England, received an
ovation on returning to the scales.

KingEdward's entry, Xulli Secundus, made a
poor showing.

Derby Day e.s a national institution shows no
signs of decaying. OM stagers who have trav-
elled over the dusty road from London to Epsom
annually for decades past declared they never
before had seen such a rush. Ideal weather
helped to swell the holiday crowd.

The Park Lane millionaire and the coster-
monger exchanged badinage as the four-horse
coaches and costly motor cars Jostled the cos-
ters

1 barrows and tradesmen's carts flowing in
a continuous stream toward the racecourse. The
general din was terrific. To the inharmonious
walls of the bugles, cornets, harps, concertinas,
violins and mouth organs were added the rattle
and throb at the automobiles.

King Edward and a party of friends came
down by special train in time for the first race.
The other early arrivals by train were Ambassa-
dor Reid, Count Benckendorff, the Russian Am-
bassador to Gr< \\ Britain; Lord and Lady Essex,
the Pultan of Zanzibar. Lord Rothschild, the
Duke and Duchess of Roxburghe, the Duke and
Duchess of Devonshire, the Duke and Duchess of
Westminster, Lord Rosebery, Mr« Lang try and
Mrs. George Cornwallis-West.
