BILLS HANG IN HOUSE.

Pure Food and Immigration Both
Favored by the President.

[From The Tribune Bureau.}

Washington, June 11.—Two of the most important
measures considered at this session of Congress
=till remain on the House calendar, and, although
the House leaders insist that they will receive
favorable action, the continuous delay constitutes
A source of anxiety to their friends. These meas-
ures are the Pure Food bill and the Immigration
bill, with tHe educational clause added by the Sen-
ate. Contrary to some published reports, the
President is strongly in favor of the enactment of
both of these measures, and has so expressed him-
self to the Speaker, saying that he regards the
Pure Food bill as the more important, but that he
believes both should be placed on the statutes be-
fore Congress adjourns.

The President has always been an ardent advo-
cate of pure food legislation, and in his first mes-
Sage to Congress expressed himself as strongly in
favor of restricting immigration with a view to
maintaining the high standard of living and the
g00d wages now enjoyed by American working-
men. The President has privately expressed the
opinlon that the most efficactous method of re-
S}rictlnx immigration and keeping out of the
United States undesirable immigrants would be to
require the most thorough investigation by our
consular agents of the history, both moral and
physical, of all intending immigrants, and to com-
pel steamship companies to provide for each fmmi-
grant so much cubic space on board ship as to
render the steerage immigrant business unprofit-
able. But while the President regards drastic pro-
vislons of this character as 2 desirable end, he
also regards the educational examination as a long
step in the right directlon, and hopes to see it
enacted,

Representative Gardner to-day Introduced in the
House a new immigration bill which embodies the
essentlals of both the Senate and House measures,
which commands the unanimous support of the
Republican members of the Committee on Immigra-
tion and which was drawn after a long consultation

with and to meet the recommendations of the
Speaker. The Speaker has promised a day, and, if
necessary, a rule for this bill, and it is hoped that
he will make good his promise and permit the
measure to become a law at an early date. If the
House passes this measure no serious difficulty
will be encountered in conference

Representative liepburn declares his belief that
the Pure Food bdiil will be passed by the House in
the near future. although there is apparently some
difference of opinion on the subject between Colo-
nel Hepburn and the Speaker, as the former says
he is all ready for a rule to cover the bill itself and
the five eommirtee amendments, while it is main-
tained in the Speaker's room that the members of
the committee are not sufficiently agreed upon the
provisions of the pmfosed measure to make it pos-
sible to frame a satisfactory rule.

STATEHOOD COMPROMISE.

[ Leaders of Both Houses Say Agree-

ment Is Virtually Reached.

Washington, June 11.—The leaders of the two
houses of Congress are again discussing the terms
for a statehood compromise, and say that an agree-
ment has been virtually reached. The programme
under discussion provides for the withdrawal of
the conference report now before the two houses
and znother meeting of the conferrees, at which a
report will be framed by which provision will be
made that the guestion of statehood for Arizona
and New Mexico be voted on at the Novemberg elec-
tion and delegates to a constitutional convention
be elected at the same time.

This proposition obviates the objections presented
by Senator Foraker, who has all along malntained
that it would be worse than a farce to ask the
people of Arizona and New Mexico to go to the
expense of holding a constitutional convention be-
fore they knew whether they were or were not to
accept the joint statehood proposition. Mr. Foraker
has, moreover. malntained that to nominate and
vote for a large number of state officials at the

same election &t which the voters passed on the
question of statehood would tend to prevent a free
and fair expression on the statehood question itself,
as 2]l the friends of the nominees and all the influ-
ence of the officeseekers would be thrown for
etatehood on selfish rather than broad grounds

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PREPARE MEAT BILL.

House Committee’s Proposed Sub-
stitute Meets Opposition.

[From The Tribune Bureau.]

Washington, June 11.—In response to the gen-
eral demand for prompt meat inspection legis-
lation the House Committee on Agriculture to-
day began in earnest the preparation of a bill
which it will submit to the House as a substi-
tufe for the Beveridge amendment. Chalrman
Wadsworth and several other members of the
committee are unalterably opposed to some of
the providions in the Beveridge amendment and
would lfke to change it materially, but they are

; meeting with opposition from other members of
!!he committee, who believe that the proposed

Beveridge law is a good one and that the people
will not be satisfied unless it is reported practi-
cally as it stands.

The committee spent the entire day going over
the bill, axcept for a few minutes’ interruption
when a delegation of business men from St.
Joseph, Mo., were heard relative to the condition
of the packing houses in that part of the coun-
try, which they said were models of cleanliness.
At the end of the session to-night members of
the committee said that fairly satisfactory prog-
ress on the bill had been made, but that no
agreement could be reached without still further
consultation.

