UHIPPAXY RIVER SHOW.

The 'varsity recovered a part of the lead be-
fore the mile and a half was reached, but lost
it as the freshmen increased the stroke just
above the navy yard, and were three-quarters of
a length ahead when they stopped rowing.

The 'varsity, in the mean time, had held to a
29 stroke, and did not change until tho three-
mile post was reached, when it went up one
notch. In the last half mile the stroke went to
82 and the finish was at 34. Not a man showed
any signs of distress.

The 'varsity four-oared crew rowed down
stream three miles and back again. C. H.
Schwepp, chairman of the regatta committee,
was brought to quarters from New London on
the launch this afternoon. He expressed him-
self as satisfied with the new course.

Yale Quarters, Gales Ferry, Conn., June 16.—
Insmooth water and on a dead tide the 'varsity
and freshmen eights had a short race late this
afternoon, the former winning by about two
lengths In a mile and a half distance. Both
crews went upstream at an easy stroke, and at
the one and a half miles turned around and
raced back.

The 'varsity started at a thirty-stroke, but
finding that there was more power in the boat
than the freshmen had the stroke was dropped
to twenty-eight, and held there to the finish.
Both crews pulled with smooth action, showing
that their form is nil that is expected.

The 'varsity four-oared crew was also out and
went upstream for two miles, and then rowed
back at a fast stroke. Among the visitors to-
day were several Yale men and friends, who
came here on the steam yacht Tuscarora, on
which the oarsmen will take, a tripon the Sound
to-morrow.

The rain was falling:heavily, but this served
to beat the water down to a smooth surface,
making conditions good for a time trial. Both
eights went upstream, to the. starting line and
took positions. The freshmen caught the water
first at the pistol, and had a few feet of lead at
the half mile. This advantage was increased at
the mile.
