SENATE LEADERS’ PLANS.

Canal and Meat Not Expected to
Delay Adjournment.

Washington, June 16.—The controversy con-
cerning meat inspection legislation and the dif-
ferences likely to arise between the Senate and
House relative to the type of the Panama Canal
were discussed by Senate leaders to-dav to de-
termine what effect they will have on adjoarn-
ment.

The indications are sald to be that the Senate
will decide on a good and effective meat inspec-
tion measure. In regard to the canal legislation
the prevailing impression is that in case the
Senate passes a sea level canal hiill ail matter
relative to the type will be eliminated in con-
ference from the Sundry Civil Appropriation
bill. If this should be done it would leave the

President free to carry out his expressed deter-
mination to proceed with the construction of a

lock canal.

The existing complications in regard to both
of these important matters are not thought
likely to delay seriously the adjournment of
Congress.

SAYS CHIEF HUGGED HER.

Pretty Teacher School
Principal —Town in U proar.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune.]

Hackensack, N. J., June 16.—Did George M.
Lasell, supervising principal. hug Miss OClive
King, a pretty teacher in the public school at
Ridgefield Park? That is the question that is
agitating the entire populace of that village.
There will be a trial next Wednesday evening,
when the Board of Flucation will give Principal
Lasell a chance to reply. The strangest thing
about the affair is that the alleged hugging oc-
curred last September. The report came out a
few evenings ago at a special meeting of the
teachers’ committee and become public to-day.

Miss King was unexpectedly present, and
Henry Fisher, chairman of the school govern-
ment committee, told her that the prime reason
for not engaging her for the coming vear was
because she was continuaily tardy. Then came
the sensational accusation from the teacher,
tears streaming down her face.

“I am not the only teacher that has heen tardy.
If the supervising principal expects subordina-
tion from his teachers he must first gain their
respect.

“Mr. Lasell has not treated me in a proper
manner. One day last September he hugged
me in one of the cloakrooms, and repeated the
offence a few seconds later in the presence of
Miss Edith Mehrhof and Miss Celia Stackhouse
and other teachers. I was greatly shocked, for
I had never heen accorded such treatment be-
fore. On another occasion Mr. Lasell called me,
with others, a fool. This happened in a
private residence.”

When Miss King sat down in a fainting con-
dition Chairman Fisher remarked: “I have al-
wave stood by Principal Laseil, but if he is
guilty of hugging teachers we must get rid of
him.”

Miss King's tears had a powerful effect on
the cormmmittee, and it was decided to defer
action on the subject of her appointment until
the hugging trial is over. Mr. Lasell, who is
popular in the town, though just ending his first
term, sald, after the meeting:

1 have never hugged Miss King. 7T reecail that
one day last September during recess while Miss
Stackhouse, Miss Mehrhof and I were standing
in the hallwav Miss King came toward us and
in a spirit of play offered me a fig cookie. As
I reached for it Miss King withdrew and started
to run away. In the same spirit of play I started
after her, bent on getting the cookie. I caught
her by the arms in my effort to get the proffered
cake, but I did not hug Miss King.

On another occasion during the visit of sev-
eral young folks at the home of Misg Mehrhof
I was much annoved at the conduct of some of
them who made me the bhutt of several pranks.
Leaving Miss Mehrhof and myseif in a large
parior, they tied the door fast on the outside. Af-
ter onr release 1 did say they had acted like a
1ot of damned fools, but I made no personal al-
lusion.

MURDERER SUGGESTS COMPROMISE.

Novel Petition Said To Be at Suggestion of
Albert T. Patrick.

THE IMMIGRATION

BILL.

Majority of Republicans in House
Said to Favor Delay.

[From The Tribune Bureau ]

Washington, June 16.—The chances of passing
the Immigration bill, which is being urged in
the House by Representative Gardner, of Mas-
sachusetts, are now said to he remota, although
the measure is advocated by most of the labor
organizations and the President has written to
the Speaker urging its passage. A canvass of
the Republican members of the House is being
conducted quietly, with a view of lining up the
opposition to the bill, and it is said that it has
proceeded far enough to demonstrate that a ma-
jority of the Republicans are oppesed to’ the
measure, or at least that they would prefer to
defer voting on it until after the coming elec-
tion. Representative Gardner has called a cau-
cus to consider this subject and demand a rule,
but the leaders believe that they can show him
the imposstbility of passing the bill and so hope
to ohtain his acquiescence in the programme of
delay.

The opposition to the measure, which is di-
rected especially to the Increase of the head tax
and to the proviston which requires that would-
be immigrants must be able to read a page of
printed matter in some language, the choice of
language being left to them, comes chiefly from
the shinping companies and from the large em-
ployers of lahor, who insist that the supply of
jabor at cheap prices is already too limited.

CHARGES SLAVE SYSTEM.

Hard to Enforce Laws Against
Padrones, Says Bogert.

In his annual report to the Mayor., John N. Bo-
gert, Commigsioner of Licenses, complains of the
difficulty of enforeing the license laws and ordi-
nances against the Italisn padrones and other
contract lahor employment agencies. Laborers sent
to the South and West by these agencies, Mr. Bo-
gert savs, are treated with great cruelty. He as-
serts that these agencies have operated without
legal restrietion so long that they now utterly dis-
regard all artempts to enforce the laws.

Commissioner Bogert says that the Itallan im-
migrants look on everybody except their own coun-
trymen with the greatest suspicion, and that the
padrones make the most of this confldence. They
have practically instituted the “slave system™
among their countrymen, he says. He continues:

In recent cases brought to the attention of the
Commissioner of Licenses it was shown that hun-
dreds of Italian immigrants who believed they were
going to Philadeiphia or Pittsburg. were really
landed in the swamps of Florida and the wilds of
North Carolina, where they were kept on raiiroad
construction work under the surveillance of armed
guards until they became too sick to be of value,
when they were turned loose to make their way
back to New York as best they could.

His department, Mr. Bogert says, has the great-
est difficulty in preventing these conditions, and
the only way to rectify them, in his opinion, is
to inform the immigrants by widespread publica-
tion of the facts. The “‘cadet’” system on the East
Side, in so far as it affected immigrant giris. has
been practically done away with, Mr. Bogert says.

FATHER AND DAUGHTER INTRODUCED.

Takia the fifteen-year-old daughter of
Joseph F. Bish ., a wealthy Syrian merchant of
Fall River, Mass.,, arrived here yesterday on the
French liner La Savoie. The girl was born
Worcester, Mass.., and returned to thirteen
vears ago, when her mother died. Neither father
nor daughter recognized each other, and had to be
introduced by an immigration inspector. Bishara
wanted to take his daughter at once to Fall River.
but she was detained at Ellis Island, and will e
held until her father produces her birth certificate.
