MR. CHOATE NOT SERIOUSLY ILL.

TRIENNIAL CONVENTION OF MASON9.
Boston, June 17 (Special)-— Masons from all over

the United States open here to-day the triennial
convocation of the grand Masonlo bodies of the
cryptic and capitular rites at Masonlo Temple.

The session will last four days. This Is the first
visit of the general grand bodies to Boston since

1850. The general grand council of royal and se-
lect masters opened its assembly to-day. The
vocation of tho general grand royal arch chapter
will open to-morrow. An elaborate programme ot
entertainment has been arranged for the visitors
and their families.

Sherman Says He Didn't Say It
—

Rock De-
clares He Did.

The issue of veracity has arisen between P.
Tecumseh Sherman, Commissioner of Labor, and
Assemblyman Thonjas Rock, as to the assertion of
Rock that Mr. Sherman told him that he would
resign in case the Page Eight-Hour bill became
law. A letter of Mr. Sherman to the Central Fed-
orated Union was read at yesterday's meeting of
the central body. Itsaid that he had never made
any promise to Assemblyman Rock to resign, ln
case tho billbecame law. He haa stated to other
men that its remedial powers would so increase the
number cf complaints that he could not attend to
them and give attention to the Factory law. He
said to labor men and others, but never to Mr.
Rock, that If the bill passed he would resign, but
h« waa told subsequently by them that it would
require no demands on his time, and then he
changed his mind.

EACH ASSAILS OTHER'S VERACITY.

The special meeting of the stookholders of the
Equitable to consider approving and authorizing

the amended charter of the society will bo held
to-day at noon. As Thomas F. Ryan, who owns
a majority of the stock, favors the plan for
seml-mutualizatlon, which makes it necessary
to amend the charter, there Is no question about
its adoption. It provides for the election of
twenty-eight of the fifty-two directors by th©
policyholders next December.

Grover Cleveland and the two other trustees
of the Ryan stock will, of course, be at the
meeting. They will also hava a separate meet-
Ing to discuss other questions. The minority
stockholders, represented by Franklin B. Lord,
who are opposed to mutuallzation, willundoubt-edly be heard at the stockholders' meeting.

George L.Newman, of Charlottesville, Va., the
oldest lifeinsurance policyholder lr. the country,
will be ninety years old on July 15. He took
out a straight life policy for $1,500 on January
12, 1844. and Is one of three men now living
who took out policies ln that year. On account
of the dividend additions, the policy now has a
surrender value of $4,400.

New York IJfe Sacrifices Old Pub-
lication to Economy.

Bngulfed ln the wave of economy which has
been sweeping over the New Tork Life Insur-
ance Company sic c the first of the year, the
"New York News Letter." the bi-monthly peri-
odical of the company, suspends publication
with the May-June issue just out of the press.

This paper, which had been published by the
company for between thirtyand forty years, had
a large circulation, the editions amounting some-
times to 100.000 copies. It was sent out to the
10,000 agents of the company, who saw that It
was distributed ln their districts. The expense
of publication and distribution was larg«. An
officer of the oompany said yesterday that under
existing conditions the company believed the>
papex could be dispensed with. Richard M.
Hudnut, who edited the magazine, la still re-
tained ln charge of the advertising literature

of the company.

The Walters are an old family, and trace back
their descent, without a break, to Richard Walter,

who flourished In the r«lgn of Queen Anne as one
of the most influential and respected citizens of the
City of London. Burke'a "Landed Gent^r" and
other works of reference claim for that Richard
Walter descent from the old Devon family of Wal-
ter of Ashburie, in that county, whose arms, name-
ly, a stork drinkingout of a shell, were registered
by the heralds on the occasion of one of their offi-
cial visitations in the reign of Queen Elizabeth.

NEED OF SECOND GRAND JURY.
To the Editor of The Tribune.

Bir: As a grand Juror for many years. It seema
to me that the presentment to the court by the
May grand Jury suggesting that two grand Juries
should be ln session each month, ln order that
more time and better attention should be given to
cases that are brought before them, la a matter of
the gravest Importance.

One panel could be ln session from 10 a. m. to

12 m., the other ln session from 1 to 3 p. m.. both
of which could be held in the same grand Jury
room, thus entailing an additional expense of one
panel of grand Jurors each month, which no rea-
sonable citizen could or would complain of. as
better Justice could b<\ dono, both to the criminal
and to the citizen, for the number of cases to be
disposed of by each grand Jury daily Is too great
to be done properly by one.

