Eaton. Ohio. June 10— The oath of office was

administered to Lieutenant Governor Harris here
to-night by Judge Fisher of the Common Pleas

bench.

Mr. Harris, who succeeds to the governorship,
did not seek, directly or Indirectly, the honor
that has now come to him. He was drafted as
a candidate for Lieutenant Governor. He had
retired from active participation in politics, but
when his party called him to the front again he
responded aa promptly and as loyally as in the
days of "61 to '65.

The suggestion ha* already been made here
that Mr. Harris's accession to the governorship
at this time will mean his nomination and elec-
tion as Governor in 1906. Ho Is advanced In
years, but he has the vitality and vigor of a
man twenty years his Junior.
In the death of Governor Pattlson, the Demo-

crats have lost practically all the fruits of the
victory they gained last fall, and the blow Is a
crushing one to the party. Itis more discourag-
ing and even more demoralizing in a sense than
a defeat at the polls, and the leaders recognize

that it willbe a difficult task to rally the party.
The Republicans have regained the advantage
attendant upon complete control of the state
affairs.

The death of Governor Pattison has called at-
tention to the constitutional provisions govern-
ing the succession and the necessity for a change

In such cases. In the state constitution there is
no provision for the succession to the official
designation of Governor, the constitution de-
claring that "In case of the death. Impeachment,
resignation, removal or other disability of the
Governor, the powers and duties of the office
for the residue of tbe term, or until he shall be
acquitted or thG disability removed, shall de-

volve upon the Lieutenant Governor."
Accordingly, Lieutenant Governor Harris will

become acting Governor, with all the powers,
prerogatives and emoluments attached to that
office, but will not be Governor In title. There

willbe no Governor of Ohio until after the elec-

tion to be held In1906.

Among the Ohio leaders the belief Is general
that the Republican party Is better offnow than
it would have been had Governor Herrlck been
re-elected, fur they feel that the bitter fir^ to
which Governor Herrlck had been subjected

would have made him a heavy load for the party
to have carried during the next two or three
years. As it Is,Herrlck has been eliminated, and
a Republican is now at tho head of tho state's
affairs in whom the people of the state have the
highest confidence, as evidenced by his large
plurality last fall when Herrick was overwhelm-
inglydefeated.

Governor Pattisons Death Dis-

heartens His Party in Ohio.
»

Cleveland. June 16—By the death to-day of

Governor John M. Pattlson. at his home near
Cincinnati, the Republican party comes into full
control of Ohio. At the election last November,
It will be recalled, the Republicans swept the
state, as usual, electing tha entire ticket with
the exception of Myron T. Herrlck, who was
overwhelmingly defeated for re-election to the
Governorship. Now Lieutenant Governor An-
drew LHarris succeeds to the chief exeoutive-
ship and the Ohio Democracy Is left without
a leader.

Special officers ciar*- and Vale were imme-
diately detailed on the case and Instructed to

remain in that neighborhood until further orders.

The first information that Kean and his cap-

tive were in the neighborhood in which the ar-
rest was eventually made came from Joseph

Sager, a baker at 60th street and Haverford
avenue, who told a policeman last week that hu

had seen a man and a boy answering the descrip-

tion of the pair In an oyster saloon at No. 6013
Haverford avenue soon after midnight last
Wednesday.

Kean, they learned, lived at No. 415 North
Horton street, a small and newly laid out block
between 61st and G2d streets, north of Callow
Hill. This house had been under close surveil-
lance ever since the first intimation of Kean's
taking part in the crime reached official ears.
Despite this vigilance, no trace of Kean or the
boy came to light. To-day, however, a woman
neighbor of Kean's caught sight of the wan face
of a boy at the window of the vacant house. She
informed the police, tnd the rest was easy, al-
though Kean showed fight and tried to escape.

Although the police department professed- to

be on the track of Kean a day or two after the
abduction, they purposely gave out stories to

lead him astray. This morning all the local
newspapers, by request of Captain Donaghy, of
the Detective Bureau, printed stories that the
search had been abandoned because, the boy was
known to be with relatives In New Jersey and
that the history of the case would reveal a fam-
ilyskeleton. This, Itwas expected, would throw
the kidnapper offhis guard and aid Inhis capt-
ure. He had written several letters to Mr. Muth
demanding ransom for the boy, and Mr. Muth
had replied by "personals" in tho newspapers,

agreeing to pay the sums named; but while the
police were watching these matters, Kean had*
the lad safe In the West Philadelphia house
within a few hundred yards of a police station.

