NEW MUTUAL COMMITTEE.

Pquitable

Make-up Shows Large Financial In-
terests Are Still in Control.

That the control of the Mutual Life Insurance
Company will remain with the large financial in-
terests that were influential in Its affairs under
the administration of President McCurdy is indi-
cated by the make-up of the general committee
of the board of trustees, For some reason or other
President Peabody had been concealing the identity
of the members of this committee, which has been
made up by the election of one member each by
the flnance, real estate, insurance and agencies,
mortuary claims and auditing committees, Its per-
sonnel was learned from a trustee yesterday.

President Peabody 1s an ex-officlo member and
chairman of this committee, which has just been
organized. Vice-President MecClintock is also an
ex-officlo member. This committee, which was pro-
vided for under the new by-laws, is one of the
most important, as it has the functions of the
usual executive committee. It is to meet at the
call of the president to consider such affairs of
the company as may be presented other than those
epecifically assigned to some other committee
under the by-laws.

This committee will also apportion among the
various committees the amounts to be Invested
under their direction and will receive the quarterly
reports showing the business and the income and
expenses of the company. The committee will also
approve of all salaries of officers elected by the
board, will fix the compensation of all officers ap-
pointed by the president, and may provide for the
continuance in the service of the company, at re-
duced compensation, of officers and employes at-
taining the age of sixty-five years.

Although the mempers of this committee were
elected by the flvea committees mentioned, it is sald
that the membership was practically dictated by
President Peabody. The general committee is made
up as follows: George F. Baker, representing the
finance committee; Charles R. Henderson, of the
real estate committee; Dumont Clarke, of the in-
surance and agencies committee; Charles D. Dickey,
of the mortuary claims committee, and John W.
Auchincloss, of the auditing committee. Some idea
of the vast flnancial interests represented by the
men on this committee may be gained from the
following partial list of corporations of which they
are directors:

GOV. PATTISON DEAD.

Although Long Ill, His End Came
Unexpectedly.

Cincinnati, June 18.—John M. Pattison, Governor
of Ohlo, dled at his home in Milford, a suburb of
this city, at 4:2 o'clock this afternoon. He had
passed a good night, and there had been no report
of any serious change during the day. In the
early afternoon the news from his home was con-
sidered favorable, and the later announcement of
death came as a shock to the Governor's friends.

Just before the death of the Governor to-day, in

Not at any time a man of powerful physique,
Governor Pattison entered on the responsibilities of
his office in a weakened condition, the strain of the
polil»h.':xl campaign having so worn him that he took
a trip to the South in November and December, in
the hope of regaining hia health. After the elec-
tlon, in November, it was said that he was suffering
from malaria. When he returned from a rest of
several weeks in the South he was still weak, and
his part of the fnauguration ceremonies was car-
ried out with care. A glass covering was provided
for the reviewing stand, that he might be protected
from the stormy January weather, and through
that he reviewed one of the most elaborate parades
that has ever graced the inauguration of any Ohio
Governor,

In a glosed carriage he was taken to the various
festivities of the night, and then went to his home,
from which he emerged for only a few short walks
until brought to Cincinnati on a speclal train on
April 5. He continued to oversee the work of his
office, and, through his private secretary, Louis B.
Houck, who had been his running mate on the
Democratie ticket, transacted considerable public
business, even when unable to rise from his bed.

Several times he secemed so far recovered that
his speedy appearance at the cxecutive offices was
looked for at almost any time, but the weather con-
dittons and his weakened system forbade the tak-
ing of any risks, so that he kept closely to his
home, :

John M. Pattison was elccted Governor of Ohlo on
November 7 last, after a spirited fight with Gov-
ernor Myron T. Herrick, the Republican candidate
for re-alection. He was elected by a majority of
40,000, while the Republican running mates of the re-
tiring Governor were elected by similar majorities.
He took the oath of office on January 8§ last.

Governor Pattison was born on a farm in Cler-

until recently. At the age of sixteen years he en-
listed and served during the last days of the Civil
War. He taught school for funds with which to
attend the Ohio Wesleyan University, and he con-
tinued teaching while a student to pay his college
expenses. After he was graduated, in 1869, he went
West to write insurance for the same company of
which he was later elected president.

While writing insurance he studled law, and was
admitted to the Ohlo bar in 1572. At the end of ten
years' practice he was invited to enter his old in-
surance company-—the Union Mutual Life—ag vice-
president and general manager. He was elected
president in 181, and held the office at the time of
his death.

‘As & young lawyer he was put on the Hamilton
County (Ohto) ticket for the state Legislature, ana

Democratic party. In 180 Judge Ashburn, repre-
senting the Clermont-Brown district in the state
Senate, dled, and Mr. Pattison wag elected to fili
the vacancy. His work in the Senate sent him to
Congress when (Meveland was President.

By the time his term was out a Republican
Leglslature had redistricted Ohio, and his new
district had a normal Republican plurality of sev-
eral thousands. He then took up his work in the
business.

PROFESSOR JOSEPH HARDCASTLE.

Joseph Hardcastle, sentor professor of the School
of Commerce, Accounts and Finance of New York
University and one of the leading expert account-
ants of the United States, died at his home, No. 92
Monroe street, Brooklyn, Saturday, as the result of
an accldent on June §, when he was knocked down
by a wagon.

