Kinnan Arrest, Police Say.

Renewed activity of the police yesterday charac-
terized the search for the murderer of Mrs. Alice
C. D. Kinnan, who nearly two weeks ago was found
with her head beaten in on the porch of the old
stone mansion in The Bronx. Detective Sergeant
Price, in charge of the case, declared last night
that while he was not prepared yet to make an ar-
rest, all his information pointed toward one person.
This Information was gleaned from his search
among the letters and papers found in the Stenton
house, and was being corroborated and strength-
ened, he sald, by newer letters.

“The murder, we belleve, was the result of a long
standing quarrel,” remarked Sergeant Price, in
discussing the case. “Letters show that. It was
a fathlly quarrel, and had its beginning practically
at the time of the Kinnan marriage. All the
papers we have examined point to one person, but
such Information as we have is only circumstantlial
evidence, and we don't want to make an arrest
without better grounds.”

The police have so far framed thelr belief as to
the murderer, however, that the finding of the weap-
on would be practically certain to mean an arrest.
Search has been made through the house and a cur-
sory examination made of the grounds, but witicut
result. A thorough examination of the grounds and
house, such as would be necessary to dispose of the
possibility of the murderer's weapon being there,
would take several days, and would demand that
the small farest of weeds around the place be
mowed down. At present this hunt for the weapon
is taking rank with the examination of the dead
woman’s effects and her mother’s.

Sergeant Price spent much of yesterday in consul-
tation with Inspector McLaughlin. The mystery
has reached a point where the entire police force
feels that it has become necessary to do something
atonce. Detectives Heffernan, O'Rourke and Wines
continued the work at the house, without much
result. A small flintlock pistol was discovered In
Mrs. Stenton’s room. It is not unlikely that Mrs.
Stenton will be examined again by the police. She
1s, because of her feeble condition, practically under
surveillance at the home of her friend, Mrs. Miller,
In Briggs avenue. Sergeant Price thinks that pos-
sibly she might, in a short time, {f her mind be-
comes more composed, throw some light on the
case which he can use with his present line of
work.

Sergeant Connelly went to Brooklyn yesterday to
bring back some of the material which Burton W.
Gibson, Mrs. Stenton’s lawyer, had taken from the
house. Gibson had returned, at the Coroner’s or-
der, many legal documents, but retained others.
Besides a great mass of technical papers, the de-
tective obtained on this visit certificates for 7,000
shares of stock in the Pioneer Mills Mining Com-
pany at § a share, and other mining stock, show-
ing a par value of about $40,000; two fire insurance
policles on the Stenton house, two life insurance
policies in Mrs, Stenton's name for §1,000 each,

one in the Mutual Life Insurance Company; two
checks payable to Mrs. Stenton, one dated 1592
for $15770, the other of the same year for $94 05,
both signed by the Girard Life Insurance Annulty
and Trust Company of Philadelpma and drawn on
the Morgan-Drexel Bank of Philadelphia; and a
memorandum book, containing an I O U for $10, to
Mrs. A. C. D. Kinnan, the murdered woman.

Among other things were seven pleces of old lace,
a linen towel, twenty handkerchiefs, an embroid-
ered doily, two pieces of gold dress braid, four
lace ruffles, an embroildered centre plece, a roll of
yellow silk ribbon, a black handb: containing a
pocketbook with $62 72 in cash, four ptian silver
coins, a woman's open face watch, a gold fob with
the initials “A. C. D. K.,”” a silver coin engraved
“l.. M. S.,” a woman's chased gold ring, a gold
wedding ring, a child’'s gold ring, a ring with two
blue stones and one missing, a tortoise shell comb,
silver mounted; a silver nut cracking set, a set of
chessmen, a set of ebony and ivory dominoes, two
dozen silver spoons and forks, two physician's
thermomaters, a check for $8 on the Pacific Bank,
dated 1890, signed ““Thomas F. Ryan.”

There was also a promissory note for $500 made
by Gibson to Mrs. Kinan, on Aﬁru 18, 1908, payable
in six months from date, with interest at per
cent. When he took this he told the police about it

Among the great mass of papers found in Gib-
son's home were deeds to property in Brooklyn,
Flushing and Florida.

WILI, BLAME WOODBURY.

Committee to Find Street Cleaning
Department Guilty of Extravagance.

The report of the aldermen who investigated
Street Cleaning Commissioner Woodbury will charge
the Commissioner with extravagance and wastefu!l-
ness in the running of his department.

Willilam M. Ivins, counsel to the committee, is
getting the report in shape to turn over to the com-
mittee. It will not be peady till Tuesday of next
week. Mr. Ivins for the last three weeks has been
making an investigation of the expenditures of the
department. He has had a truckload of vouchers
covering departmental expenditures at his office, In
Willlam street, and these he has compared, year
by year. He also has compared the cost of supplies
bought under Commissioner Woodbury's orders with
the cost of similar articles in other citles, with the
result, it was said yesterday, that gross extrava-
gance i{s shown by this city. The examination of
the accounts of Commissloner Woodbury shows
that he has expended $27,00,000 in the four years he
has managed the department.

So far as could be learned yesterday the report
will not charge either Commissioner Woodbury or
Captain Gibson, his deputy, with intentional irreg-
ularities. Nothing in the investigation tended to
prove that the Commissiener lacked the strictest
integrity in the handling of his department. The
report will charge, however, that, through lack of
wise administration, the city is losing thousands |
of dollars every vear, and it is sald that sugges-
tions will be made whereby a saving may be effect-
ed without Impairing the service.

“l have nearly finished my report to the com-
mittee,”” sald Mr. Ivins yesterday to a Tribune re-
porter. ‘I have been obliged to read 10,000 or 12,000
pages of manuscript and personally to compare
thousands of vouchers. I cannot say anything
about the nature of the report. That i{s for the
committee to handle. I had hoped to get it ready
for submission to the aldermen early this week,
but. on account of the magnitude of the task it
will have to go over till next week.”

MAYOR'S FAREWELL INSTRUCTIONS.

Mayor McClellan called a fifteen-minute meeting
of his cabinet yesterday. The Fire Commissioner
was the only absentee. The Mayor told the com-
missioners that he was going to be away from the
city frgm next Saturday until September, and
that he wanted them to “behave themselves.” Then
he explained the form in which he desired the de-
partments to send in thelr estimates. He warned

the commissioners that they must be counservative
in their Jdemands.

TAKE CREW OFF STEAMER.

Lifesavers Say Stranded Italian
Freighter Is Not Safe.

Captain Noero and the crew of the Italian fruit
gteamer Vincenzo Bonnano, which went aground
two miles east of Fire Island in the heavy fog of
Sunday night, were taken off late yesterday after-
noon by a volunteer lifesaving crew and quartered
in the Point of Woods lifesaving station.
