So Declares Italian Who Attended
Dying Victim.

-Ination by Coroner McDonald and De-
tective Sersrant Price ofabout fiftypersons yes-

terday brought out only one new phase in the Kin-
ran murd'r mystery. This, a longstatement from
Marie Shippo. the Italian who lives in the bai«*-

m«nt of the old Stenton housa. and cared for

Mrs. Kinnan the night she was murdered, con-

tained what purported to be the only statement

sn« made after she was struck down. A&ked who
did It. she replied \reakly. according to the
Italian woman:
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"
'It was that devil lawyer.' sho says the dying

•woman replied, clearly. We examined her In
every way on that, roughshod, but she stuck to

her story. She didn't give any name, and said
Alice Kinnan had used no name to her. Then
vct> asked her why she told a different story In
the first place. She became con/used, but said
this was the true story, as a few days after the
murder she went to see a priest about It all.
When wo tried to pinher down on the priest, she
became vague inher answers again, J-he seemed
not to know where the church was, nor who the
priest was.

"There you have it. We don't know now
whether the story la truth or, fiction. Every-
thing possible Is being done toward Investiga-

tion, and Ifit turns out to be true 1 don't be-
lisve the murderer willget away."

B. W. GIBSON BEING WATCHED.
In answer to questions, the coroner said that

Mrs. Stenton, who evidently could dispel the
mystery would be called to-day. Meantime,

she was under surveillance by the police. Bur-
ton W. Gibson, the lawyer who has appeared
prominently in the case, the coroner said, also
\u25a0was being watched, "because of his connection
with the case." Mrs. Shippo, too, was under the
watchful eyes of the police, though ehe had
promised not to try to get away.

Mrs. Catherine Glah, of Philadelphia, was the
first to be Interrogated by the examiners, Coro-
ners McDonald and Schwannecke, the young
man from Mr. Jerome's office, and Sergeant
Price. She toJd them she had been visiting her
daughter, Mr.,Comerford. of No. Sl4 East lMhh
street, near the Stenton house. Returning from
a shopping trip with her ten-year-old daughter
on the night of the murder, she was at Wash-
ington avenue and ISIHh street when she heard
piercing shrieks In a woman's voice. Then,
looking through the trees to the old Stenton
house, she saw Mrs. ftenton appear on the
porch with a lighted lamp. She was terrified,
and the girl b^gan to cry.

A moment later a woman came running upbehind her. announcing- that a murder had been
committed at the Stenton house. Mrs. Glah,
badly ared. walked on home. As she passed

if and Dumb Asylum, whose grounds open

in wßta street, she paw a man sitting on thesteps, but did not notice him particularly. She
had not seen him running from the grounds
round the Stenton house

Patrolman Andre, of the Tremont police sta-tion, who was the first official to reach the housepaid he found there Mrs. Bhlnpo, who told him
Mrs. Kinnan. dying, had said. He hit m*>: he
hit me!" Patrolmen Devlin. Alkon and Keeling,
who came later, corroborated ill? story. Patrol-
man Manning, who learned on Wednesday night
about a mysterious message, told the Inquisitors
what he heard. Mrs. Matthew Kennedy, aneighbor of the Stentons, told of the piercing
scream. She ran across to the old house after
her son. and heard the Italian Marie pay that
Allc« Kinnan told her, "He hit me; he hit me!"
Mrs. Ptenton, she said, mumbled out an unin-telligible reply to her questions. Matthew Ken-
nedy, a youth, declared the rear door of the
house was shut and locked, and that the front
door, fastening with a spring, had snapped phut
when Mrs. Ftenton came out to the porch. JacobCarpenter, Hattie Watklns. Negroes livingon the
Stenton place, all the Italian tenants, a few
others livingln the vicinity who knew of the
peculiarities of the Stenton family, and the Ital-
ians arrested the Sunday after trie murder, also
•were examined, but told nothing of importance.

The introduction of the Shippe woman's story
has disturbed the police somewhat. They and
the coroner cannot make It fit into the case well.
They cannot determine Just how a woman with
five deadly fractures of the skull and a broken
neck could retain consciousness long enough to
make any dying observations. They cannot de-
termine just what lawyer, assuming the truth
cf the statement, was referred to, nor can they
find a motive for murder by any lawyer or his
hireling. Money could not have been the bum,
they argue, because lawyers have more refined
methods than murder, possibly more efficient,
certainly more in compliance with the laws.
Sergeant Pri<e would not discuss the capo, say-
ing Mr. Cardoso had told him not to talk about
it. Coroner M Donald wa.s trying?, with the
help of the detectives, to find the solution, with-
out much apparent success.

Mr. Cardoso himself would not talk. Ha ex-
plained laboriously that he had mad* Ita policy
never to talk about capes, even giving a stereo-
typed answer. "Ihave nothing to say," when
really he. knew nothing about the thing as to
which he was interrogated.
If any progress is to be made in the case, it

will, the authorities think, come from the ex-
amination of Mr. Gibson and Mrs. Stenton to-
day.

The sales agents and heads of departments of the
Steel Corporation, who have lust finished a series
of conferences in this city, report that all branches
of the steel industry are in a flourishing condition
and believe that the present prosperity will continue
for many months to come.

The weakness in foundry iron is ascribed in well
Informed trade quarters to the moulders" strike,

which for several weeks has tied up many foun-
dries, their closing having cut off consumption and
caused an accumulation of stocks. Recently many
of the foundries have reopened, and the prospett
now is lat the demand for foundry Irons will soon
again become large, cleaning up the moderate ac-
cumulations which took place while the strike was
in for-p.

Bo far as can be gathered, there is no cessation
in the demand for steel making iron— the foundry
Iron Is not used in the manufacture of steel— and
the general outlook in the iron and steel industry
is still excellent.

Asked whether or not the reduction in the price
of Southern foundry iron was regarded as impor-
tant by the steel trade. Judge Gary, chairman of
the board of the United States Steel Corporation,
said yesterday:

Effect of "Iron War"—Unimpor-
taut, Says Judge Gary.

Selling en the Southern "Iron war" and on ru-
mors of an impending; general "war" f*» the iron
and steel trade caused a sharp break in the shares
of iron and steel manufacturing companies yes-
terday. under the Influence of which the entire list
declined. On sales cf nearly 130.000 e^ares UnTted
States Steel common went down to 361-6. a new low
record for this year, and closed M points lower
than on Wednesday, at M%, The preferred lost 1%
points. Colorado Fuel and Iron declined 23ipoints.
Of the companies alleged to be encaged in warfare
in the Birmingham district. gloss-Sheffield and
Tennessee Coal and Iron each suffered a net loss
Of 2 points and the cemmen and preferred stocks
of the Republic Iron and Steel Company declined,
respectively, 111j and 2 points. The trading in the
shares of these three companies was Emnll.

Ooe of the rumors of the day was that the Re-
publloTenneFsee interests were endeavoring to

coerce the Sloss-Shrffleld company into a union
with their corporations, but this was vehemently
denied, and was not widely believed. Another
\iew was that the "price war" in the Southern
StiJ, apparently trivial in Itself, was being used as
the basis for a determined raid on the stock mar-
ket in general, and reminiscences of the sudden
closing of a dnzen mills of the old American Steel
and Wire Company in 1900 were heard. Th« South-
ern situation, indeed, appears to have received an
exasperated Importance, The cut in foundry iron
was from 50 cents to $1 a ton, and that on only a
comparatively small quantity of th» commodity.
It was saM yesterday thru the old price of $14 a ton

had already been restored.