Representative Adams, of Wisconsin, one of
the members of the committee more favorable to
the Beveridge amendment than to any of the
four other substitute bills, said: ‘““We hope to
reach a conclusion on the bill to-morrow. The
committee is using the Beveridge amendment as
a basis In framing up the measure to be re-
ported. Careful consideration {8 also being given
to the four other measures before the com-
mittee. No decision has been reached on the
question of the cost of inspection, and that will
likely be left as the final point for consideration,
as it will cause much discussion.”

Chairman Wadsworth, it was said to-day, is
determined to make a stand for the payment of
the cost of inspection by the government. Sev-
eral other i.embers of the committee share
his views on this point, and there is some dan-
ger of a split in the committee. In this event, it
is probable that the compromise suggested by
Judge W. H. Cowan will be accepted as a way
out of the difficulty. Instead of specifying that
either the government or the packers shall be
responsible for the inspection expenses, Judge
Cowan’'s bill provides for an appropriation of
$2,000,000 by the government, all over this to
be paid for by fees collected from the packers.

Still another proposition before the committee
is one advanced by Representative Henry, pro-
viding that the packers shall defray the cost of
inspection the first vear, leaving it necessary
for some further legislation to be passed in the
light of a year's experience. Those opposed to
this proposition maintain that the Beveridge
amendment, placing the cost of inspection on the

packers, can be adopted, and that if it is found
to work unsatisfactorily it will be an easy mat-
ter for Congress to make some other provision
at the end of a year. They are afraid, how-
ever, that if the law is left in such shape as to
make necessary further legislation next year
the demand which has followed the exposure
just made will have abated, public attention
will be occupled with other things, and the pack-
ers will find it easy to gain their end, the de-
frayment of the cost by the government, with-
out its attracting much public attention or en-
ergetic opposition.

EFFORTS TO PROTECT BRITISH.

John Burns Tells Plans to Force Careful In-
spection of Canned Foods.

London, June 1l.—John Burns President of the
Local Government Board, speaking on the subject
of canned foods in the Iouse of (‘omrr_xons to-day,
said that the Local Government Board was doing
everything that could be done by administrative
action “in this serious matter."” Representations,
he added, had been made to the Foreign Office in
regard to effective inspection in the country from
which the largest supply of canned meats comes.
Mr. Burns added:

dence upon the House granting It such authority.

SWISS VOTE FOR FO0OD INSPECTION.

Balloting Affected by the Recent Disclosures
in This Country.

Berne, June 11.—The disclosures in the United
States relative to canned meats figured in ves-
terday’'s election on.the new Food Inspection
bill. The returns show that the bill was car-
ried by a large majority. A number of inter-
peliations have been introduced in the National
Council concerning the measures which the gov-
ernment intends to take relative to American
canned meats.

In Switzerland the first step toward legislative
action may be taken by means of popular initiative,
and laws passed by the Federal Assembly may be
vetoed by the popular voice. When petition de-
manding the revision or annulment of a measure
passed by the Legislature is presented by 30,000
citizens, or alteration is demanded by eight can-
tons, the law in question must be submitted to a
referendum.

FOR TRAVEL EXPENSE.

The President to Have $25,000 An-
nually if New Rill Is Enacted.

[From The Tribune Bureau.]

Washington, June 11.—Representative Wat-
son, of Indiana, introduced in the House to-day
a bill appropriating $25,000 a year for the trav-
This is to
take the place of the like provision in the Sundry
Civil bill which was lost in the House on the
point of order raised by Representative Will-
iams, the \Democratic leader.

DESERTER WAS SHOCKED.

Sailors Were Not Godly Men—
Executive Clemency Asked.

{From The Tribune Bureau.]

Washington, June 1l.—President Roosevelt
was asked to-day to pardon J. Matthews Fort-
ner, a young man of Pickens County, South
Carolina, who was recently arrested at a theo-
logical school in Greenville for deserting from
the navy in 1902. Senator Gallinger, of New
Hampshire, and Representative Johnson, of
South Carolina, made the plea for executive
clemency and told the President a remarkabie
story.

In 1902 J. Matthews Fortner was on a South
Carolina farm, struggling to save enough money
to pay for his education at college. He was
very desirous of entering the ministry and had
worked for years with this object in view. The
goal of his ambition, however, receded as time
flew by, and at the date the narrative opens he
had about given up all hope of accumulating
the required funds. A recruiting officer for the
navy stopped in a nearby town one day and
Fortner, having occasion to visit the place, was
attracted to the office by the flaming circulars
hung on the wall. He talked with the officer
and was soon persuaded that the navy would
give him the chance to achieve his long cher-
ished alm. He asked particularly about the
religious training of the sailors, and was in-
formed that it was ail that could be desired.
The company he would be thrown among, the
officer assured him, would be that of godly men.