The fault found by his honor. Judge Foster, seems
to me quite unreasonable. If not unjust. If trials
could be had speedily our honorable trial Judges
would find little difficulty in convicting under near-
ly all of the indictments found by our grand Juries.

There Is little wonder that the Governor of our
state condemned in the- severest terms the fact
that most trials are had, both civil and criminal,
months and years after chance has h^en glvn tc
escape Justice in both cases.

TAX REFORM ASSOCIATION EXPENSES.

By common consent and common usage the white
or colorless race in America Is to-day called the
American race. The red man Is the only true

—
the only American.
The colored rp.ee In this country as distinguished

from the black race— L c., the quadroons, octoroons
and mulattoes, etc.— are not, properly speaking, Ne-
groes. A mangroon Is all black— a full blood, a
whole Negro. The late Martin R. Delany, Alex A.
Crummell. Joseph C. Price, Samuel R. Ward were
mangroons, and there are many thousands of men
and women of their sable hue still In this country
—whole Negroes

—
who do not object to the term

"Negro" as a proper designation for their race.
A mulatto is one-half Negro; a quadroon is. one-

quarter Negro; a mestizo Is half-quarter Negro.

Whatever the complexion of the people, they are
compelled either to follow the condition of their
race or to forswear it, which latter many of them
have done. The black or African race la the
mother race and its worm. rich. red blood courses
through the veins of all or nearly all the races on
earth, and every human being on the globe Is
cousin to other human beings.
Ihave no objection to the term Negro or black

man, for they both stand for something definite.
Icall myself a Negro and Iam not ashamed-to
be known as such. Ialways write the word with
an upper case "N" and Iam always ready to de-
fend it.

The hybrid term Afro-American has always been
distasteful to me in that It does not represent any
race classified and known to natural history. It
Is apologetic. Insulting, and conceals more than it
reveals. Its champions and defenders discover asingular desire to popularize It as a legitimate
and proper race appellation in fare of the fact
that if there could be such a biped as an Afro-
American it would have its origin in the races
from which it takes Its name and would be a dualrace. Ethnology does not recognize any such race.

Custom and usage in this country force Into theranks of the black or Negro race all persons whoare known to have African blood in their veins,
bo that the changing of their race name will not
make them less Negro In the eyes of those who
have been accustomed to regard all persons hav-ing tne African reinforcement as Negroes.

ANOTHER '•TIMES" CAUSE CELEBREv

Among the causes celebres of the present year ln
England the most interesting will undoubtedly be
the lawsuit Instituted by a number of shareholders
of the London "Times" against Arthur Walter,

the present chief of the Walter dynasty and the
absolute controller of the most famous organ of
the British press. The action, which is to be tried
in the High Court of Chancery a few weeks hence
by Justice Sir Thomas Warrir.gton, will be chiefly
Interesting by reason of the fact that It will poB-

Bibly serve to lay bare the mysteries in connection
with the inner workings of the "Times," which
for more than a hundred years past have been en-
shrouded with a degree of secrecy that has con-
tributed not a little to the prestige and the power

of the paper. In fact, the anonymity of its writers
and of its owners- an anonymity which was only
partially disclosed at the time of the Plggott for-
gery and of "Parr.el!i.«m and Crime" episode— has

shad the effer-t. more than anything else, to cauße

the people, both ot home and abroad, to regard

its utterances as the vox populi.

It was with the object of preserving this anonym-
ity that the Walters have refused, on four sepa-
rate occasions, offf-rs of peerages, and that Its
editors and managers have never been allowed
to accept knighthoods, as has been the case with

editors of other papers. The public has always

been under the impression that statesmen of the
highest rank occasionally wrote the leaden or .-di-

torieal articles ln the "Times," and through the

late Sir William Vernon Harcourt's Indiscretion it
was prt-tty well known that he contributed occa-
sionally to the columns of the paper in this fash-

lon. But any definite Information about tho mat-
ter it was imi'Og^ihle to obtain, and so great is

the secrecy observed at the "Times" office that
not even the sub-editors and the various members

of the) staff are ever made acquainted with the
identity of this or that personage who may have
been called upon by the editor in chief to write on
a K-ven subject.

PRIVATE ORCHESTRAS AND TROUPES.