NO CONFEDERATES, SAY POLICE.
Captain Donaghy was convinced that Kean

and the child were in the city, the evidence of
this being in the fiveletters which the kidnapper

sent to Mr. Muth negotiating for the return of

the boy. Allof these, with tho exception of one

received from Wilmington, Del., were mailed In

the central district of Philadelphia. The Wil-
mington letter, the police say, Kean denies hav-

ing written, although he refers to ItIn a subse-
quent communication. It Is hinted that this
missive was mailed by a woman, but the police

declare that Kean had no confederates in th.9
abduction.

Inever Intended to do the l>oy any injury. I
needed the money, and intended to take the boy
five or six miles from Philadelphia. Then I
intended to write to his parents, telling them
that Ihad the boy, and for a certain considera-
tion would return him to them.

The child and his captor were taken after a
dramatic and sensational scene. The police re-
ceived information several days ago- which led
them to suspect Kean. and although the man
was known by sight to several of Captain Don-
aghy's men, they were unable to find him until
to-day.

The boy, with Bmudgy. face and showing the
hardships which he had undergone during a
close confinement In a bare, unfurnished house,
to which Kean had taken him In a carriage:

when he called him out of school, scarcely real-
ized his position. He had been kept under sub-
jection by means of drugs and liquor and was
not at all like a bright boy of seven years. He
first talked to his father over the telephone and
told him that he was safe at police headquar-
ters, but he showed little Interest Jn that pro-
ceeding. When he heard his mother's voice over
the wire, however, the lad's face lighted up and
he fairly shouted her name and was almost be-
side himself with glee.

In a little while the boy was taken to his
home, where Mrs. Muth grasped him in one long,
fond embrace, and then fainted from sheer Joy.
Only one or two close friends were permitted in
the house at that moment, for Mrs. Muth had
been showing signs of complete collapse since
yesterday, under the strain to which she had
been subjected for seven days.

ME. CASSATT EXPLAINS LOANS USE.

Pennsylvania was under heavy pressure In the
stock market yesterday, declining 2^ points on
rumors that the loan had failed. The sales of
the stock were large, aggregating about 134,000

shares out of the day's total transactions of
1,080,000 shares. The conclusion of the nego-

tiations for the loan has been so long delayed

and the situation in Russia, in which country

an enormous amount of French capital is in-
vested, is so threatening that the report of fail-
ure of the loan arrangement found credence In
various quarters, although it had been known
days ago that practically all details preliminary

to the actual signing of the contract had been
arranged.

In the negotiations which have been going on
here for several weeks Horace Flnaly,who came
over from Paris especially to take part In them,
has represented the Banque do Paris et dcs
Pays Bas. and J. G. Buchanan, the New York
representative of the Credit Lyonnals, has rep-
resented that institution. William Nelson
Cromwell has acted as the legal adviser of the
two French banks, and Paul D. Cravath has
represented Kuhn, Leob & Co. The final confer-
ence, at which the last details were arranged and
the contract was signed, was held yesterday af-
ternoon In the office of Sullivan & Cromwell.
It Is now a full month since announcement

was first made that the Pennsylvania Railroad
Company was negotiating for the placing in
Paris of a loan of $50,000,000. That news
closely followed the announcement that there
had been sold through Kuhn, Loeb &Co. $50,-
000.000 44 1-21-'2 per cent eighteen-month collateral
trust notes of the Pennsylvania Company,
guaranteed by the Pennsylvania Railroad
Company. The bonds, which it was designed to
place in Paris, it was learned, wara to be se-
cured upon water and equipment bonds and
notes now held In the Pennsylvania's treasury,

tho water bonds having been issued to equip

the line with a complete water supply between
Pittsburg and New York.

The price at which the bonds were sold by the
Pennsylvania Railroad Company could not be
learned, but It Is understood that the total cost
to the company willbo about 4% per cent, which
would seem to represent rather better terms

than it obtained in the sale of the $50,000,000
short term notes a few weeks ago In this city.