Mr. Hardcastle was born at Craven, Yorkshire,
England, on April 22, 1827. He was graduated from
the local free grammar school when Beventeen years
old, winning the scholarship of the York and Ripon
Diocesan Tralning School for Teachers. He was
teacher of mathematics at the school for three
yeurs and then opened a private school at Peter-
head, Aberdeenshire, Scotland. After four years
he became superintendent of the schools at Belize,
British Honduras. He was soon forced to leave
there on account of climatic conditions. He then
came to the United States and worked as a teacher
at Grammar School 38, in Manhattan.

After teaching in the school six years one of the
sons of the late Peter Gllsey obtained Mr. Hard-
castle an advancement. A mathematical problem
in which Peter Gllsey was interested arose in con-
nection with the income tax. Difficulty was ex-
perienced in finding & person capable of solving it.
One of Mr. Glisey's sons proposed that his teacher
be called in. The suggestion was adopted. Mr.
Hardcastle solved the problem readily and his so-
lution was accepted by the Tax Commissioners. Mr.
Gilsey was much pleased and asked the teacher to
take a place in his offic Mr. Hardcastle remained

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DEATH OF W. R. THOMPSON.

Pittsburg Banker Expires in a Sanato-
rium Here

Willlam Reed Thompson, a Pittsburg banker and
philanthropist, dled yesterday at a sanatorium at
No. 33 East 33d street. His wife and daughter
were at his bedside when death came. Mr. Thomp-
son was removed from his New York home, No.
% Riverside Drive, to the sanatorium several weeks
ago and underwent an operation for kidney trouble.
The body will be removed to the family home this
morning and taken to Pittsburg Thursday for in-
terment. Services will be held in the North Pres-
byterian Church in that city.

Mr. Thompson was born in Pittsburg in 184.
His father and mother were Presbyterian mission-
arles. After the birth of their child they went to
Trinidad, where they remained for several years.
Their son was sent back to Pittsburg to be edu-
cated. Young Thompson, when the Civil War
broke out, enlisted twice and was sent back be-
cause of his youth. In 1864 he enlisted a third
time in Knapp's independent battalion and served
until the end of the war.

The class of the school will hear lectures on four
mornings each week In the library of the Charity
Organization Soclety. The lectures begin at 9:15
a. m., but the class will meet half an hour earlter
to compare rotes. The summer session of the
school lasts until July 27. The first fortnight is to
be devoted to the study of Institutions. In the
second fortnight the class will hear lectures on the
care of needy families, whila the third fortnight is
to be the time for studying constructive social
work.

RIDES ON THE STORM.

Dr. Thomas Makes Remarkable ANl
Night Balloon Voyage.

After covering the longest westward trip ever
made by any aeronaut {a this country, much of the
time in an electrical storm, Dr. Jullan P. Thomas
and M. Levee, his pilot, landed in the little ham-
let of Butternut, in Otsego County, at about 8
a. m. yegjerday. The dist from teleph or
telegraph made it impossible for them to inform
their friends in this city or their safe landing,
and much anxiety was felt by their friends as a
result. It was not until late in the afterncon that
the growing fear that they might have met with
Nocquet's fate was dispelled by news of their
landing.

For over fourteen hours thelr balloon travelled
westward and then northward, in the quadrant {
of a great circle. The aeronauts were above or in
the clouds nearly all the time, getting only occa- |
siona! glimpses of the earth, and not knowing
where they were going. Finally, hearing the sound |
of water, they grappled the top of a tree, only to
tear loose when the tree was shattered by a
squall. For five hours they were In the midst of
an electrical display and in grave peril.

The last and almost only glimpse of the earth
the two in the basket had was at Little Falls, N. J.,
where they asked that a telephone message be sent
to Mrs. Thomas. This was the last heard from
them, for two minutes later they disappeared com-
pletely from the earth.

After they disappeared into the fog bank they
could still hear church bells calling to evening ser-
vice, and oeccasionally voices floated up to them,
but they could see nothing.

At this time a most unusual phenomenon was
seen, according to Dr. Thomas. Just under the
clouds, he said, the balloon passed myriads of tiny
insects glowing with phosphorescence. These pre-
sented a most unusual sight, the Interest of which,
at an elevation of two thousand feet, was intensi-
fied by the discovery that the Jersey mosquito did
a lively business at that height.

At 9 o'clock or thereabouts the balloon ran into
the electric storm. The thunder rolled and growled
continually, making a noise suggestive of a titanic |
bowling alley. The lightning enveloped them, and
everything about the balloon was so highly charged |
with electriclty that to touch any cord was to cause |
it to emit a spark. The hair of both men lterally |
stood up most of the time, partly from nervousness |
and partly from the electricity. |

At 1 o'clock the storm became so violent that a
lookout began to be made for a landing place. |
While watching for the lights of some town to ap-
pear to indicate a safe landing place, the waters of
some Pennsylvania lake were heard rolling in en
the shore. Without walting to pick a landing place,
the men pulled the valve cord, and the balloon
plunged down like a rock, into the upper branches
of an enormous tree. |

Unable to descend, Dr. Thomas made the balloon
fast to the tree, but under a sudden squall the
enchor tore away from the tree, apd the balloon
shot upward like a rockat.

Daybreak was then at hand and the storm was
dying down, so the balloon was allowed to con-
tinue, this time going almost due north. For some
time the men went over Pennsylvania at a low
elevation until caught In a bewtildering mase of
wind eddies which carrfed them eastward for a
considerable distance. Finally a favorable current
caught tham and carried them toward the north- |