Thf> Intimation contained in the cable dispatches
of last week, to the effect that Alfred de Rothsch'ld
had loaned his private band to the American Am-
bassador, to discourse sweet music during the din-
ner given at Dorchester House in honor of King
Edward last week, serves to draw attention to a
form of luxury which, so far as Iam aware, has
not yet crossed the Atlantic, and is unknown, until
now, in America. The private orchestra of Baron
Alfred Rothschild ia famous throughout the United
Kingdom. It is composed of some fifty or sixty
pieces. Each one of the members Is a virtuoso,
and they are in the baron's steady employ, year
in, year out, having nothing else to do. and re-
ceiving princely pay. Lord Lonsdale is another
well known man who has a private band, which is
always heard to great advantage on the occasion of
the Kaiser's visits to the Lowther Castle, inWest-
moreland. The late Lord Dudley's private band,
which was celebrated, was dispensed with by Wb
eldest son, the present earl, who is not imbued with
the same craze for music as his eccentric father.
Lord Londonderry, however, has a private band.
So. too, has the Duke of Westminster, while the
King's private band Is a very fine one, indeed. On
the Continent of Europe great nobles have not only
I>iivate orchestras, but private theatrical troupes,
as. for Instance, Count Francis Esterhazy at Totis,
his country place in Hungary, where the chateau
comprises a beautiful private theatre, where some
of the greatest artists of the nineteenth century
graduated inthe lifetime of the late Count Nicholas
Esterhaey, who spent immense Bums of money in
training them. The grandeur of the Esterhazys is
perhaps best illustrated by the fact that, although
shorn of much of their wealth through extrava-
gance, their landed possessions still exceed lnarea
the whole of Ireland, and when the first Napoleon
offered to make the chief of the house- of Ester-
hazy King of Hungary, the old prince proud-
lyreplied that, much as he valued the crown of
St. Stephen, an Eeterhazy could not condescend
to be indebted for it, ln any way. to a Bonaparte.
Prince Joseph Sulkowskl. Duke of Bielita, who, Ju-
diciallypronounced iasane ln Austria-Hungary, has
been declared sane by the German courts, and
occupies his seat in the Prussian House of Lords,
Is, however, the only noble, to my knowledge, who
Indulges ln the odd luxury of a private circus, in-
cluding trick horses, bareback riders, acrobats,
clowns, a corps de ballet and a whole menagerie
of wildanimals, includinglions and baby elephants.

Not content with maintaining this circus all the
year round for his own private and personal de-
lectation, he actually takes it with him on. his
travels, two or three special trains being required
for its accommodation.

Let me add, while on this subject, that the Duke
of Atholl is the only nobleman ln Europe who Is
accorded the privilege of maintaining a full regi-
ment, splendidly armed, as his personal bodyguard.
The regiment isnearly a thousand strong, is rocruit-
ed exclusively from members of the Murray clan,

of which he is the chieftain; has a battery of ma-
chine guns and also a set of regimental colors,
presented to it by the late Queen Victoria on the
occasion of one of her visits to the castle at Blair
Athol. Itis tho only armed body of men ln Great
Britain that does not figure in the army or navy
lists of the British Crown, and which is entirely
independent of the War Department and of the
Admiralty.

It1$ During the Kid "Regatta That
He Is Most Human.

Emperor William has manifested his customary
cleverness by arranging to entertain tho President's
daughter and her husband at Kiel this week, rather
than at Berlin. For during the regatta at Kiel the
Kaiser is. for th© nonae, more of the yachtsman
and the clubman than the monarch. He. as well
as his consort, his eor.s. hi3brother and sisters, lays
aside there much of the state and ceremony by
which all their comings and goings are attended at

Berlin and at Potsdam. Ths rigors of court eti-
quette are relaxed for the time being, and then,
above all. there are none of those difficulties lncon-
nection with the questions of precedence, which, in
the case of Congressman and Mrs. Longworth,
would have been so extremely awkward had the
EJmperor entertained them anywhere else than at

Klei. There h« can show them all the attention
that he wishes; oan take Mm. Longworth ln to
dinner, and place her at hia right at table, without
anybody having the ripht to say a word ln protest.
But such a thing would be. absolutely impossible at
Berlin or Potsdam, where she would have to giv»
way to all sorts of titled ladies of the great and
small nobility, whose precedence is regulated, not
by the sovereign's favor, but by law, people at-
taching exactly the same value to their Inherited
precedence as to their other birthrights, and mani-
festing an extraordinary Jealousy on the subject of
their prerogatives in the matter. Moreover, the
Bmperor and Empress are much more approach-
able at Kiel than elsewhere, and most of the
Americans who enjoy the Kaiser's more or less
lnthnnte acquaintance have made it, ln the first
place, by vlsrtinjr Kiel on fine steam yachts during
the Kiel regatta week.