A member of the firm of Kuhn, Loob & Co.,
speaking about the loan, said:

We consider that the closing up of this trans-
action is a mo.st important event financially. It
marks the placing of the first direct American
loan in Paris, and it is, further, the first offi-
cially sanctioned American loan placed there.
It means that a"bout $30,000,000 in French
money will come to this country. This French
money will arrive here at a most opportune
time. The issue price will be between i>o and
par. All the costs and expenses Incidental to
the placing of this loan will be borne by tho
French banks Interested and the Pennsylvania
company will have to pay no part of the ex-
penses. Many legal technicalities had to be
overcome to conform with the French laws be-
fore the affair was entirely closed up. Having
overcome all these obstacles we feel rather proud
of the success of the undertaking.

The overcoming of these legal difficulties has
made the closing of the transaction nec^sarily
Blow. The loan has had to obtain the sanction
of the French Ministers of Finance, Foreign
Affairs and the Interior, and has had to meet
the severe and complex requirements of the
French Fisc. or the local conditions of French
law as to the floating and Issue of securities.
Thj.tasJf hns be^n.the greater, as. this loin Is
the first'of its sore to be placed in France.

The bonds have already been listed on the
Paris bourse. All of the expenses Incident to
this step. Including taxation and the listing fee,
are met by the French bankers. The initial ex-
pense, it is estimated, Is a little over 1per cent,
and the annual expense hereafter willbe a trifle
less than 1per cent.

French Banks WillSend Over Fifty
Millions—Term s Favorable.

Formal announcement of the successful con-
clusion of the negotiations for placing the Penn-
sylvania Railroad' s $50,000,000 loan in Paris was
made last night by the banking house of Kuhn,
Loeb & Co., Ina statement as follows:

Kuhn, Loeb & Co. have purchased from the
Pennsylvania Railroad Company I^MXHMXHJ
francs of the Pennsylvania company twelve-fif-
teen-year 3% per cent French franc loan of 1906.
guaranteed as to principal and interest by the
Pennsylvania Railroad Company. The entire
loan has been placed by Kuhn, Loeb & Co. with
a French group undar the management of the
Banque do Paris et dcs Pays-Bas and the Credit
Lyonnals. The issue price willbe In the neigh-
borhood of par. Payment will be made in equal
monthly instalments, divided over the balance of
the present year, or earlier, at the option of the
French banks.

The decision of the Committee on Agriculture
to-day to report a new bill was reached after
extended conferences by House leaders and
members of the committee among themselves
and with the President. The visit of Speaker

Cannon to tha White House last night, when he>
discussed tne meat Inspection situation with the
President, had an Important bearing on the ac-
tion of the committee to-day. There were sev-
eral conferences on the subject at the White
House again to-day, in which the President ex-
pressed in emphatic terms his objections to the
committee's Mil and gave the members of the
committee his views In concrete form. »o that
they might know just what features he regarded
as Indispensable In the meat inspection law.
The legal officers of the Department of Agri-
culture prepared a bin which they submitted to
the President, and Its provisions were shown to
members of the committee who asked for them.

The agreement reached by the committee pre-
sages prompt action on the part of the House in
considering tits btlL That it will be approved

without change there seems to be little doubt.
ItIs not believed that any extended debata will
be necessary.

The action of the committee in making the
appropriation for inspection $3,000,000 la espe-
cially satisfactory, as Secretary Wilson declare*
this to be a sufficient ajnount to carry tha law
into effect, and it is emphatically asserted that
there will be no difficulty in getting adequate
appropriations to continue the work wh>en its
usefulness isproved.

The President originally recommended that
the cost of Inspection be defrayed by fees paid
by tha packers, and he also favored tha feature
of the Beveridge amendment providing for dat-
ing canned products, but. finding serious oppo-
sition to these two propositions, tha President
declared his willingness to accept the billas now
framed by the committee.

In its essentials tha billas row agreed on Is
so different from that first-reported that the re-
lationship Is hardly recognlzabia, Every one of
the provisions retained has been Indorsed by

the President as essential to tha effective op-
eration of the law. In his letter* to Chair-
man Wadsworth, when the latter asked foe
an expression of his views, and la his conver-
sations with members of tha committee, the
President has Insisted that these features,
stronger in the new amendment than In that
which passed tha Senate, were of vital Impor-

tance as affecting1 the scope aad effectiveneaa
of the proposed, law.

The paragraph relating to inspection is so
amended as to make it clear that inspectors shall
be admitted to tha packing houses at all timea
of the day or night, whether they aro la opera-
tion or not.

Tha entire provision for "court re\dew" Is
eliminated. The words "in the Judgment of the
Secretary of Agriculture" willnot be inserted.

The clause exempting Inspectors from appoint*
ment under CivilService regulations la stricken
out.

The Inspection appropriation U mada $3.000,00 C
annually. Instead of Sl.oOO.OtX> seml-annually.

There is to be no date on the labels of meat
food products.

House Committee's Measure Remod*
elled to Meet His Vita*.

Washington. June IS.—The President has woa

an overwhelming victory over the packers.

When the Meat Inspection bill on -which an
agreement was reached to-day becomes law. the

people of the United States will be entirely pro-

tected from unhealthfut meat products'ar.d foods
prepared under unsanitary conditions. Hitherto
federal Inspection has been practised in. 40 out

of 151 packing houses in the United States.

Hereafter every packing house In the country

willhave to be conducted under rigid federal in-
spection, unless Itrefrains entirely from putting

its products Into Interstate commerce. Tho Pres-
ident's course throughout the Investigation and
th3agitation preceding this legislation has been
completely vindicated by the action of the House

Committee on Agriculture, which now acknowl-
edges that his course was Judicious and effec-

tive. The committee has prepared a bill which
meets the entire approval of the Executive and
hl3 expert advisers In the Department ot Agri-

culture.
Representative Wadsworth returned to "Wash-

ington from New York this morning, and Imme-
diately called at the White House and assured
tha President that ho was prepared to accept
the \u25bclews of the Executive with regard to the
pending law. lie also assured the President
that be could speak for the committee of which
he la chairman. Of course, the conference which
the President held with the Speaker last night
paved the way for Mr. Wadsworth's change ot
attitude.

As soon as the House met Mr. Wadsworth. as
chairman of the Committee oa Agriculture, asked
unanimous consent that the committee be per«
mitted to withdraw the meat inspection amend*
nient which It had previously reported, with a
view to remodelling ita provisions Permission
having been, granted, the committee assembled
and proceeded bo to alter the Wadjworth billaa
to moke Itconform, to tie recommendations of
the President. The measure wiilbe placed oja the
statutes at an early date, when thorough and
adequate inspection wJB Immediately ba en-
forced, and the public will be amply protected
from the abuses which the President's Investi-
gation of the packing Industry disclosed.

The packers and their friends are now ex-
tremely anxious to have the billbecome law. aa
they have coma to appreciate not only tha futil-
ity, but the unwisdom, of their course in at-
tempting to thwart the President In an. under-
taking in which he was heartily and unani-
mously supported by the people.

Representative Wadsworth will seek to have
the new amendment adopted by the House to-
morrow, so that it may be sent immediately
to conference, practically without debate. Ttas
House willproceed under suspension of the- rules
to-morrow, and there Is some opposition tospar-
ing the brief time necessary to adopt tha meat
amendment, but in any event it willbe adopted
not later than "Wednesday.

Norfolk, Va., June 18.—John D. Rockefeller
Ihas given $800,000 for a naval Young Men'3
| Christian Association building here. The grift

was made some weeks ago, but was not an-
nounced until to-day, as it was desired first to'
obtain options on land fcr a building site.

Work among the sailors was begun here sev-
ieral years a#o, through the generosity of Miss
;Helen M. Gould, and she has practically main-
i tamed It since then. A representative of the

association interested Mr. Rockefeller through
his counsel, Starr P. Murphy. Mr. Rock, feller
visited the Brooklyn Naval Young Men's Chris-
tian Association after President Roosevelt was
entertained there, and decided that the work
being done for the sailors of the navy was
worthy of aid.

The local management has severvl sites under
consideration, and selection will be made when
a representative of the national association ar- !

rives. There arc usually about three thousand
sailors a:id marines at the Norfolk Navy Yard.
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
